Crumbs Of Wisdom 
Every young man should learn 

a trade (I'm going to learn mine 
down where the trade winds blow 
—It should be easier there). If you 
are still young When you get out of 
college, you might like the idea of 
earning a good honest living by 
the good honest sweat of your 
good honest brow. If you want to 
work up' a -coal sweat, there is no 
better opportunity for you than in 
teal digging (Women usually pre-
fer to become gold diggers. They 
claim that is more profitable). 

There are two kinds of coal 
(some authorities will in all likeli-
hood point out that I am wrong 
about this but it sounds better the 
way I have it).

Philosophy, Not Facts 
Desired In Education 
For graduating seniors, hastily looking 

back over four or more collegiate years, there 

might arise the question of just how well 

they have been prepared to meet the respon-

sibilities of holding a job and making a living. 

For them, the college has done just about 

all it can do. Feeling inadequate to meet the 

future, some may look back and wish for 

another chance to learn that which they have 

by-passed. Others may 'heave a sigh of relief, 

realizing that it is almost finished. Whatever 

the sentiments, each has gone to school to 

gain an advantage over his fellow man; to 

acquire potential for quick advancement. And 
when he faces the world and that new job, 

he will find many qualities, unattainable by 
college study, required of him. 

He may find that mass of fact acquired at 
midnight crammings of little use. This is in-
dicated by an article, by Dr. Frank M. Surface 
of The Standard Oil Company of New Jersey, 
published in The Lamp. Drawing from his ex-
periences with some hundreds of young college 
trained men and women. Doctor Surface list-
ed personal integrity and mental honesty high 
on the scale of characteristics expected of 
the product of our American college system. 

"The kind of training we are interested 
in," he said, "Is not necessarily that which 
crams the student's mind with facts—parti-
cularly isolated facts. Rather, it should be the 
kind that developes a philosophy—a relation 
of one fact to another and the general scheme 
of things. 

"Next, we want employees who can think 
for themselves, who are or can become self 
starters, who are constantly offering new 
ideas and new suggestions. These are 'the 
marks of a good employee who is likely to 
become a leader in his field," he said. 

"Industry has a right to expect that a 
college-trained man or woman whom it em-
ploys will have a good understanding of our 
economic system and the forces that make it 
work, an appreciation of our American com-
petitive pterprise system .. ." 

Dr. Surface also pointed out what he con-
sidered to be the greatest fault of college 
educated men and women with whom he had 
come in contact. 

"Too often," he said, "young employees 
who are capable in other respects cannot set 
down their ideas in succinct and forceful 
English. It is a serious handicap because, how-
ever good ideas may be, they are worthless 
unless we can sell them to other people. All 
of us have to be salesmen. In the first plaCe, 
we have to sell ourselves and that is a never 
ending job."

To most of the student body of Texas 
Tech, congratulations for the fine way in 
which they turned out for the recent student 
body elections. 

According to Clint Formby, this year's 
president of the Student Council, 47 per cent 
of the students enrolled here went to the 
various voting booths set up on the campus 
the 12th of this month and cast their votes 
for the people they wanted to represent them 
on the Student Council. 

The 47 per cent that DID vote, did so 
because they have an interest in the affairs 
of the college. They weren't too busy to take 
three or four minutes and go mark a ballot 
in their division. They, the 47 per cent, are 
the ones who will know the people that will 
represent them in matters that are of great 
importance to any student body. 

But how about the other 53 per cent; the 
students who showed no interest at all in any 
part of the election? They are the ones who 
will do the griping next year. They will 
gripe, curse and berate their student leaders 
because they made no attempt to have a hand 
in the election of them. They will continue 
to complain about the way certain aspects of 
college life are forced upon them, and then 
in complete ignorance, blame others, when 
THEY and they alone are responsible for not 
having the sort of representation they really 
want. 

Why? 'Why can't at lesst 85 per cent of 
any college student body get out on election 
day, go to the polls, and vote for people they 
want in office. Why can't they? Simply be-
cause they do not have enough interest to 
take time out and consider a school election 
important. It's nothing to them at the time. 
But later on whey they have no chance to 
have a say in matters, it suddenly becomes 
important just who is representing them in 
school affairs. If only each student would 
realize that it is his own personal business 
to get out and vote, then and only then, 
would there be a chance for overall student 
satisfaction. 

It is in the end, all up to the individual. 
And once again to the 47 per cent of indi-
viduals here on Tech campus who voted in 
the first election, congratulations for taking 
an interest in YOUR school.
