Perhaps compliments, used sparingly, may be bene-
ficial, particularly when dealing with people, rather 
than situations, but only when something outstanding 
has been done. 

When just the good points of something is played 
up, those connected develop an air of indifference to 
the bad points, and those bad points are rarely ever 
corrected. 

If the use of compliments is held to a minimum, be-
ing used only when something really outstanding-has 
been done, then a big step has been made to improve 
the rate of progress.

Non-Eaters 
Say Strike 
Successful 
Editor, 

With reference to the article 
"Food Strike Strikes Out," which 
appeared in the Thursday, April 9 
issue of the TOREADOR, we are 
writing in protest to the alleged 
statements of the dietitians repre-
senting Food Service and of Will-
iam H. Hassler, Assistant Dean of 
Men. 

FIRST LET US get the facts 
straight with Food Service. Sneed 
Hall students admitted that the 
breakfast rush on April 7 was 
planned. It was not the fire in the 
barracks which roused Sneed res-
idents out of bed at 7 am. that 
day. Also the incident at lunch 
was spoken of as a "mild hold-
out" and the dietitians stated that 
they noticed nothing unusual at 
the noon meal. Indeed it was not 
even hinted that some 75 per cent 
of the students who  passed 
through the chow line that meal 
took their food- directly to the 
conveyor belts and sent it back to 
the kitchen UN-EATEN in clear 
view of the outraged dietitians. To 
us this act can only be inter-
preted as a plain refusal to eat, 
and should never be misconstrued 
as an unsuccessful food strike. 
Evidently it was QUITE SUC-
CESSFUL. 

We can understand the Admin-
istration's desire to prevent the 
truth of the incident from spread-
ing to the other dorms because 
similar incidents might be pro-
moted there. But it is about time 
the Texas Tech Administration 
realized that news such as this 
WILL BE SPREAD by those ever-
present nuisances — students, and 
that these instances of protest 

will always occur so long as there 
is dissatisfaction, and the instan-
ces will never be prevented by 
evasion of facts or threats to the 
students, but can only be pre-
vented by positive acts of good 
faith by the Administration. cal-
culated to cure the dissatisfaction, 
not nourish it. 

ASSISTANT DEAN of Men 
William H. Hassler's statement 
that further food boycotts by 
Sneed might imperil that dorm's 
chances for getting action oft the 
proposed games room in the base-
ment of Sneed is a typical ex-
ample of the Administration's pol-
icy of threat and antagonism. It 
seems that certain personnel in 
Food Service and the Department 
of Student Life insist on taking 
incidents such as food strikes as 
personal insults and feel they 
most retaliate. At least, Dean 
Hassler could have commented 
that they were "viewing the sit-
uation with grave concern," which 
we have heard before; that would 
not have been so antagonizing. In-
stead. they propose to . punish us by 
refusing a games room on which 
we have tried vainly for three 
years to obtain action. Never 
have we heard of a more imma-
ture, ridiculously childish, method 
of putting down a protest. Pun-
ishment for protest! Gee whiz! 
Why, even in most prisons of the 
land, the prisoners are not pun-
ished when they refuse to eat' 
But, Oh Yes — the Administra-
tion charges that such acts are 
embarrassing to Texas Tech. The 
painful truth is that acts as food 
strikes are embarrassing to the 
Administration of Texas Tech —
no one else! Dean Hassler's state-
ment itself is embarrassing to 
Texas Tech. Certainly the students 
have not embarrassed themselves 
by protesting conditions they don't 
favor. Any reform the world has 
ever realized has been initiated by 
protest. Social progress is en-
tirely dependent on protest and ex-
posure of undesirable conditions. 

GET WISE, Administration 
grow - up! Right now you don't even 
rate with the students of Texas 
Tech. Certainly to you that must 
be the most humiliating charge we 

.could make.
