
Board Discusses Stadium Enlargement 
Names Adopted for Campus Buildings; 
Official New School Song Is Accepted 

Tech's board of directors considered a proposal to expand 
the seating capacity of Jones stadium to 30,009 in regular meet-
ing Saturday, Dr. D. M. Wiggins, college president, said. 

The group also adopted official names for campus buildings, 
an official school song, a greenbug 
research program and acted on 
routine matters, he added. 

Suggested plans for enlarging of 
the stadium would call for the con-
struction of seats on each end of 
the present concrete stands and 
the moving of stands from the old 
stadium site to the south end of 
the present field. The discussion, 
however, is still in a formative 
stage, Wiggins stated. 

Name Campus Buildings 

All classroom buildings and 
dormitories were officially named 
at the meeting. Two men's dorm-
itories, West and Sneed Halls, had 
been named by previous boards in 
honor of James M. West of Hous-
ton and Sneed hall of Amarillo, 
deceased board members. 

Dormitory names assigned were 
as follows Men's Dormitory III, 
William H. Bledsoe hall; Men's 
Dormitory IV, James Marcus 
Gordon hall; Women's Dormitory 
I, Mary W. Doak hall; Women's 
Dormitory II, F. N. Drane hall; 
Women's Dormitory III, Paul 
Whitfield Horn hall, and Women's 
Domitory IV, Bradford Knapp 
hall. 

Honor Former Associates 
Dormitories were named in 

honor of former Tech associates; 
Horn and Knapp were Tech pre-
sidents; Mrs. Drane, first woman 
on the board of directors; Gordon, 
dean of men; Mrs. Doak, dean of 
women, and Bledsoe, one of th co-
authors of legislation creating the 
college. All but Mrs. Doak are

President Makes Statement 

In a formal statement to the lo-
cal newspaper and The Toreador, 
however, President D. M. Wiggins 
said that neither the Tech board 
of directors or adinistrative of-
ficials have received any official 
notice from the university regard-
ing any change bin contract poli-
cies. "Texas Technological college 
has not attempted in the past, nor 
does it attempt now, to set poli-
cies for the University of Ari-
zona," he said. 

"The board of directors of Texas 
Technological college," the presi-
dent continued, "continues to be 
the sole policy-making body of 
the institution." 

Board Discusses Policy 

Possibility of changing the rul-
ing was discussed in a meeting of 
the Tech board of directors here 
Saturday, but n o action was 
taken. 

Tech has followed a policy set 
up by various state supported 
schools in Texas, including the 
University of Texas and A&M. 
There is no state law governing 
the question, however. 

I n 1950 Texas Western, a 
branch of the University of Texas, 
was allowed to change its ruling 
banning negro players. The de-
cision did n o t effect other 
branches of the university. 

Tech athletic teams have play-
ed against negro players in sever-
al instances during the past few 
seasons, but never in home games, 
In the January Sunbowl game 
at El Paso Eddie Macon, College 
of Pa cif i c halfback, played 
against the Raiders, and Arizona's 
Hadie Redd opposed Tech in a 
basketball game Jan. 26 at Tuson, 
Redd has since become scholas-
tically ineligible. 

Plans for a special election to fill 
two vacant Student council posts 
were introduced at the council's 
regular meeting last night in Aggie 
auditorium. 

Feb. 20 was the date set for the 
election of successors to Rhea My-
ers McKee, former arts and 
sciences representative, and Har-
old Brockett, former business ad-
ministration representative. Both 
were mid-term graduates. 

Candidates, who must have a 
one-point grade average, may be 
nominated through petitions signed 
with 100 names. Petitions may 
be obtained in the Student council 
office at 2 p.m. Wednesday and 
will be due back in the office 
at 5 p.m. Friday. Run-off voting 
will be held Feb. 27. 

Tech's refusal to allow a negro 
basketball player from Arizona 
university to play in the Tech gym 
was discussed by the council, which 
decided to consult with President 
Wiggins before making an official 
stand on the matter.

Registration for the spring 

semester shows a slight decrease 

from the fall enrollment, accord-

ing to figures released yesterday 

by the Registrar's office. 

Official tabulations total 4,125 

students enrolled in the six divi-

sions of the college. Total for the 

previous term was 4,865; the 

spring semester of 1951 showed 

4,579 students enrolled. 

The division of Arts and Science 

leads in enrollment with 1,161, as 

compared to 1,330 last semester.. 

Other divisional figures are Agri-
culture, 647; Business Adminis-
tration, 813; Engineering, 866; 
Home Economics, 270, and Grad-
uate, 368. 

Of the 28 classes now planned 
for the Evening Program, some 
may be dropped if enrollment is 
not sufficient, but probably none 
will be added, said Warren G. 
Harding, assistant registrar.

Museum Opens New Exhibit; 

Primitive Carvings Featured 
A new exhibit Primitive Arts: ,  The exhibit, prepared by Miss 

Agnes C. Sims=  authority on- rock 
earVings, who -  is now associated 
with the Museum of New Mexico 
in Santa Fe, wilt be sent to the 
BroOklyn Museum after its show-
ing here. 

Rock carvings, or petroglyphs, 
being shown in the exhibit, arc 
those found at the site of the San 
Christolial Pueblo in the Gamsteo 
Basin eight miles south of Lamy, 
N. M. They ate the finest petro-
glyphs of a large number which 
have been taken from the 28 ruins 
in that areaa. 

Although rock carvings have 
been found in many parts of this 
country and round the world, 
those found in New Mexico arc 
especially well-preserved because 
of arid climatic conditions. 

Ancient Pueblo Studied 

The San Cristobal Pueblo, the 
Indian dwelling from which the 
carvings were extracted, was in-
habited by one tribe of people 
for more than 400 years. It is be-
lieved that the pueblb was oc-
cupied as early as 1250 A.D. The 
site was later abandoned because 
of raids by other Indians. 

The petroglyphs were made by 
artists who pecked out the crude 
designs with a small stone, which 
they held in their hands. The com-
plex pictures thus created are al-
most as bright now as when they 
were carved.

Enrollment in the class gives 
the student a 1-0 draft status. 
Members of the class attend two 
slimmer training periods of six 
weeks each and receive commis-
sions Upon graduation from col-
lege. 

To enroll in the officers 
date course, a college graduate 
must have a degree in a field 
other than medicine; dentistry or 
theology. A senior desiring to en-
roll must be working toward such 
a degree. 

For the officer candidate 
course, a student or graduate 
must be at least 20 and less than 
27 on July 1 of the year he is 
commissioned.

Tech has been condemned by 
objective action of several Texas 
newspapers in regard to the col-
lege's stand on colored persons 
playing on campus basketball 
courts. 

Arizona has made a definite 
declaration to newspapers: they 
will not play at Tech unless the 
negro team-members are allowed 
to cortmete. Tech has never been 
officially notified of this action. 

We believe Arizona did 
wrong in publicizing their 
actions before they notified 
Tech of their decision. 
The only definite action of 

which Tech knew was in regard to 

Dear Editor: 

Since when has Tech become 
so high and mighty that they don't 
think they can play against the 
negro boy from Arizona univer-
sity? 

It has been announced that the 
board of directors has voted not 
to let him play on the Tech cam-
pus. I think that this was very 
poor judgment on their part, es-
pecially after the student council 
has been trying to help Negro 
schools in the TISA. 

I think that the student body, 
or at least the Raiders, should be

Unless a new conference rule is 
passed, however, Tech cannot be 
forced out of the conference, 
since they are breaking no present 
rule. 

Except for  Tech's statement 
that the policy formulated by the 
board of directors has not been 
changed, there has been no word 
from either side.

Will Negroes Play? .. . 
Tech's policy of not permitting negro students of other col-

leges to participate in athletic contests staged in Lubbock is 
one which has been traditional among state supported schools 
in Texas. 

However, there is no state law requiring that such a policy 
be maintained. The board of directors or other governing body 
of state schools is empowered to make any decisions concerning 
the stand taken by the school. 

An informal agreement among state supported schools in 
Texas supporting the policy has been followed in the past, 
though Texas Western, a state supported college, was permitted 
to change its policy. The school reportedly made the change 
under pressure of the University of Arizona. 

Arizona is now apparently trying to force Texas Tech to 
make the same move. Though Tech has received no official 
word from the university regarding the matter, Arizona has 
announced through various area newspapers that it will not 
play basketball here unless the ruling is changed. 

Tech's board of directors discussed the possibiliity of chang-
ing the policy in a regular meeting Saturday, but no action was 
taken, 

Though Arizona university acted unwisely in publicizing 
its intentions before conferring with Tech, we beleive that it 
will be for the best interests of the college to change the ruling. 

Tech will certainty be handicapped in the future as it en-
larges the scope of its athletic program, possibly to include 
contracts with large eastern schools having negro players, 
should the policy not be changed.

As  I  was walking past one of 

the dormitories recently, a dorm 
resident tossed a pop bottle out 

of  a window and the bottle landed 
on the sidewalk a few feet in 
front of me. I Better luck next 
time.) The bottle was still there 
but, as the science department 
would undoubtedly say, it had 
just changed forms. 

Evidently the student didn't 
know or didn't care that that 
broken bottle caused a four cent 
debit to go down on the books of 
the Student Union building ac-

count. 

The pop machines are provided 

as  a  service to those who wish 
to use them, but it is surely a 
this-service to abuse that privilege. 
A case of soda pop normally costs 
SO cents and, when sold at five 
rents a bottle, one can make a 
profit of one and two-thirds cents 
per bottle. There is, however, the 
not-so-small item of a two-cent 
deposit on coke bottles and a 
four-cent deposit on Dr. Pepper 
bottles. When one of these bot-
tles is lost or broken, we end up 
with a loss of one-third cent and 
two and one-third cents, respec-
tively. You can readily see that it 
is possible to lose as much if not 
more than we gain on a series of 
transactions. 

I, for one, am looking forward 
very enthusiastically to the com-
pletion of the Student Union 
building because I think it will 
make a very worthwhile addition 
to campus and college life. The 
profits from the sales of pop, can-
dy, of the bookstore, etc., all go 
toward the successful and early 
completion of this building. In-
dividually, one pop bottle is a 

• very small item, but, when taken 
together, all of the bottles broken 
and scattered over the buildings, 
the grounds, and the dorms can 
add up to a considerable sum. 

I  have written to you because

the directors of the firm in order 
for it to make progress and be 
successful. 

I believe it should be the respon-
sibility of The Toreador to make 
the students conscious of their 
responsibilities in regard to cam-
pus life.

College Holstein Achieves 
Unusual Dairy Distinction 

Tech Primier Colantha, a re-
gistered Holstein-Friesian cow 
owned by Texas Tech, has ach-
ieved distinction in the dairy world 
by producing in excess of 1,000 
pounds of butterfat in one year's 
time. 

This animal produced 1,042 
pounds of butterfat and 25,330 
pounds of milk testing 4.1% in 
365 days on three mi]kings daily 
at the age of six years and eight 
months. 

This achievement represents re-
presents more than five times the 
production of the average milking 
&SW in this nation, which is out-
standing even in the ranks of the 
high - producing Holstein breed. 
Kay L. Neeley, associate professor 
of animal husbandry said. 

The cow is the third Holstein 
in Texas to produce 1,000 pounds 
of butterfat in one milking sea-
son. 

This is enough to make 1,250 
pounds of table butter and enough 
to supply 24 families with a pound 
a week each for an entire year.
