A.  POST-WAR scholarship plan has been introduced by Iowa 

university, which insures the drafted college man his edu-
cation should he return from the war. The plan was introduced 
after many students were heard saying such phrases as "it is 
not the war I fear, but the depression that follows a war" and 
"if I don't get my degree, how am I going to be able to get a 
job when the army turns me loose?" 

The plan works thus: each student buys one ten-cent de-
fense stamp every week. The stamp is then donated into a fund 
which is invested in government bonds. Returning soldiers who 
benefit from the plan must have spent at least six months in 
the service, must have been enrolled in school on or after Oct. 
15, 1940, and have maintained a satisfactory scholastic average 
during that time. They must also have been in school at the 
lime they were enlisted or drafted. 

Soldiers returning, who are eligible for scholarships, can 

draw up to $200, depending on their need for financial assis-
tance. The dimes are collected through the different campus or-
ganizations, departmental societies, social clubs, and dormitor-
ies. For those students who live out in town, special represen-
tatives are sent out to collect from them. 

It would be a whole lot of work for a similar plan to be 
inaugurated on Tech campus, but it would leave those students 
who are privileged to stay in school for the duration something 
to look back to, and make them feel as if they had done some-
thing in a material way to help the war effort. 

And although it is true that some students do not have that 
dime to spare, it is that sort of a student who is willing to sac-
rifice for a worthy cause. Those of us who can spare a dime 
every Friday, would undoubtedly feel better if we knew that 
we were helping to educate those who are risking their necks. 

We who are lucky enough to stay in school so that we may 
better serve our country as citizens and our army as soldiers once 
we are engulfed ,should certainly be willing to give up one 
"coke date" a week for so worthy a cause. 

It is a plan worth the consideration of the student body. It 
should receive attention from the Student council and from the 
Inter-club councils. Think it over students, would you be wilt-
ing to have such a plan put into action here? If so, then tell us 
about it, tell the student- council about it. The Toreador sug-
gests that the student council make a closer survey of the plan 
and give a report to the student body through its columns.

"Every high school, junior college and college should pro-

vide selected courses designated as National Service and should 
require every student to select a series of such courses that 
would prepare him to meet the nation's need. Rigid standards 
should be maintained and provision should be made for refresh-
er courses. Much of what would be needed for such a program 
already is available in our schools. After the war camps, equip-
ment and technically trained men could be added to such a pro-
gram, and such a Civilian National Service program might be 
the answer to federal aid. The values of such a program to the 
nation would be millions of children and youth moving steadily 
through the schools, trained and ready on call to meet any nat-
ional emergency our part in the post-war world may require. 
If our schools rise to the challenge, democracy never again will 
be branded as inefficient nor will the children of our children 
know the humiliation of those tragic wordp—'tpo little and too 
late'."

College graduates and college sen-
iors may continue V-7 enlistment 
in the United States Naval Reserve 
after May 1, despite the earlier an-
nouncement that beginning about 
that date this class would be closed 
to all men attending college who 
have not enlisted in Class V-1, it 
was announced this week by Com-
mander F. C. Huntoon. Director of 
the Office of Naval Procurement 
of the Eighth Naval District. 

In addition to seniors and col-
lege graduates admitted to Class 
V-7, all juniors who while sopho-
mores were not eligible for Class 
V-1 service may enlist in V-7, as 
may juniors who became members 
of that class prior to April 15.

Stamp Collection 
Tells Stories Of 
Many Countries 

Stamp collecting holds an equal 
appeal for a college profesor as 
well as the President of t h e 
United States. 

T. C. Root, professor of econom-
ics and business administration, 
has been a stamp enthusiast for 
the past seven years. He became 
interested in the collection started 
by his son, took it over and now 
has approximately 5,000 stamps. 

Although United States stamps 
are his favorite, included in his 
collection are stamps from all over 
the world. A German group, re-
printed at the close of World War 
1, represents an interesting period-
when it took 2 billion marks to 
send a love letter, and the station-
ery used to write home for money, 
was of greater value than the 
money itself. 

President Roosevelt is the first 
president to have his picture on a 
stamp while living. A South Amer-
ican stamp commemorating the 
150th anniversary of our consti- 
tution carries the picture. 

Stories of religion scandals and 
propaganda are  portrayed o n 
stamps in Root's collection. In 
Italy a religious person can be cit-
ed through his stamps. Persons 
not desiring to have their mail de-
livered on Sunday, simply leave a 
small perforated tag on the stamp, 
if they want their mail delivered 
the tag is detached.. A stamp of a 
nude duchess made by the famous 

painter Goya, was Issued in Spain. 
Tragedy was averted when friends 
of the artist helped him to escape 
from the wrath of the Duke of 
Alia, who heard his duchess was 
posing au natural. An effort 
was made to prohibit the use of 
these stamps in this country. 

Students have sent the professor 
stamps from various places. Sev-
eral years ago, a first-day stamp of 
the Queen Mary was given to Root 
by two Tech students who carried 
a suit of clothes to England and 
who invited the king to the Texas 
Centennial.

Alien students In American col-
leges "absolutely do not" have to 
register for selective service. All 
they must do Is to prove to local 
draft boards that their non-resi-
dent status is bona fide. 

Selective Service officials have 
been compelled to reiterate the ex-
ernption of "non-resident aliens" 
because of rumors floating about 
that alien students are subject to 
military service. 

The majority of these students 
are citizens of sister American re-
publics, here on scholarships grant-
ed by their home governments or 
Uncle Sam. 

There is, however nothing to pro-
hibit their volunteering for mili-
tary service. That, too is done 
through the local draft board 
which turns over their qualifica-
tions and 'personal histories to the 
War Department for final OK.

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Multigraph Jobs 
Opened Through 
Civil Service 

Multigraph operators will be up-
pointed to government war jobs 
in Washington, D. C., and through-
out the United States, it was an-
nounced by the United States Civil 
Service Commission today. Both 
men and women may apply under 
the new announcement. Pay is $1,- 
440 a year, although some vscan- 
cies at $1,260 will be filled by qua-
lified persons willing to accept the 
lower salary. 

Within the past o years, appli-
cants must have had at least 6 full 
months of paid experience operat-
ing a power-driven multigraph ma-
chine, of which 3 months must 
have been In setting and distribut-
ing type and in the composition of 
complex forms. In filing applica-
tion, they must clearly show that 
they can operate the machine with-
out further instruction. Appointees 
In government jobs will be requir-
ed to set and distribute type for 
and to operate a multigraph ma-
chine in the printing of circulars, 
letters. and forms, and to read 
proof and make corrections. 

No written test is required. Fil-
ing application is all that is neces-
sary to be considered. Eighteen 
years is the minimum age limit. 
but there isno maximum. Applica- 
tions must be sent to the Civil 
Service Commission, Washington, 
D. C., and will not be accepted un-
til the needs of the service have 
been met. 

Complete information as to t h e 
requirements for these examina-
tions, and application forms, may 
be obtained from the Secretary of 
the Board of U. S. Civil Service 
Examiners, at the Lubbock post 
office, or from the Secretary of the 
Board of U. S. Civil Service Exam- 
iners, at any first- or second-class 
post office. 

Food for Victory 
Program May Give 
Students Chance 

High school and OcIlege students 
may be provided with an opportun-
ity this summer to "do their bit" in 
the war by helping in the Gov-
ernment's "Food for Victory" pro-
gram, according to J. H. Bond, Di-
rector of the United States Em-
ployment Service for Texas. 

Cooperating in the Government's 
program, Texas farmers during 
this year expect to produce the 
greatest food crops in history. Be-
cause many farm workers have 
gone into the armed services and 
war production factories, shortag-
es of workers are expected in some 
localities during the growing and 
harvest season. Students may be 
called upon to make up for these 
shortages. 

Students always have done a fine 
job in bringing in crops when their 
yelp was needed. In States suf-
'ering farm labor shortages, stu-
dents last year joined the Employ- 
cent Service in the drive to find 

corkers to save the crops. In fact, 
in 

 
any rural areas without stu- 

dent help there would have been 
considerable loss of food. 
Not since 1917 has there been 

such a demand for farm workers. 
The battle for food on the home 
front must be won. It is a battle 
thatthat we must win if we are to 

the war. The production of 
food is as important as the pro- 
duction of planes. tanks, guns, and 
ships. 

So, in the months to come, Uni-
ted States Employment Service of-
fices may. call for young men and 
women to fill jobs in agriculture. 
Those wishing to do their part to 
aid their country should apply at 
the employment office nearest to 
their home.
