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Whites Edge Past Reds, 13-12, 
In Rough Spring Training Game 

Both men turned in about equal 
performances: Johnson, handling 
the ball smoothly and faking 
superbly, stood out on offense, 
and Kirkpatrick sparkled on de-
fense. 

The duel between Sides and 
Spinks for the fullback slot also 
ended in a draw, with both men 
turning out equally good offensive 
and defensive performances. 
Spinks led the backfield men in 
yards gained rushing with 93, but 
Sides was doge behind with 82. 

The game started off as it were 
going to be a scoring duel. The 
Whites scored early in the game 
on Quarterback Jerry Johnson's 
46-yard pay dirt sprint, and Sides 
drove over for the point to make 
the score 7-0. But the Reds bounc- 

ed back too minutes later to score 
when Skeeter Lewis shook him-
self loose on the 18 yard line and 
went all the way. Kirkpatrick 
failed to connect with the extra 
point, and the count was 7-6. 

The Whites came back to score 
at the close of the first quarter 
on a 36-yard pass from Johnson to 
Halfback Walter Bryan. But the 
conversion was missed and the 
score was 13-6 as the quarter 
ended. 

The defenses of both teams 
tightened in the second and third 
quarters and it wasn't until the 
clock showed 10:06 in the fourth 
;stanza that another touchdown 
was scored. Quarterback Jack 
Kirkpatrick tossed a short jump

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College Women Will Be Told of Careers 
With Marine Corps Reserve Monday Representative 

Explains WSSF 
Goals, Projects 

Techsans who attended the WS-
SF talent show last semester are 
probably wondering where their 
money went—and for what. 

The Student Council turned the 
money over to the World Stu-
dent Service Fund, which then 
distributed it among its service 
projects. 

Joan Hershman, travel repre- 
sentative for WSSF, was recently 
on the Tech campus to explain 
the uses of contributions and to 
thank Techsans for contributing. 

Began After War 
The WSSF began immediately 

after the war, and its primary 
projects were reconstruction and 
aiding displaced persons. Now 
that Europe has recovered some-
what from the effects the war bad 
on its universities and colleges, 
the plan is one of mutual aid. 
Europe today in contributing to 
the fund, except for Greece and 
the Slavic countries. 

"The program today is a more 
postive one of construction espec-
illy in Asia and the Middle East," 
Miss Hershman said. 

WSSF has helped in providing 
housing services for students and 
educational equipment for schools. 

Projects Today 
Some of the major projects to-

day are: 
1. Sending food and clothing to 

South Korea. 
2. Building the first student tu-

berculosis sanatorium in Japan; 
one during the 1952 International 
Work Camp at Inadanoborito, Ja-
pan. 

3. Building a student center and 
canteen in Gauhati, India; the 
population has increased four-fold 
with no comparative increase in 
sleeping in the streets. 

4. Mimeograph projects in I 
Greece and Indonesia; students 

• mimeograph their lecture notes 
to be used as texts. 

5. Health centers in India, 
WSSF also aids refugees to-

day, sponsors some educational 
services and some scholarships. 
"However , we have to stretch our 
limited funds so that they will do 
the most good for the most people 
a scholarship which will help only 
one person is not as good as p ro-
viding housing for a dozen. There-
fore, we have only a few scholar-
ships," said Miss Hershman. 

Proposed Projects 
Some proposed projects are a 

student TB sanatorium in Istan- 
bul, Turkey; research scholarships 
to aid students to come to the 
United States to speak and study; 
international seminars through- 
out the summer and fall of 1953; 
and setting up a combination rest 
center and student hostel in 
Cairo, Egypt; establishment of a 
student center in Beirut, Leba- 
non; and purchasing $1,000 worth 
of laboratory equipment in Syria. 

To Be 'WUS' 
WSSF will change its name in 

1954 to the World University 
Service, to be called WUS. "This is 
to give a feeling of 'self-help' and 
internationalism to the participa-
ting nations,". Miss Hershman 
said. 

Any Techsan who doubts the 
value of the cause to which he 
contributed is referred to the fol-
lowing letter by President D. D. 
Eisenhower: 

'I have returned from Korea 
with several strong impressions 
. . . her need for developing a 
large number of leaders of part-
icular importance in this respect 
is the training to be provided in 
universities . . . . any movement 
whose goal is to satisfy the mater-
ial needs.of Korean students and 
teachers and to continue a pro-
gram of educational reconstruc-
tion i s commendable. I urge all 
. . . to support the good efforts 
of the World Student Service Fund 
for assistance to the universities 
of Korea."

Undergraduates accepted for the 
class will attend two summer  

training periods of six weeks 
leach. After completing the 
two courses and graduating from 
college, they will be commissioned. 

; Women who are already seniors 
lor graduates may complete both 
'courses in one summer and be 
commissioned immediately. 

Women officers in the Marines 
I are assigned jobs in fields includ- 
ing: machine accounting, serology, 

lee ommuni cations, intelligence, 
food service, finance, special ser-
vices, supply, company work and 
public information. A limited 
number are at present assigned 
to duty with fleet units in Europe 
and Hawaii.
