The land of Basques consists of 
six provinces—four in Spain and 
two in France. The collective 
name used by the Basques to des-
cribe their homeland is "Euzkadi." 

Ancient Race and Culture 
These people claim that their 

race and culture, about which 
little is generally known, is at 
least 15,000 years old. 

Using the same kind of three-
holed flute found in the eaves 
of Neolithic man, the Basque 
music is mostly in the minor 
mode, but much of it, especially 
dance rhythm, is gay. 

The Basque people are mostly 
fishermen. miners, and small land 
owners. Although now a part of 
France and Spain, they have kept 
their national identity by clinging 
to their unique folk culture which 

is  a  part of their everyday life.

In the "Backtalk" column on 
this page is a letter-to-the-editor 
which is interesting in that  It 
indicates that students are begin-
ning to put on paper a doubt 
which some persons feel has been 
growing in recent years. T  h  e 
doubt concerns the value of so-
called "big-time" athletics  to  an 
institution of higher learning. 

Although we don't care to argue 
that question of values, we wish 
to call to the attention of the 
letter writers and of any other 
reader an article in the March 
issue of The Atlantic magazine. 
By Harold W. Stoke, formerly 
president of the University of New 
Hampshire and of Louisiana State 
University and at present dean of 
the graduate school of the Uni-
versity of Washington, the article 
is entitled: "College Athletics, 
Education or Show Business?" 

The headlines in the magazine 
sum up the article this way: "Big-
time college athletics is now  a 
major part of the entertainment 
business. Why then do educators 
pretend that the athlete must go 
through the motions of meeting, 
like other students, the usual aca-
demic requirements?" 

Mr. Stoke begins his work by 
recalling .  the infamous basketball 
scandals of December 1951, when 
a New York judge looked over 
the heads of the collegiate play-
ers accused of accepting bribes and 
hurled angry charges at the col-
leges themselves. He charged, re-
ports Mr. Stoke, that those insti-
tutions had so far forgotten their 
educational mission and had no 
overemphasized athletics that they 
themselves had made the scene in 
his courtroom inevitable. 

The games involved in the brib-
ery were played in a Madison 
Square Garden tournament. Mr. 
Stoke wonders why any college 
should choose to play in such a 
setting as the Garden for basket-
ball or the Rose Bowl for foot-

ball. "Obviously," he says, "It was 
no edu c ational interest that 
brought the teams, no huge con-
centration of alumni,  no  essential 
training program. It wasn't wholly 
a matter of money. They were 
there in response to  a  far  more 
complex and subtle compulsion: to 
assist their schools as a part of 
the system of American higher 
education to carry out that sys-
tem's latest and growing responsi-
bility—namely, to provide public 
entertainment." 

Here is another quote from Mr. 
Stoke: "Universities attract stu-
dents in order to teach them what 
they do not already know; they 
recruit athletes only when they 
are already proficient. Students 
are educated for something which 
will be useful to them and to 
society after graduation; athletes 
are required to spend their time 
on activities the usefulness of 
which disappears upon graduation 
or soon thereafter. Universities 
exist to do what they can for 
students; athletes are recruited 
for what they can do for the uni-
versities. This makes the operation 
of the athletic program in which 
recruited players are used basical-
ly different from any educational 
interest of colleges and univers-
ities." 

In short, Mr. Stoke's* article 
suggests that colleges admit the 
fact that their athletic programs 
are  a form of stagecraft. He does 
not, please understand, suggest 
that colleges should dc-emphasize 
athletics; he merely pleads for 
frankness is dealing with ath-
letics. 

The following quote is the key 
to his whole article: "Conceived 
as education, athletics is inexplic-
able, corrupting, and uncontroll-
able; as public entertainment, and 
even as public entertainment to 
be provided by educational insti-
tiutions, athletics becomes com-
prehensible and manageable."

Tech Club Offers 
Flight Instruction 

Eleven men and one woman 
make op the membership of the 
Texas Tech Flying T Club which 
offers Tech students an opportun-
ity to learn to fly at a much lower 
cost 'than usual. It is not under 
the supervision of the college, but 
is for Tech students. Others  may 
join on special recommendation 
of a member. 

The Tech flying club- was or-
ganized last March. It now owns 
two planes which are debt tree. 
One is a Piper J-3 and the other 
a Taylor-Craft. 

The club meets on the first 
Thursday of each month in Ad269 
at S p.m. Anyone interested in 
aviation matters may join the club. 
It is not necessary to want to 
fly. 

The dues are $5 a month and a 
$75 admittance fee. The admit-
tance fee will be refunded when 
the member leaves the club, minus 
SI per hour of flight. These 
dues are used to buy the planes. 
Additional costs are $2 per hour 
of flight to cover the cost of gas 
and oil. An instructor may be 
hired for $3 per hour. Under 
this plan a student may obtain a 
license for under $200 whereas 
most flyers pay around $500 for 
the training and license. 

Four members have obtained 
their licenses since the club was 
organized. These students have 
the privilege of taking a plane 
home for a week end.
