New Program Not 
Acceptable To A 
Large Number 

Complete Change To 
Mountain Time Is 
Advocated By Jones 

EFFECTIVE tomorrow, Thurs- 
day September 24 at 8:00 ern., 

Texas Tech will revert to wartime 

class schedules. The change be-

ing necessitated by friction be-
tween dormitory dinner hours and 
six o'clock classes. The impossibil-
ity of changing the dormitory din-
ner hours became evident when 
employees complained that should 
the dormitory dinner hours be 
placed at 7:15 p.m.. that they 
could not get off in time to go 
anywhere after working hours. 

Contributing to the change were 
complaints from downtown busi-
ness men employing Tech stu-
dents, explaining that such a con-
flict interrupted their whole sched-
ule of working hours. Another hin-
drance to the new schedule was 
voiced by parents of students liv-
ing in town who also had chil-
dren in the Lubbock city school 
Such an arrangement as is now 
in effect necessitated the prepara-
tion of two lunches at two differ-
ent hours. 

An added factor in the change 
was due to the membership of 
Tech faculty members in down-
town luncheon clubs. With their 
respective organizations meeting at 
12:00, their inability to attend 
would result in a practically com-
plete inactivity of membership. 

Regret that such action was nec-
essary was expressed by Presi-
dent Clifford B. Jones when he 
made the announcement to a w Tor- 
=ads: 7cpoi•ter. 	ordy 
hie solution that ould be accep-
table to the student body and pa-
trons as a whole would be a com-
plete observance of Mountain time 
by the whole Lubbock area," said 
Jones. 

Expressing favor for such a 
movement by the South Plains ar-
ea, Jones explained that this ar-
ea's proximity to the Mountain 
time zone made it extremely de-
iettable.- 3 - ,bock time is only fif-
teen '-'80.3Ves off the average 
Mountain time, but is forty-five 
minutes off the average Central 
time. 

Explaining that one hours ad-
vancement would mean a quite 
profitable saving In utility bills to 
the college and townspeople as a 
whole, he feels that President 
Roosevelt's motive for the insti-
gation of war time could be better 
fulfilled should this locale decide 
to run their clocks back to peel 
war hours. 

"The need for immediate allevia-
tion of the dormitory problem 
makes it compulsory that the col-
revert to war time hours until 
the area as a whole sees fit to 
change the Mountain time zone to 
include Lubbock and its trade ter-
ritory," he said.

Officials at the Navy Depart-
ment In Washington said that ev-
ery recruiting station and the of-
fice of every Naval Aviation Cadet 
Selection Board in the country will 
begin today to accept volunteers 
for the various Lexington units: 

Men who are at least 18 years 
of age and who have not yet at-

tained their 27th birthday, and 

who have at least a high school 
education, are eligible for flight 

training. They receive $75 monthly 
plus meals, lodging, uniforms, and 
insurance, while Aviation Cadets. 
Upon qualifying as Ensigns in the 
U. S. Naval Reserve or Second 
Lieutenants in the U. S. Marine 
Corps Reserve their monthly com-
pensation increases to $246 and up. 

Seven branches of the Naval ser-
vice are open to enlisted men, 
comprising 49 different classes of 
jobs—or ratings. Enlisted ratings 
are open to men between the ages 
of 17 and 50 and their monthly 
pay ranges from $50 to $138 plus 
uniforms, food, rental, dependents' 
allowances, and other allowances. 

Most men who enlist in the Nav- 
al service receive automatic pro-
motion with increases in pay after 
approximately two months of me-
rise-  itiam May 
may advance through trade train-
ing or through practical experience 
at sea as rapidly as their ability 
permits. 

Physical requirements. it was 
pointed out at the Navy Depart-
ment have been modified recently 
to permit the enlistment of many 
men who previously were unable 
to serve their country because of 
minor physical deficiencies. 

It was also explained that train-
ing leading to commissions in the 
U. S. Naval Reserve as deck, en-
gineering and special service offi-
cers is available to college students 
and graduates between the ages of 
18 and 28 who are able to meet 
the educational and physical re-
quirements. They may enlist in 
Class V-1 or Class V-7. Upon meet-
ing requirements, such candi-
dates for commissions receive the 
same compensation as Midshipmen 
in the regular Navy while they are 
in training and after being com-
missioned receive the same salary 
as officers in the regular service.

V-1 Enlistees 

Men's P. E. To Be 
Most Thorough Tech 
Students Have Had 

This year, physical education in 

the men's department will me more 
thorough course than ever before 
in the history of the school in an 
effort to build better bodies and 
a more competitive spirit among 
boys, according to Morley Jen-
nings, athletic director and head of 
the department of men's physical 
education. 

The objectives outlined by the 
War Department this year to be 
carried out in various physical ed-
ucation departments in both high 
schools and colleges throughout 
ihe natio, sr, endurance, agility. 
and competitive spirit, toe de-
veloped by calisthenics, races and 
games. 

A special feature of the depart-
ment this year is the course pre-
scribed for students enlisted in the 
Naval Reserve Class V-1, which 
was started Monday by the P. E. 
department. Through this [-nurse, 
the college plans to toughen and 
develop the students at the same 
rate that Is being followed in the 
Navy itself, by calistenics, boxing, 
wrestling, running, and obstacle 
races. The special obstacle course 
built behind the gymnasium and 
west of the football stadium is ex-
pected to be used thoroughly in 
the next few weeks, after the pre-
liminary training given to the stu-
dents. 

Every student enlisted in the 
Class V-1 is required to meet this 
class by the Navy Department 
from two until three on the after- 
noons Monday through Friday. 

Activity in the other physical 
education classes began Monday, 
according to Loy. Baillio, assis-
tant to Jennings. He indicated, 
"Physical Education this year will 
be thorough In gearing it to the 
streamlined war program. It will 
be tougher and will have no laxity 
as has been characterized by the 
courses of the past." The officials 
said they will do everything in 
their power to make boys into 
men capable of standing the rig-
ors of army, navy and marine 
corps training.

Reclassified By 
Selective Boards 

The Texas Selective Setsice s y s-
tem will give full cooperation to 
the recent action of the War Man- 
power Commission to Increase the 
urgently needed war production of 
copper, critical non-ferrous metals 
and lumber within this State, Gen-
eral J. Watt Page, State Director 
of Selective Service, announced to-
day. He said: 

The War Manpower Commis-
sion has called for uninterrlupted 
production and maintenance op-
erations in all non-ferrous metal 
mining, milling, smelting, and re-
fining, and all logging and lum-
bering activities earrled on within 
the states of Arizona, Colorado, 
Idaho, Montana. Utah, Wyoming, 
California, Nevada, Oregon, Wash-
ington, New Mexico and Texas. 

"Pursuant to a directive receiv-
ed from National Selective Service 
Headquarters in support of this 
objective, Texas local boards have 
been instructed to reclassify out 
of Class II-A or Class II-B into 
a class immediately available for • 
service, or out of Class III-B into 
Class III-A, subject to the usual 
rights of appeal, any registrant I 
who leaves a production or main-
tenance

THE advisability of entering school has been 
questioned ever since selective service 

board began to function and possibilities of 
students inability to complete a semester's 
work has been a reality. More so than ever be-
fore did the student consider his data and stay 
awake nights last February when contemplat-
ing entrance to the spring semester. The war 
had begun and its effects were beginning to tell. 

Summer school came and students again 
contested the desire to finish school. Feeling 
that they could contribute more to the war ef-
fort by getting defense jobs and construction 
jobs- during the summer, many students quit 
school and went to work saving their money 
to attend school this fall. This fall the Tech 
enrollment is far short of preceding years. 
This shortage is no doubt partly caused by 
men students joining the armed services, but 
it is also caused by many students who have 
quit school to go to work and cash in on high 
salaried defense jobs. At the same time, they 
are contributing greatly to the war effort. 

According to world reknown economists, 
this present crisis is largely due to the lack of

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RECENT rains have caused the Tech campus to become a vir- 

tual swimming pool. With an inadequate drainage system 
on the campus, roads unpaved require mudchains for the ducks. 
Yet state funds are not sufficient to allow for the installation of 
preventative means to alleviate this detriment. 

Already proposed is a plan to secure enough funds from 
student donations to overcome the lack of trees and grass over 
the grounds. A drive to secure the students signature to a blank 
authorizing the business department to withhold fifty cents of 
the students breakage deposit is awaiting approval of the 1943 
student council. 

The signing of such an authorization would be purely op-
tional, but predictions have been made that signed blanks could 
be obtained from at least eighty per cent of the student body. 
Basing their predictions on the immediate need of improvement 
and the students' interest in a project of some kind are other 
designed to make this improvement, those bold enough to make 
a forecast at all believed that a good majority would be willing 
to cooperate. 

Along with the proposed campus beautification project, 
would it not be profitable for student engineers to outline a suit-
ahle drainage system for the campus and pay for the actual in-
stallation from funds soon to be secured through this drive. 
Possibly the student might think this counting chickens before 
the eggs are laid. But if the 1943 Student Council has any par-

allel with its immediate precedent, such a drive will be started 
in the near future. 

With the acquisition of the funds secured from such a drive, 
campus improvement could be made to its maximum through 
such action.

examinations this week in prep-
aration for their first classes, Oc-
tober 5. 

Silhouettographs of the normal 
postures of the girls are being tak-
en this year for the first time in 
the history of the department in 
an effort to encourage better poi-
tare. These pictures, made by the 
instructors, are made with a back-
ground of light, giving a silllm-
ette outline of the girl's posture. 

In addition to the ordinary ex- 

aminations given to the students 
every year by the college, the in-
structors are giving these tests to 

enable t h e physical education 
heads to plan a better-adapted 
program for the needs of the stu-
,dents and to stimulate self-im-
provement among individuals. 

Educational, rather than medi-
cal, the exams include no diag-
nosis, but give the girls informa-
tion which will help them to un-
cover physical disabilities or dis-

eases. 
They include a complete check 

up In weight-height statistics. pos-
ture, • characteristics of the feet, 

knees, muscles, trunk, hair, skin, 
nails, and general appearance, and 
test the heart rate before and af-
ter prescribed exercises. 

Miss Langford Indicated that the 
physical education program In her 
department will be carried out to 
a fuller degree than ever before 
to insure better health and appear-
ance to meet wartime needs.
