Pamphlet Ends Two 
Years Research On 
Subject Of Butter 

The first bulletin ever to be 
printed on "The Relationship of 
Cream Acidity to Mold Mycelia in 
Butter" has recently been complet-
ed by the Texas Tech Division of 
Agriculture and is now ready for 
distribution. 

The bulletin is the result of a 
two years experiment with the re- 
lationship of cream acidity to mold 
mycelia in butter  in  the area of 
West Texas.  It  was begun in  or- 
der to assist creameries in Texas 
to make the proper selection of 
cream for butter in order that the 
finished butter would meet Gov- 
er ent specifications. 

The "Malt Mixer Method", a 
method for rapidly churning small 
samples of cream into butter for 
mold mycelia determinations was  
developed for the first time in the 
United States through this exper-
iment. This method was found to 
be rapid, simple, accurate and ap-
plicable to the study of mold in 
cream and the mold mycelia in the 
butter made from that cream. Sea-

A great deal of credit for this 
experiment goes to  H.  H. Wilkow-
ske, who received his masters de-

grant from the 47th Texas Legis-
lature.

transfer to Class V-5, may be trans- 
ferred from assignment to spe- 
cific aviation cadet gaining until 
the end of the college year cur-
ent at the time of such enlistment 

Former Instructors 
Are  Asked To Help 
Educational  System 

An attempt is being made by 
the department of education and 
psychology to relieve the shortage 
of teachers. 

In order to curtail the shortage 
the department is seeking lists of 
former teachers who might return 
to the profession for the duration 
or other persons who would quali- 
fy for teaching. Letter's are being 
mailed to West Texas school sup-
e rintendents asking for names of 
former teachers. 

Bulletins will be mailed to names 
and addresses received in answers 
to the letter's. The bulletins con-
tain information on the shortage 
of teachers and statements regard-
ing the spring semester which will 
open Feb. 1, and the 1943 sum- 
mr session. Copies of the bulletin 
may be obtained from the regis-
trar's office of Dr. R. E. Garlin, 
acting head of the department of 
education and psychology. 

The bulletinstates: "Regular 
students nowr n college, who have 
not definitely decided upon aca-
reer, might oe woling to secufe 
neeessnt'y preparation and serve 
for the duration of the emergency. 
Former teachers who quit the pro- 
fession to set up homes and for 
other reasons might be interested 
in bringing their preparation up 
to date and entering again the 
ranks of teaching. Still another 
group consists of former college 
students who lack a certificate to 
teach." 

Any person who can qualify for 
teaching before opening of the 
scholastic term next fall should 
do so. The bulletin informs: "Not

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(Editor's note: Dr. Coffee ably answers the questions 

that have been in the minds of college students of Selective 
Service age. It is reprinted here because we believe the an-
swers contained herein are of the utmost value to today's 
wartime student.) 

THE University has an obligation to keep you constantly in- 
formed concerning developments relating to the war that in-

evitably affect you as students. This pamphlet discusses some 
of these developments. You owe it to yourself to read what fol-
lows with the utmost care. 

The chairman of the federal man power commission re-
ently said that the time is close at hand when only those stu-
dents will be in college who are directly preparing themselves 
for war work. The Man Power Commission has formally ap-
proved this statement: "All students, men and women, must be 
preparing themselves for active and competent participation in 
the war effort and supporting civilian activities." 

The Secretary of War has announced that men in the En-
listed Reserve Corps will be called to active status upon reach-
ing Selective Service age; for some this active status may involve 
special. training on college campuses, as determined by the War 
Department. 

There is a general belief that the Selective Service age will 
soon be dropped from twenty to eighteen years. This will cer-
tainly reean revision and reconsideration of Selective Service 
policies as they relate to deferment. 

' 	These are but a few straws in the wind that indicate that 
the time is not far distant when every college student must justi-
fy his presence on a campus. 

One point is important, however, and on it there is general 
agreement: The need for the training that colleges can give is 
more pressing than ever before and grows more pressing ev-
ery day. Every branch of the armed froces ,industry, and gov-
ernmental agencies calls for men and women with special abil-
ities and special training. If ever a speech made this point clear, 
the recent speech by General Somervell did. Said 
the General: "Our army today is an army of specia li s t s . 
Out of every 100 men inducted into service, 63 are assigned to 
duties requiring specialized training." So it is in the Navy, also. 

The problem that faces you, then, is not "Should I go to 
the University?" That has been answered affirmatively on ev-
ery hand. Your question is, rather "Now that I am in the Uni-
versity, what courses should I take that will be of greatest ad-
vantage to me and of maximum service to the country in the 
present war emergency?" This question is one for the women as 
well as the men. In this war, service is not limited to men alone 
—as England is amply demonstrating, and as the quotation 
from the Man Power Commission above implies. 

Since everyone sooner or later will be called upon for war 
service your problem reduces itself to "How can I best serve?" 

Serving best requires adequate training. It means laying a 
sound foundation upon which later service will rest. Your per-
iod in the University—whether for one quarter, two or three 
quarters, perhaps a year or more—is your opportunity to lay a 
sound foundation. 

One final word—Should you be called to the armed forces 
or drop out of college to enter upon service that is supplementary 
to the war program, any work that you do in these months im-
mediately ahead, and in courses such as these we are calling 
to your attention, will not be wasted. This is not the time to 
discuss fine points of college credit—but rest assured that what-
ever you accomplish during these pre-service days will eventu-
ally be counted toward the degree we hope you will ultimately 
obtain. 

The primary job, at the moment, is to get ready for the 
next things you will be called Upon to do.

Russia and the English-speaking 
peoples will be able to arrive at a 
mutually satisfactory agreement 
regarding the nature of the peace," 
Dr. Bruman concludes. "If such 
harmony does not come about, we 
shall have lost the .peace."

"We are engaged in the dirty 

business of war. You did not start 
the conflict, but you will have to 
carry it on. Yours will be the ma-
jor sacrifices, and you are prepar-
ing to make them. All that I am 
saying is that, even in such a time 
and under such conditions, it is 
not your sole mission in life to 
learn to fight, no matter what you 
are told. Your preparation should 
be much broader. You should get 
clearly in mind the kind of world 
you want after the war and then 
prepare yourselves to bring about 
and to administer this world. As 
you fight this war, insist that your 
generation take responsibility for 
shaping the peace and equip itself 
to do so effectively. 
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lining a four-point peace plan. 
Dr. Bruman believes we must 

start now to think about terms on 
which peace can be maintained, 
and he lists the following four 
steps for a lasting peace: 

1. A program of re-education and 
indoctrination ,for democracy in 
the conquered countries. To do this 
will probably take a lifetime, grad-
ually placing into position's of pow-
er youth who have been taught the 
principles of freedom and democ-
racy. 

2. Military occupation of Ger-
many, Italy, and possibly Hungary 
with maintenance of an army of 
occupation in those countries for 
at least 8 to 10 years, and perhaps 
a whole generation during the re-
education process. 

3. Compulsory military training 
in the United States for every male 
citizen to provide a large standing 
army. 

4. Generous boundary allotments 
to Germany and Japan, and equal-
ly generous allotments of sources 
of adequate raw materials. Ger-
many should be given Austria and 
the Sudeten Germans.
