UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (P—King Hussein of Jor-
dan accused the Soviet Union Monday of trying to wreck
the United Nations and the United Arab Republic of seek-
ing to destroy his Hashemite kingdom.

In a speech to the 98-nation General Assembly, the
desert monarch said he sees a sinister parallel in the
activities of Soviet Premier Nikita Khrushchev and
U.AR. President Gamal Abdel Nasser in the Arab world.

Hussein, 24, provided still another colorful touch to
the proceedings of the 15th assembly.

The young king, his slight figure dressed in a conser-
vatively tailored blue busi suit, was nied to
the rostrum by a towering military aide dressed in khaki
uniform and pink Arab headdress.

Taking the assembly spotlight just after Khrushchev,
the Jordanian leader declared, “I am here to reaffirm
that we reject communism.”

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. ((P—Soviet Premier Khru-
shehev said Monday night he will meet President Eisen-
hower provided that the United States admits that the
flights of the U2 and the RB47 were “treacherous acts.”

Khrushchev repeated his charges that the flights of
the U2 and RB47 constituted “flagrant violations” of
Soviet territorial sovereignty. He continued, “The U.S.
government repeatedly reaffirmed the said treacherous
policy although this policy represents an unprecedented
violation of the very foundation of international law.”

Then, stating his conditions for meeting Eisenhower,
the Soviet premier said:

“A clear admission of what was the reason for the
deterioration of relations is necessary.

d by the unpreced: d treacherous acts of the
U.S. government which chose the way of carrying out
provocative, aggressive acts against the Soviet Union.”

Defense Fund Offers
Aid To Tech Students

Tech students in a financial
bind are being offered loans by
the National Defense Loan Fund,
currently available through com-
bined use of private and federal
money.

“The Student Loan Fund Com-
mittee has already committed in
excess of $104,000 for the 1960-61
academic year,” James B. White-
head, assistant dean of student
life, said. s

A total of $52,854.50 from the
NDSLF and $12,653 from other
sources has been shared by 175
students this fall.

Students must apply for a ND-
SLF loan for the spring semester |
no later than Nov. 15. Applica- |
tions for the summer semesters
are due May 1. Deadline for fall
semester applications is July 15.

Loans may be repaid over a ten-
year period and carry an annual
interest rate of three per cent.
If a person teaches in a primary
or high school, ten per cent of
the loan is cancelled each year‘
the person teaches. Up to 50 per
cent of the loan may be cancelled

in this manner.

The main purpose of the ND-
SLF is to assist capable high
school graduates to attend college |
and present college students who
have met financial problems.

An overall grade average of
150 (C+) and a 1.00 average
during the semester are the qual-
ifications for Tech undergraduate
students. Graduate students must
have a 200 (B) average and
maintain a 2.50 overall average to
receive the loan.

A Voice For'A Growing Texas Tech

For Fducation

Communications Offer Challer

A concrete step Is being taken this week to
expand the educational facilities of Texas Tech
in a direction previously left largely unexplored
on this campus,

The Initiation of broadecasting Monday by
the new FM radlo station, KTXT, marks what
appears 1o be the beginning of a serious effort
toward developing an educational training pro-
gram at Texag Tech In the rapidly-expanding
fields of radio-television communications,

The FM station replaces KTTC, which be-
came enmeshed In financial and staff problems
and never approached realization of the pos-
sibilities which lie in this area.

More important, it is the forerunner of what
may well be, if established, one of the most val-
uable developmental possibilities ever considered
for Texas Tech—the operation of an educational
television station,

Concerning such a station, one may say that
the opportunities for an institution of higher
education in this field offer a tremendous chal-
lenge to a school such as Texas Tech,

To delve Into the background of the situ-
atlon, Texas Tech has long had a permit to build
such a slation, However, as late as the summer
of 1959 Tech officials had little hope for the
operation of the station, There was at that time
and still is a provision by the Texas Legislature
