Grad Program Endangered

A total of 7,289 students had 

completed registration Friday, and 

many more are expected when 
the doors open again today. 

The final wrap-up of registra-
tion will be Wednesday for stu. 
dents registering late, those tak-
ing night classes and those tak-
ing Saturday-only classes. 

THE REGISTRATION process 
moved at  a  slower pace yesterday 
since  more  freshmen students who 

With 2,944 cars registered as of 
3 p.m. yesterday and with approx-
imately 5,200 paved parking 
spaces, this leaves about 2.256 
cars which will be able to park 
on paved lots this fall. 

E. B. McKnight, chief security 
officer, said they would continue 
issuing parking stickers until 5 
p.m. today.

which must be stamped "paid."

A staff report, which would 
freeze the Tech graduate school 
at its present status, will be voted 
on by the Texas Commission on 
Higher Education in the near fu-
ture. possibly Oct. 13. 

The report sets up a plan which, 
if carried out, would vest all of 
the state graduate level expan-
sion in the University of Texas 
and Texas A&M, while allowing 
other Texas colleges to keep their 
present graduate programs, but 
not to expand. 

"TEXAS TECH has a great re-
sponsibility in the field of higher 
education in Texas and I am con-
fident that we shall be given the 
opportunity to discharge it with-
out undue handicap," Pres. E. N. 
Jones said, 

The report, following two years 
of study, was made public by 
Ralph Green, commission director, 
Thursday. 

BSO Plans 
Orientation 

The Board of Student Organi-
zations is sponsoring a fall leader-
ship orientation meeting to em-
phasize efficiency and new ideas 
Tuesday night at 7 in the Tech 
Union Ballroom, according to Don 
Zimmerman, meeting chairman.

After the group speeches, there 
will be a time for discussion. 

Refreshments will be served af-
ter the meeting which will last 
approximately two hours.

"This report recognizes the 
University and A&M as 'the' grad-
uate institutions in the state," 
Green said, "They would have full-
range offerings at all levels." 

THREE MASTERS plans, 
which Tech had requested per-
mission to offer, would be cut out 
if the report is approved by the 
commission. The three are in the 
petroleum, mechanical and civil 
engineering fields. Tech already 
offers masters degrees in electric-
al and chemical engineering. 

SEVERAL commission members 
felt that Tech should be allowed 
to continue expanding its gradu-
ate school, because of its location 
in the large West Texas area, 
and its student load. 

Tech could, under state law, ap-
peal its case to the legislature—
in the event that the commission 
passed the report. Preston Smith, 
state senator from Lubbock, told 
the TOREADOR Friday. 

"IF THIS REPORT takes ef-
fect, it's a step backward," Smith 
declared. "I don't believe the state 
legislature will ever accept stag-
nation and retrenchment in the 
state educational system," he 
added. 

Smith said that persons opposing 
the report were willing to fight 
it every step of the way. A willing-
ness to fight the report also was 
shown by others. 

"ALL LEGITIMATE means will 
be used to get full information 
concerning the merits of our case 
before the commission before it 
meets," President Jones said. 

Tech officials and Lubbock citi-
zens expressed confidence that the 
commission would not pass favor-
ably on the report. 

THE REPORT is designed to 
outline a coordinated higher edu-
cation program report for the 
state, according to Green. 

"Colleges and universities have 
been working in a freeze since 
1950, when the legislature tacked 
a rider to the appropriations bill 
to stop any additional degree of-
ferings and new programs," he 
said. "We are attempting to thaw 
out that freeze and to allow 
growth, change and expansion of 
higher education in an orderly 
fashion."

In  the first place, most boys 
didn't bring the right kind of 
bed covers for the beds since 
they didn't know they would be 
used as couches  in  the daytime. 
Also, the cotton-picking beds

Techsans Talk Back 
Editor, 

A bit o' praise and a lot o' gripe 
about "priority registration." My 
one bit of praise is this: I was one 
of the lucky ones (I am a junior) 
that registered on Wednesday and 
I did get the classes  I  wanted and 
when I wanted them. But after 
watching freshman athletes regis-
ter alongside me,  I  began to won-
der about this "priority registra-
tion." I thought I remembered 
reading in the Toreador earlier 
that students would register by 
number of hours passed (which 
would allow the seniors to regis-
ter first) and by grade-point aver-
age, 

Even Webster defines priority 
as being "precedence; superiority 
in rank, position and privilege." 
And it just made me wonder how 
a freshman athlete (who didn't go 
to summer school) could sudden-
ly come up with 90 hours and 
about a 2.0 grade average in or-
der to have "priority" and regis-
ter with other students whom it 
took three years or more to pass 
90 hours. 

Why should  I  worry about pass-
ing courses and making a high 
grade-point when  I  could go out 
for the football team and register 
early and even have a Double T 
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member take me through regis-
tration if I were a freshman. 

And those lines, oh my aching 
feet ! Everyone in Arts and 
Sciences must have registered at 
the same time and  it  certainly 
should be the largest school if the 
line to the Dean of Arts and 
Sciences' office is any indication 
of size! 

Registration is always confus-
ing, but this year tops the record 
since  I  have been here. If  I  were 
a freshman  I  could understand the 
confusion, but I'm not! 

The general concensus of opin-
ion is that priority registration  is 
better than the system used last 
year, but . . . there needs to be 
more strict priority according to 
hours passed and grade-point av-
erages. The system is not perfect 
and it needs a lot of changes. 

The truth may come out be-
tween the lines but is seldom 
written and rarely uttered. 

You could like  some  men  a  lot 
better if they broke away oftener 
from the supervision of the little 
woman.

A report, which will be considered by the Texas 
Commission on Higher Education, outlines a long 
stride in higher education — an about-face to the rear 
that would take the state's system of higher education 
years from which to recover. 

The report, ignoring the educational needs of the 
West Texas region of which Tech is the only major 
college, would set up a plan that would allow only 
Texas University and Texas A&M to expand its grad-
uate level programs. 

Texas University and Texas A&M serve approxi-
mately the same area of Texas, while Tech is the only 
major college in the vast West Texas area. 

* * * * 

It is unfair to ask a student to go outside of the 
area he is familiar with, and in which he finds it far 
easier to meet part of his college expenses by working. 

Too, this move would vest virtually all of the 
state's graduate programs in engineering and agricul-
ture, and a large part of its science programs in A&M 
—a school which yet is still not co-educational. 

Although few coeds major in these fields, the 
number that do so is increasing. In the future, this 
need will be much greater. 

The three-rnan staff, that "blew" two years in 
making out the report, ignored the fact that Tech has 
one of the best all-around programs of any college in 
the state—perhaps the best. 

* * * * 
Tech offers one of the best engineering programs 

not only in the state, but in the whole country as 
well. It is the only school in the state that offers tex-
tile engineering and physics engineering. Tech's chem-
ical and electrical engineering programs compare very 
favorably with those at Texas A&M, and a serious 
drive is underway to bring the other engineering de-
partments up to the level of those two. 

If this report is accepted by the commission, a re-
cent request by Tech to set up masters programs in 
mechanical, petroleum and civil engineering would be 
voided. 

Under the guidance of W. L. Stange!, who re-
cently retired, and other staff members, the agricul-
tural department has been experiencing a great growth, 
while A&M's agricultural department has taken 
a nosedive. 

* * * * 

The report also ignores the rights of the people 
in the area. Just as the people of West Texas deserve 
to be equally represented in the state government, so 
they deserve to be represented by a first-class institu-
tion of higher learning. 

As long as the people of West Texas believe they 
deserve an institution of higher learning, they will have 
such an institution. The members of the Commis-
sion on Higher Education are appointed by the gov-
ernor, who is elected, and approved by the senate, all 
of whom are popularly elected. 

* * * * 
For the above reason, the commission is very sen-

sitive to public opinion. West Texans and Tech stu-
dents, by making themselves heard through letters, 
cards and their state representatives and senators, can 
thus influence the decision of the commission.

Dallas, Sept. 20 — Texas Tech 
and Texas A&M lift the lid on 
the 1958 grid campaign tonight at 
8 p.m. in the Cotton Bowl with 
the accent  on  new look. 

ABM has changed coaches with 
ex-Marine Jim Myers coming from 
Towa State to take the post left 
by Paul "Bear" Bryant's depar-
ture to Alabama last January. 
With him Myers has brought  a 
new formation, the single wing, 
to replace Bryant's Split-T. 

Although the Ags were indoc-
trinated to the single wing dur-
ing spring practice this will be 
the first test to see just how well 
They have mastered it. 

I  TECH ALSO has made  a  few 
Changes. There  are  two new as-
41stants  on  the scene — Joe Ker-
bel, who came down from Ama-
rillo High School last spring, and 
J. T Kine, who was hired away 

from Aggieland also in the spring. 

King replaced Bud Sherrod who 
in turn got the top assistant's job 
at A&M.

Texas A&M, No. 20, 
under Jim Myers for the first 
time, plays Texas Tech, a non-
football member of the South-
west Conference until 1960. 

Guiding the 1958 football for-
tunes of the Texas Tech Red 
Raiders is Head Coach DeWitt 
Weaver and nine assistants. 

This is Weaver's eighth year  as 

athletic director and head foot-
ball coach, having come here from 
an associate coaching job at Tul-
sa in February. 1951. 

With an over-all mark of 39 
wins, 32 losses and 4 ties Weak er 
has won four of five Border Con-
ference campaigns and finished 
second once. His 1953 team won 
the national scoring title with  if 
10-1 record, and defeated Auburn 
35-13 in the Gator Bowl. 

WEAVER played his football 
under Gen. Bob Neyland at the 
University of Tennessee. He was 
born in Nashville May 11, 1912. 
His senior year he captained the 
Vols, making All-Southeastern 
Conference guard. 

After helping coach the Ten-
nessee freshmen in 1937 he coach-
ed the Centre line three years. 

IN 1941 WEAVER went into 
the Navy and served until 1945. 
He became line coach at Missis-
sippi State in 1945, transfering to 
a  similar post at Tulsa in 1949. 

He and Mrs. Weaver, the for-
mer Mary Sheffield of Jackson-
ville, are the parents of a daugh-
ter Kitty. 16, and a  son DeWitt 
Jr., 18, who is now attending SMU 
on an athletic scholarship.
