Two new South American and 
one Chinese exhibits have just been 
installed at West Texas museum, 
according to Dr. W. C. Holden, cur-
ator. 

One, Chibcha Indian exhibit, 
from Columbia, South America, in-
cludes a native rubber bag used to 
keep things from rotting in that 
region which receives from two to 
three hundred inches of rain an-
nually. The bag, which is some 
Aventy-five years old, was made 
from a domestic cloth bag rubberi-
zed with raw native rubber. Put on 

b; hand, the raw rubber is allowed  
to dry and becomes moisture-proof. 
If dried in the shade it is white, 
but if dried in the sun it becomes a 
brownish color, according to Dr. 
Holden. 

The native bag, a machete and a 
Bays musical instrument shaped 
,ike a frog, were loaned to the mu-
seum by Peter C. Chetney of Lub-
bock. Chetney carried the machete 
in the jungles of Colombia where 
he WOrked as an engineer with a 
mining concern. 

Two miniature houses with tiny 
carved figures of animals and peo- 
ple, showing how the Indians live, 
are part of the exhibit. Highly dec-
orated gourds used as containers to 
terment an intoxicating liquor, a 
Panama-type hat, which is worn 
exclusively by the Chibcha women, 
another -machete, - mauraches, a 
gourd rattle, photographs of na-
tives and the region, several spears 
and the miniature houses were all 
donated by J. C. Holden, a missio-
hary in the region and cousin of 
he museum curator. 
the spears are of three varieties. 

One, used for spearing fish, is made 
of bamboo with a point of Almane-
gra hardwood. Another used for 
killing tigers is heavier with an 
arrowhead of metal on the end of 

wooden point. The third, used for 
human beings, has a wooden tip 
on which cetera, a poison, is used. 

The other South American exhi-
bit consists of a turtle shell and a 
comb carved from one scale. The 
comb and baby shell tortoise are 
from Cartagena, Colombia. Small 
'slands off the coast of Colombia 
are the habitat of mammoth tur-
tles. 

The back of the turtle iscovered 
by overlapping scales. As these 
cannot be fused and joined. all car-
ved pieces are from individual 
plates. This exhibit was also loaned 
to the museum by Chetney. 

The Chinese exhibit Is made of 
of a native dress brought from 
Shanghai recently, a bamboo ma 
jong net with directions in Chines, 
and a "nest of tables" made n' 
Australian blackwood. Carved an 
der water to soften the wood, the 
tables were the last of the: ,  en,  
brought out of Hong Kong before 
the Japanese invasion. This exhibit 
was loaned to the museum by Mr 
and Mrs. Chetneti.

Requests for deferment of 62 

rech students under the new plan 

were sent to \Washington to the 

War Manpower commission Wed-

nesday, acording to Dr. H. L. Kent, 

administrative assistant. 

Recently all deferments for col-

lege students in engineering, chem-

istry. physics, cr geology were can-

celed. Under the new plan requests 
are sent by the college to the com-
mission which approves or disap-
proves them and sends them back 
to the college. which in turn sends 
the new classification to the selec- 
tive service board. 

The War Manpower commission 
has reduced the number of college 
students who may be deferred to 
continue in training next year to 
10,000. According to the quota al-
lowed Texas Technological college, 
90 engineering students may be de-
ferred; 13 chemistry majors, 2 
physics majors, and 7 geology stu-
dents are eligible. 

If not enough men are available 
to fill the quota the college will 
request reservations in it to take 
rare of deferment of men who can 
finish their training within 24 
months, and who will reach the 
age of 18 between now and July 1, 
said Dr. Kent. 

Requests were sent in asking for 

deferments for two physics majors, 

four chemistry majors, six pre-
medical students, one theology stu-
dent. and a total of 48 engineering 
students, five of whom will grad-
uate in May of this year. Men who 
are classified as 4-F are not in-
cluded in these requests. No re-
quests were made for deferment 
of geology majors. 

No quota limitation has been 

placed on pre-medical, pre-dental 
or pre-theology students. In order 
• r,  be considered for continued de-
ferment, students in these fields 
must have a certificate of admis-
sion to a medical, dental, or theo-
logical school to accompany their 
request for deferment. 

Students with deferments who 

can graduate before July 1 are not 

counted on the quota.

AL Relations conference to be held at Canyon Feb. 25 

and 26. The region comprises most of New Mexico and West 
Texas. Tech was the first school to hold such a conference and 
has been host three times since they were started. 

The International Relations conference is only one evidence 
of value that can be gained by students participating in campus 
organizations, both honorary, professional and departmental. 

Tech has 24 national honorary and professional organiza-
tions and one local honorary organization. Members are chosen 
for maintaining a required scholastic average or for' outstanding 
work in a certain field. These organizations on the campus in-
clude: Alpha Chi, scholarship; Alpha Epsilon Delta, pre-medical; 
Alpha Psi Omega, dramatics; American Chemical society; Am-
erican Dairy Science association, student branch; American Insti-
tute of Chemical Engineers, student branch; American Institute 
of Electrical Engineers, student branch; American Society of 
Civil Engineers, student branch; American Society of Mechanical 
Engineers, student branch; Block and Bridle, agriculture; Fu-
ture Farmers of America; Future Teachers of America; Interna-
tional Relations club, social science; Kappa Mu Epsilon, mathe-
matics; Kappa Kappa Psi, band; Phi Psi, textile engineering; Phi 
Upsilon Omicron, home economics scholarship; Sigma Gamma 
Epsilon, geology; Sigma Tau Delta, English; Society of American 
Military Engineers; Tau Beta Pi, engineering scholarship; Tau 
Beta Sigma, women's band; Theta Sigma Phi, women's journa-
lism. Women's Recreational association. Freshman Honor society 
is a local honorary organization for freshman girls maintaining 

a B plus average. 
Besides honorary societies, Tech has about 25 divisional and 

departmental organizations. These clubs are open to anyone ma-
joring in certain subjects,, and many are open to those merely 
Interested in the subject. Most of these organizations do not re-
quire a specified scholastic average. The include: Aggie club, 
Biology club, Book Review club, Debate club, Double T club, 
Pre-Law and International Relations club, Pre-Med club, Se-
nate club. Sock and Buskin. Society of Petroleum Engineers, So-
ciology club. Tech Accounting society, Texas Tech Business club, 
Textile engineering club, Women's Physical Education Major and 
Minor club, Foreign Language club, and various city. county and 
state organizations. 

Tech also has several service clubs, including AWS, Forum, 
Junior council, WSGA, Las Leales, Alpha Phi Omega and reli-
gious organizations such as YMCA, YWCA, Student Religious 
council, Newman society and Canterbury club. 

In addition to bringing together those students whose in-
, terests are in coriunon, these organizations open a whole field of 
knowledge to the student who may be taking only one or two 
courses in his major subject. Programs of inestimable value are 
planned several meetings ahead of time, and the student is able 
to enter discussions of problems and questions which concern his 
special field of interest. 

With the many campus organizations from which to choose, 
it should be impossible for a single student not to find at least one 
which would make his school work, as well as social activities, 
more enjoyable.—V.C.

k RECENT student opinion poll conducted on our campus show- 

; ed than an overwhelming majority of Techsans approve the 

launching of a drive to raise funds for the erection of a Student 

Union building. Although actual construction of the building 

could not begin until after the war. now is an excellent time to 

start raising capital for this purpose. Activities of campus or-

ganizations have been curtailed to such an extent that almost 

every club has excess funds in its treasury that could be con-

tributed. Some proceeds from student activity tickets that have 

gone to various causes on the campus are yet unspent and could 

beg iven to this fund. Almost every senior class has donated more 

money for its gift than was spent, and these funds are now lying 

idle. 
If all this money were to be gathered up and invested in 

war bonds made out to a Union fund, the money would be in-

vested in a patriotic as well as school-spirited manner. The hard-

est part of any movement is the initial drive. This money that 

is not being used for anything at present would, in such a fund, 

definitely be an encouraging beginning. 

Tech's Student council has seen the possibilities of raising 

money, and plans are now being made to ask students for con- 

tributions. Maxine Craddock, Student council president, has esti- 
mated that between $1,500 and $2,000 could be obtained this year. 
We could expect that future senior classes make their gift to 
this fund, and sooner than most people expect work could begin 
on the building. 

Advantages of having a Student Union on the campus are 
many. The management would be subject to student control and 
they could easily see that food be prepared under sanitary con-
ditions. No longer would Tech coeds need to fear the arrival of 
their insurance adjusters to inspect their eating places. And the 
optometrists' business would probably decline as Techsans quit 
straining their eyes trying to see through glasses of drinking 
water. Further, students who think Tech offers too few oppor-
tunities for recreation would find there a new place to 
dance and drink cokes. Campus clubs could hold meetings and 
have entertainments there. We, the present student body, could 
attend ex-student banquets, dances and informal gatherings. If 
we start the movement to build the Union, we will have a definite 
feeling of pride in it when it is completed. It will always belong 
to us as well as to future students. 

Now is the time to start the campaign. So when the Student 
council representatives ask you, Techsan, for a contribution, you 
can show your loyalty to Tech by digging down deep in your 
pocket when you give.—E.H.M.

Capt. Ross Ayers. former Teo ,  , 
Tech football captain, has bria, 
awarded the Silver Star for gal-
lantry at Salerno, 

On the morning of the landing, 
Ayers, serving with an artillery 
unit of the Thirty-sixth division, 
was in comand of 17 two-and-one-
half amphibious trucks, carrylog 
12 howitzers to the beach. 

As the "ducks" approached the 
landing point, heavy German ar-
tillery and machine gun fire caused 
many to turn back. 

Ayers disregarded the attack 
and landed his trucks. Two others, 
one carying a howitzer and the 
other ammunition, also landed. 
Ayers unloaded the howitzer and 
placed it in position on the beach. 
He did the same with another gun, 
subsequently landed. and was able 
to deliver effective artillery sup-
port to the fhtantry. ' - • 

As a result of his action, two 
enemy machine guns were knocked 
out, two artillery pieces neutraliz-
ed, and four tanks dispersed. 

"His initiative. courage and lea-
dership, while exposed to enemy 
artillery and gun fire materially 
contributed to the success of the 
mission." the citation said. 

Captain Ayers graduated from 
Tech in 1934., He was coordinator 
of health and physical education 
fro the Lubbock public schools.
