AF Research 
Dr. Sylvan Kaplan, psychology 

department head, has been named 
principal investigator for an Air 
Force.sponsored study o[ animal 
behavior in spac~. 

He has been awarded $39,741 
grant from the comparative psy­

chology section of the Aeromedi-1 
cal Laboratory at Hollol'r!.Sn AFB, 
N.M., to direct research on "Con­
trolling Animal Behavior in a 
Space Envtronment." 

A~isting him will be Dr. James 
Whitehouse, Tech assistant p~ 
Cessor of psychology, and Dr. Pas­
cal Strong, who Is joining the 
Tech faculty as nn assistant pro­
fessor of psychology this fall. A 
number of psychology graduate 
students will aid in the study. 

"OUR PURPOSE will be to 
study certain chemical effects on 
the internaJ organism, and to ex­
amine how these will affect ani­
mal and human behavior," Kap­
lan said. 

The. internal responses in tl:ie 
organism will be related to man 
in space, he said. The research is 
part of a nation-wide program 
which involves the investigation 
of man's ability to cope, both psy­
chologically and biologically, with 
factors in outer space environ­
ment. 

The e~rimental research team 
has also received a large amount 
of electronic equipment from the 
Air Force to direct and record 
animal behavior by remote con­
trol Kaplan is also a consultant 
to Project Mercury, the nation's 
m.an-.in-space project.
