The evolution of conventions 
was not completed until the coun-
try had grown and developed to 
the point where the President 
became a popular invention. 

By KRISTA STOCKARD The first convention was in-
spired by William Morgan, a na-
tive New Yorker. 

Andrew Jackson in 1831 
adopted a convention In order to 
launch his Presidential campaign 
for the second time. As a result, 
national nominating conventions 
were born and since then have 
grown, exercising the energy of 
the nation. 

In the early days the cost of 
the nominating convention was 
still expensive. There was the 
noise back then as delegates 
paraded down decorated streets 
with signs, silk banners andhats, 
and loud bands. 

As for the "back shop" men, 
they are not a new invention. In 
the 1860 Democratic Convention 
Abraham Lincoln himself had 
floor managers with instructions 
to get those delegates' votes as 
seen when the Pennsylvania 
chairman traded a number of 
delegates for a cabinet position. 

The only things that have 
changed are actually the tech-
niques employed to control con-
vention delegates.

Anthropologist makes important find Rick Smith, junior from Houston . 
"1968 must go down in history as the year of in-

A Tech anthropologist has made 
what he believes to be one of the 
most important archaeological finds 
on the Llano Estacado, South Plains, 
in recent years, 

Kenneth Honea, professor of sociol-
ogy and anthropology, said the Lamb 
County find ties In with two of the 
other well known late Ice age dis-
coveries in the Southwest, 

He said the discovery was made 
just three days before a scheduled 
field course at the site was concluded. 

AS A RESULT of the find, he said, 
"we will continue to make excavations 
at the site wider funds made available 
by &faculty restore h grant from Tech," 

He said he believed the find links 
the site with the Lubbock Site and 
the Blackwater Draw Site near Por. 
tales Both are situated on or near 
the same drainage as TT5, the desig-
nation given the area of the find. 

The site is situated in the sedi-
ments and on the beach of a Late Pies. 
tocene, Late Ice Age, pond on the 
edge of Blackwater Draw, a major 
stream during that age. 

HONEA SAID the digging will con-
tinue at TT5 to about the middle of 
August to explore fully this lowest 
bone bed. Examination of bison re-
mains shows a beast nearly twice as 
large as the bison which roamed the 
area until the 1800's. 

"We found three distinct habitation 
periods at the site," Hones said. He 
described them as "late prehistoric," 
"early prehistoric" and "earliestpre-
historic." 

The site was excavated and the finds 
made by eight students enrolled in 
the field course led by Dr. Honea, 

DR, HONEA WILL be assisted to 
his continued search through Aug. 15  

by two anthropology students yet to be 
chosen. 

The first find at the site which 
Hones called a blowout, where winds 
have blown the sands from the old 
lake area, revealed the remains of 
the occupation by bison hunters about 
1400 A.D. 

"THE REMAINS were recently ex-
posed," Honea said, "by moving out 
of blow sand from the edge of the old 
pond. We found large hearths of ca. 
'Ache rock, piles of bison, deer and 
antelope bone resulting from butcher-
ing," 

Associated with hearths and bone 
piles were arrow points of the type 
Harrell, an archaeological designation, 
as were stone knives, scrapers and 
other stone tools, 

HONEA SAID there is evidence, too, 
of extensive trade Indicated by ob- 

sidian, turquoise and pottery from 
the areas near Santa Fe, along with 
some pottery from North Central Tex-
as, Also found were traces of Aii• 
bates dolomite apparently traded in 
from near Amarillo. 

Some of the metal pieces, copper 
or brass chain and bell, may suggest 
a second late prehistoric occupation 
In the lath century A.D, 

About eight feet down artifacts Indi-
cating an occupation 5,000 or 6,000 
years ago were discovered. They In-
cluded stone tools, hearths, cracked 
and burned bone, The cultural affili-
ation is unknown but radio carbon, 
C14, tests may reveal it, 

"WE FOUND THE large extinct bison 
buried in the deepest pond sediments, 
about 15 feet below the dry pond sur. 
face," he said, "Some of the bones 
appeared to have been cracked as from 
action by humans." 

NEW EXCAVATIONS are expected 
to uncover any cultural material as-
sociated with the fossil bison in the 
lowest strata of the site, 

A large block of extinct bison bone 
will be removed from the site for 
exhibition at Tech,

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Get in the act Nixon, Humphrey remain vague on issues

The best young minds today are 
not hippies and rebels in revolt but 
are doing something constructive 
about their society, This complex 
world we live in has many prob-
lems which many don't understand 
or support — the war; the Negro's 
fight for equality; poverty; cigarettes 
and drug hang ups; malnutrition at 
home and around the world; Commu-
nist aggression. These are now the 
problems of the young today as well 
as being problems of their parents. 

What can you do about them? 
Activists could lash out at the 

Establishment and society, Mass pro-
test demonstrations have been launch-
ed on behalf of more complex issues 
and causes, The course that the 
majority of young men and women 
follow is a retreat into the society 
rather than dropping out. You might 
as well as turn your back on the 
whole country. 

If you want to change this coun-
try, there is only one effective way 
to do it; Select the man or woman 
you believe in, get behind him, and 
help him win an elective office. This 
is your year, as a Presidential elec-
tion year to get started. 

Candidates for public office count 
on young people helping in their 
campaigns. An important aspect in 
any campaign is precinct work which 
young people do as well as the older 
volunteers. 

In every campaign there are pro-
jects and jobs for every one and for 
every talent and interest. 

There is a lot about American 
life that needs improvement, change, 
Personal commitment to change or 
support actions of the country and 
society is the only course that can 
be followed, 

What will you do about it?

With elections only three 

months away, most party pro-
fessionals and professional poi. 
lets concede that Richard Nixon 
and Hubert Humphrey have the 

Republican and Democratic 
Conventions neatly sewn up. 
The only excitement likely at 

the conventions is the compe-
tition Nelson Rockefeller and 
Eugene McCarthy hope tooffer. 

However, in a year when a 
President who could have prob-
ably won re-election decides 

not to run, when a popular can-
didate is assassinated, when 
another candidate makes a last-

minute bid for the nomination 
after saying he would not run, 
when other candidates com-
pletely withdraw, and when a 
third party is gaining so much 

support, anything could happen 
yet. 

FORTY PER CENT of the 
registered voters under 30 call  

themselves Independents. Tra-
ditionally an independent voter 
is interested in Issues and the 
excellence of candidates rather 

than party lines. For these 
voters, the University Daily 
has compiled a record of how 
the candidates stand on the two 

most basic Issues facing the 

American public this election 
year. 

Interestingly, the two front 
runners have similarly vague 

stands on the Vietnam war Is-
sue. Nixon declared a mora-
torium on discussion of the war 
while the peace talks persist 
in Paris; however, most voters 

have the idea that Nixon 
generally goes along with the 
past policy there, according to 
George Gallup, professional 
poller. 

HUMPHREY HAS hesitated 
to criticize Johnson's policy 

and has thus established him. 
self as virtually pro-Johnson 

policy in the eyes of voters, 
Rockefeller who is making a 

last-ditch attempt to capture  

the Republican presidential 
nomination has enumerated a 
four•point plan of phased with-
drawal from Vietnam. 

McCarthy who will lead an 
assault on the nomination of 
Humphrey at the Demo Con-

vention Aug. 26, has based most 
of his campaign on getting out 
of Vietnam, He called the war 
"morally indefensible" and 

urged Immediate withdrawal of 
50,000 troops followed by com-

plete withdrawal. He also says 
the U.S. will have to concede 
to a coalition governmentwhlch 
would include the Viet Cong's 
National Liberation Front. 

GEORGE WALLACE, Amer-

ican Independent Party candi-

date, takes a different stand on 
Vietnam . He demands an honor-
able peace, but he feels that 
the U.S, should be getting help 
from other nations, He said 

other non-Communist nations 
should be told: "Either you 
are going to help us, or we are 
going to not only cut off foreign 

aid, we are going to start col- 

lecting all that you owe us, 
from World War I right up 

until this minute." 
On the civil disorder issue, 

once again both the front run-

ners are remaining remarkably 
vague. They have both Issued 
vigorous statements on deal-
ing with disorders firmly, but 

neither has outlined any spe-
cific recommendations for 
carrying out law enforcement, 

ROCKEFELLER advocates a 

plan for increasing opportunity 

for employment of slum dwel-

lers, for rehabilitating drug ad-
dicts, and more-expeditious 
handling of criminal cases, He 
says half the crime in New York 

City is caused by drug addic-

tion. 

McCarthy has also outlined 
a plan for dealing with crime 

and violence. Instead of a hard 
line, he advocates remedial pro-
grams. They include a housing 
program for people in the low-
income and poverty groups, 
a re-education program to up-
grade workers' potential, and a 
plan to raise the income levels 
of the poverty class, He has 

suggested that a negative in- 

come-tax or planned subsidies 
might be the means. 

Wallace has established him-
self as the hard line man on 

law and order. He says court 

decisions must be changed. 
They have hand-cuffed the po. 

lice and all law enforcement 
in the country, according to 
Wallace. He would use force 

to quell any disorder,

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Servicemen 

may receive 

pressbook 

Graduate workshops 

scheduled Monday 

U.F.O. mystery 
is August topic 

One of the mostunusual sights 

observed by stargazers is a 
complete mystery to astrono-

mers. They have been called 
unidentified flying objects, or 

UFO's. Even ancient people ob-
served UFO's as they are re-

ported in many early sources, 

including the Bible. In recent 
years many men have spent 
long hours trying to find out 

just what the strange things 
are that whiz unexpectedly 
through the sky on some nights. 

Most people think that a UFO 

is a "flying saucer," and, in 
fact, some people have reported 

going aboard space ships from 

outer space. On the other hand, 
many UFO's have been con-

firmed as hoaxes and optical 
illusions, but there has been 

entirely too much reliable in-

formation about these strange 
objects to discount them en-

tirely. 
Scientists reported to 

Congress Monday that there 
have been far too many sight. 

legs to completely disregard 
the possibility of a more ad-

vanced civilization In outer 
space, 

Jack F. Maddox, New Mexi-

co utility company executive, 
and Charles D. Mathews, Dal-

las attorney and freight line 
executive, were appointed to 

the Tech Athletic Council July 

25, 
Tech President Grover E. 

Murray said the appointments 
will become effective Sept, 1 
and will be for one-year periods. 

Maddox and Mathews will serve 

as at-large members replacing 
C, I, Wall of Amarillo and Mar-

vin Shurbet of Petersburg on 
the council, 

"We are fortunate to have 

men of this caliber working 

for Tech and its athletic pro-
gram," Dr. Murray said. 

President of Redball Motor 

Freight, Inc., since June of this 
year, Mathews served on the 

Tech board from Aug. 1, 1962, 
until 1966, 

His daughter, Berry Mathews, 

will be a Junior at Tech this 

fall. 

They urged Congress to ap-

propriate funds for a complete 

investigation of the matter since

"This is a possibility I take 
very seriously, -  said Dr . 
James E. McDonald, senior 

physicist with the Institute of 
Atmospheric Physics atthe Uni-
versity of Arizona.

reported by observers and hear 

something of the present state 
of affairs on the UFO mystery 

from Project Bluebook to 
serious reviews by popular au-

thors. Are they natural phe-
nomea, unexplained astronom-

ical events, or do they per-

haps represent artificial ob-
jects, "flying saucers," visi-

tors from beyond the earth, or 
even from beyond our vast solar 
system? 

The public is invited to ex-

plore the UFO mystery each 
Sunday at 3 p.m. at the Plane-
tarium at West Texas Museum, 

Admission is 50 cents for adults 

and 25 cents for students. 

Mathews attended theUniver-

sity of Texas, graduating with a 
law degree in 1937. 

He practiced law in Lubbock 
immediately after receiving his 

law degree, moving to Austin

A Texas Tech animal hus-

bandman announced research 
and experiments conducted here 

indicated that abscessed livers 
in feeder cattle contribute to 

a lower performance in rate of 

gain.

nificant differences for the 
steers were for dressing per-

centage and average daily car-
cass gain 

discovery 
- Heifers without liver ab-

scesses exceeded those with 
abscesses significantly for mid-

point average gain, total ave-

rage gain, marbling score and 
carcass average daily gain ''  

in Mannheim, Germany .

"This is one of the fewtimes 
that we don't have as many 
patients as we need," said 
George Swenson, Ph.D., speech 
pathologist at the Tech speech 
and hearing clinic, 

Swenson, referring to the 
number of patients the clinic 
is capable of handling, said 
the growing number of clinic 
interns isn't keeping pace with 
the number of patients apply-
ing for service. 

The primary purpose of the 
speech clinic is to train Tech 
students, under faculty super-
vision, in the art of speech  

and hearing therapy. 
The clinic handles approxi-

mately 150 cases per week 
with 30 minutes daily allotted 
per patient. 

Today, according to authori-
tative research, six per cent 
of the U.S. population has some 
sort of speech defect. The thera-
peutic definition of a speech 
defect Is "enough deviation 
from normal to call attention 
to itself." 

Although the number of pa-
tients entering the clinic has 
gradually increased to an 
average of eight per week, many 
who need available services do 
not come. 

Swenson said many people 
do not know about the clinic 
and this remains a drawback 
to progress that could be made, 

"Fees for therapy are by do-
nation only with Tech students 
having absolutely no oblige. 
Bon, -  he said. 

Donations are requested ac-
cording to needs of the patient 
and what he can reasonably af-
ford.
