Tech students subject
to Lubbock auto tax

Tech students classified as legal
residents of Lubbock or who have cars
registered in Lubbock are required to
pay a city car tax, Jack Downs with
the City and School Tax Office said.

The ad valorem tax, based on the
value, age and make of the automobile
Jan. 1, ranges from 32,74 to 345

A student is a legal resident of Lub-
bock if he is married and lives in
Lubbock, has lived in Lubbock since
Jan. 1, is registered to vote in Lub-
bock or has registered his car in the
city according to Fred C, Senter Jr
City Attorney

A SINGLE STUDENT going to
school in Lubbock with a car regis-
tered in his home town is a temporary
resident and is not liable to pay the
tax he said

Med school to receive
public hearing in Austin

The Coordinating Board of the Texas
College and University System recelved
a recommendation Monday that new
medical schools be established in
Houston and Lubbock.

The medical school proposal will be
given a public hearing at the Oct. 1l
meeting in Austin.

The Board also approved a master
plan calling for the establishment of
six new schools and enrollment cellings
on existing institutions.

TWO OF THE new schools would be
in Houston and others at San Antonlo,
Corpus Christi and Midland.Odessa.
A special educational center offering
bachelor degrees to be operated by
Texas A&l University at Kingsville
would be established in Laredo.

The celling on enrollments at Texas
colleges and universities would become
effective in September 1972 and would
regulate their growth through 1980. But

the board agreed the cellings are
principally guidelines and subject to
future revision.

This assertion mollified fears ex-
pressed by several schools that such
limits would seriously hamper their
growth,

The board also received a recom-
mendation that Texas resident students
be subsidized to attend Baylor Medical
College at Houston.

IN AN EARLIER report, the board
sald the next new medical school should
be located in a large urban area where
an adequate clinical population will be
assured. The new school should have
avallable to It adequate and already
established teaching hospital facilities.

The board also sald the new medical
school should be under the administra.
tive control of a university experienced
in all facets of such a complex educa«
tional effort.

A married student, however, living
in Lubbock but with his car registered
in his home town, is a legal resident
of Lubbock and is subject to the city
sales tax, according to Senter

Legal residents failing to pay their
car tax will be sent letters reminding
them of the tax. According to Downs,
after several letters have been sent
and the tax assessor has received no
notification of intent to pay the tax,
the assessor can file suit for a judg-
ment on the tax

The Lubbock city council passed a
resolution instructing the city tax as-
sessor to notify all delinquent taxpay-
ers of their back taxes and to try to
collect all back taxes. If, after several
letters, the delinquent taxpayer has
failed to pay his taxes, the collector
has the authority to file suit

As long as the taxes are not paid,
however, penalties and interests are
added to the original amount of the tax

IF A JUDGMENT |s obtained from
the court, the car can be impounded
and sold for the price of the taxes
Senter said

The tax collector can collect car
taxes from legal residents of Lubbock
even if the cars don't show up on the
car registration lists, if he can prove
ownership

According to the Texas Constitu-
tion, it is unconstitutional to remove
automobiles from the tax rolls because
they are property and should be taxed
equally and uniformly with all other
property

Senter said the car tax is an ad-
vantage to people living In Lubbock
because ‘‘the proceeds from the tax
are used to keep, maintain and im
prove city streets which are for the
people’s benefit *

Lach may receive sani

An affidavit for a sanity hearing for
Benjamin Lach, accused murderer of
Tech custodian Sarah Alice Morgan,
will be filed “very soon'' A, W, Sal-
yars, one of two defense attorneys for
Lach, said Tuesday

Salyars said they would file on the
question of Lach’'s sanity at the tme
of the murder and on the question of
Lach’s sanity now,

Willlam R, Shaver, 77th District
Court judge, explained that if a jury
finds a defendant insane at the time of
a murder but sane at the time of the
trial, he goes free If he is found to be
insane at the ime of the murder and
{nsane at the time of the trial, he is
usually committed to an Institution for
the criminally insane

IN CASES WHERE a defendant is
found Insane at trial time, is com-

mitted, and later regains his sanity,
he must be brought back and tried by
a jury, Shaver said

“In most cases, the burden of proof
lies with the prosecution, but in the
case of a sanity hearing, the defense
must prove insanity ’

The March 13 arrest of Lach cli
maxed a 14-week investigation in which
Lach had been ‘‘the prime suspect’
for at least six weeks, according to
police. He successfully evaded police
at the Science Building and was cap-
tured after a 100 mile per hour chase
through west Lubbock

At the tme of his arrest, Lach
was denied ball and was later trans-
ferred to the county jall to await an
examining trial

AT THE MARCH 25 examining trial,
Peace Justice Wayne LeCroy ordered
Lach bound over to a grand jury and
held in the county jail without bond.

LeCroy made the decision despite

an attempt by the defense to establish
an alibl for Lach at the reported time
of the murder

Joan Dominick, Tech freshman from
Smyer, testified that Lach was with
her in her apartment at the time of
the murder

During questioning by Dist. Atty
Alton Griffin, Miss Dominick said she
had been under psychiatric treatment
in the past,

GRIFFIN READ INTO the record
Lach’s statement which was made on
March 13, following his arrest Bill
Gillespie, Lach's court-appointed at
torney, attempted to eliminate the con-
fession from trial testimony on the
grounds that Lach had not been taken
before a magistrate prior to his con-
fession. The attempt falled

Cillesple, in questioning police wit.
nesses, attempted to prove that although
two persons attempted to confess to
the murder, no confessions were taken

Construction to begin

after groundbreaking

Groundbreaking ceremonies for the
long-awalited entrance marker at Tech
will be held at 4 p.m., Sept. 27, at the
campus site on Amon G. Carter Plaza
near Broadway and University Avenue.

Saddle Tramp president Bill Pittman
sald plans for this first phase of the
two-phase construction program will
begin immediately after the ceremony
and will require 60 to 90 days, de-
pending upon delivery of materials from
suppliers.

The Saddle Tramps begana campaign
to raise money to build the project in
1963 and have the $35,000 needed to
complete the first phase which includes
the seven 30-foot tall fountains In the
reflecting pool and the base for the seal.

THE FINANCIAL campaign has been
sparked by members of the Saddle
Tramps, but members and officials of
the organization have emphasized that
the project is for all students and has
received the approval of the Student
Senate.

A ‘“sitathon’’ was sponsored by the
Tramps in December of 1964 when
Techsans took turns sitting astride the
statue of Soapsuds along with Will
Rogers to raise money for the fountain.

A container for donations was placed
near the statue and a different men's
organization was responsible for each
day. A man was requiredtostayon the
horse for one hour before being re-
Heved.,

Women'’s organizations were also
represented with coeds taking their turn
every day during the noon hour.

AFTER TWO DAYS the riders donned
red and white St. Nick costumes and
spent the rest of the ‘‘Sitathon” in the
costumes. At one point 16 youngsters
descended on the Tech campus to de-
mand an explanation, and the ‘‘Santa’’
atop Soapsuds fended questions and took
requests for presents,

At the end of 19 days and nights of
freezing weather and snow flurries the
last student dismounted and a plaque
went to Men’s No. Nine, now Stangel,

and a women's residence hall, for the
most money collected.

The “‘Sitathon'’ raised $1,200 for the
fountain and was called the “‘Tech
Fountain Sitathon.””

Lt. Gov. Preston Smith, the Demo-
cratic nominee for governor of Texas,
will head the list of dignitaries who will
appear at the Friday program to which
all students, faculty, administrative
staff, ex-students and friends of the
college are invited. More than 500
formal Invitations will be malled to
persons who have been active in pro-
moting the project.

Mayor W, D, (Dub) Rogers is expected
to head the list of city officials expected
to participate. Lubbock radioexecutive
Bob Nash will serve as master of cere.
monies and Wendell Newman, pastor of
the First Baptist Church, Tyler, will
offer the invocation. Both are former
students of Tech and Newman drew up
the original sketch of the scope of the
marker.

TECH PRESIDENT Grover E.
Murray or his special representative
will welcome guests.

The marker, when complete, will
feature a fountain sending seven
columns of water 40 feet into the alr
and a 75-foot reflecting pool to surround
and accent the 12.foot diameter of the
seal of the college.

The water columns will be enhanced
by special lighting focused on each of
the towers of water and will be cone
trolled according to wind velocity by an
electronic system.

A filtering system will be employed
to keep the fountain clean and operating
during sandy days.

The entrance dlso has been designed
to provide for maximum flexibility of
materials in order to make allowances
for any change In Tech’s name or status.
The complex will provide a dramatic,
near classic setting at the Broadway
and University Avenue site.

Development of the area will include

Enrollment increases
as registrants arrive

The Tech campus is swinging into
high gear once again, as fall registra.
tion continues and enrollment climbs
in the Municipal Collseum.

An estimated 19,351 students, some
900 more than last year at this time,
are expected to complete this process
and pay their fees by Friday when
registration ends.

Registration week has enjoyed good
weather so far, although students have
not had to do much wailting out ofdoors
before entering the Coliseum. And
inside the Coliseum things have gone
smoothly, with the possible exception
of the bottlenecks around the ID station
and the loans and scholarships station,
where lack of personnel slows down the
otherwise steady flow of students.

A COUNT OF closed courses and
sections was not avallable late Tuesday
as many will be reopened before regis-
tration comes to a close.

The only real complaints students

seem to have about registration involve
ID photos and forms called statistics
cards,

Senjors feel It Is an unnecessary
waste of time to have their ID pictures
remade this year when they will be
graduating at the end of the semester
or the end of the year.

Coeds have mixed emotions over
filling out statistic cards which call
for selective service information.

VEHICLE REGISTRATION has kept
Tech Traffic Security workers busy.
This year colored stickers designate
what type of parking Is allowed the
vehicle and parking areas are indicated
by numbers.

Tonight students will have an oppor=
tunity to get to know each other at the
all-school dance set for 9 p.m. In the
Ad Bullding parking lot.

All-Church night is set for Thursday
when various churches in the city will
entertain Tech students.

and that the failure to obtain such con-
fessions was detrimental to Lach, Also
mentioned was a tape recording by a
third person confessing the crime, This
attempt also failed to influence
the court

Lach was indicted by a grand jury
April 17 and arraigned in the 95th
District Court on April 26, At that
time Judge Howard C, Davison ap-
pointed Gillespie and Salyars as
Lach's attorney s

NO DATE FOR the trial was set
and Lach, who pleaded not gullty, was
returned to jail without bond.

Dr. Michael K, Rylander, assistant
professor of biology, hired Lach as a
lab assistant for the start of the spring
semester and characterized Lach as
being gentle, courteous and shy

Lach's arrest was a direct result
of (nformation furnished police by Ry-
lander, Rylander placed a slip of paper
in a flling cabinet containing an em-

bryology 332 quiz (a course Lach was
taking), The next morning the paper
was missing, Earlier In the morning
the paper had been there so Rylander
was able  pinpoint the time at which
his cabinet had been opened.

This, along with information supplied
by other faculty members led t a
police stake out and later, the arrest
of Lach

DEC, 4, THE body of Mrs. Morgan,
a S4.year-old custodian, was found by
co-workers in a third-floor biology re-
search lab

Her throat had been slashed with a
scalpel and an apparent attempt had
been made to remove her head. Both
a scalpel and a broken saw blade, be-
lleved to be used In the slaying, were
found In the room. One veteran police
detective called the crime the most
brutal he had seen (n his police career,

Caskey takes new post
in student life shake-up

Dr, Owen L, Caskey, pro-
fessor of education, will over-
see all areas of student affairs
this year in the newly-created
position of vice president for
student affairs,

Caskey will be in charge of
the division of student life and
the still undeveloped division of
special services, He said other
divisions will be added in the
future,

The division of student life
comprises the dean of students
and two assistant deans. Lewis
N, Jones, formerly dean of men,
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4115 W. 13th St.

Just Across the Railroad)

is now assistant dean of stu-
dents for administration. He
will handle rules, regulations,
and policies for all students,
men and women,

Dr. William H, Duvall, form-
erly associate dean of men, is
now assistant dean of students
for programs., He will handle
student services, activities, fi-
nancial aids and international
student affairs,

The posidon of dean of stu-
dents, vacated by the retire-
ment of Dr, James G. Allen,
is unfilled at this time, The po-
sitions of dean of women and
dean of men no longer exist.

““Philosophically we have
abandoned our male-female sep-
aration in favor of functional
separation,”’ Caskey said. “‘Un-
der our new setup we place
all policy matters under one
division and all activity matters
under another division.'

The division of special serv-
ices is largely undefined at
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present, Caskey said, including
definitely only the Tech Union
and the counseling center,

“We want to look at all stu-
dent services and see how we
might improve them,’' Caskey
said, ““Our main objectives this
year are to continue to provide
services for students and to
evaluate future organization of
our operations so we might
provide better services.""

““We have no predetermined
ideas. It would be easier to
copy someone else’s system but
we want to design the system
that is best suited to our own
needs,"’ Caskey said,

Caskey said student govern-
ment is the most important
student function. He said Tech's
student government is ‘‘rep-
resentative, democratic, flex-
ible, self-evaluating and recep-
tive to change.

“It has been said there are
three universal facts about stu-
dent government,'' Caskey said.
““One, it must be done. Two, it
is impossible to do it, Three,
we do it anyway.
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“Student  government is
caught between the administra-
tion and the student body, an in-
tolerable position. If the admin-
istration ignores it, the students
say it is ineffective. If the ad-
ministration praises it, the stu-
dents say it is a tool of the
administration.”’

Caskey placed Tech student
government in the upper half
of all student governments in
terms of participation, He said
student government must be
‘‘representative, strong and
successful "

Caskey predicted a useful fu-
ture for the Student Appeals
Board which is still evolving
after its inception last spring.

“Last spring we got it es-
tablished, now it must serve
its function,”’ Caskey said. “It
should have a greater sense of
direction this year."'

Dr. Grover E, Murray, Tech
president, appointed Caskey to
his new position July 13 after
interviewing applicants from all
over the United States for sev-
eral months. He has worked in
student affairs atColorado State
University and Oklahoma State
University as well as at Tech,
where he served as chairman
of the Student Appeals Board
last spring,.

Caskey earned his doctor of
education degree from the Uni-
versity of Colorado in 1952,
his master of education from
Tech in 1948 and his bachelor
of science from Tech im 1947,

Caskey returned to Tech in
1964, He is coordinator of the
Mexican American Counselor
Education Program, director of
the Counselor Education Pro-
gram, full member of the Grad-
uate faculty and elected member
of the Graduate Council, He will
continue to teach in the School
of Education,

A Broadway entrance fountain for Tech is
something that cannot wholly be appreciated by
today’s student body. It is just another news
story to many who did not experience the emo-
tional extremes of the fountain drive,

This year’'s seniors were high school seniors
the winter of the great sitathon, when dorms,
fraternities and Saddle Tramps organized to keep
their members perched on the back of Soapsuds
around the clock for 18 days, The object was to
solicit from donators funds for the building of
the fountain. By sitting on a statue in freezing
December weather, these Tech men collected
$1,200,

Now, almost four years later, the needed
$35,000 is available for the first phase of the
entrance marker, The Soapsuds sitters did not
contribute much in actual funds, but they were
the spirit behind the movement, It is they who will
greatly appreciate the construction of the en-
trance,

G, W, Bailey, who organized Men’'s Dorm
Number Nine (now Stangel Hall) and helped it
win the plaque for collecting the most money in
the sitathon, had this comment Tuesday:

“It took a lot longer than it should have, I am
glad it is finally getting done. I and all Tech exes
hope they will make it as nice as we hoped it
would be when we worked so hard for it."’

The fountain will add a great effect to a main
entrance that is presently marked by only a
weathered relic. The entrance will be flexible in
order that it might be changed when Tech’s name _
is changed.

There are parallels between the entrance and
the name change movements. Just as the entrance
reached its emotional apex in December, 1964,
the name change reached an emotional apex in
May, 1967, when Tech students demonstrated and
then marched through Lubbock.

The name change will eventually be realized,
glso to replace a weathered relic, and then too
the marchers of 1967 can say, “It took a lot
