Possibility of a fall tuition in-
crease in the 19 state supported
colleges and universities, including
Texas Tech, received new backing
in the Texas Legislature this week.

Monday the House Tax Commit-
tee recommended a $25 increase

| per semester,

In the regular session lwo bills

were introduced calling for $50
per semester increases, with

neither getting final approval.

Other than the action Monday,
no further steps have apparently
been taken by the Legislature this
week on a tuition raise.

Floor action would have to fol-
low the committee's action for the
increase to be passed by the House.

Appearing against the bill Mon-
day before the committee was
Maurice Olian, president of the
University of Texas Student Assn.

Olian said he believed the raise
would make many qualitied stu-
dents drop out of school, the As-
sociated Press reporteds

Last spring the Student Council
at Texas Tech voted to oppose a
tuition increase.

Various student groups in the
state schools have been in opposi-
tion to the tuition bills introduced
during the regular session.

Rep. Charles Ballman, commit-
tee chairman, supported the mea-
sure and said that 40 per cent of
Texas students are in private
schools.

He posed the question, ‘Don't
you think we should encourage the
growth of private institutions by
gradually working up our publie
schoal tuition?"

Another Legislator, Rep. George
T. Hinson of Mineola, said no one
in his district had contacted him
concerning help to attend college.

Opposing the measure, Olian
said the present tuition rate repre-
sented a fair proportion of the
total cost of education for college
students to pay.

Scientists Obtain
New Instrument

Texas Tech scientists have a
new $29,000 device for exploring
the structures of certain molecules.

Dr. Henry Shine of the chemis-
try department is in charge of the
instrument, called an electron spin
Tesonance spectrometer.

Dr. Shine said the device can be
used to detect and explain the
structure of a molecule that has a
single electron. In most molecules,
electrons are paired, he explained.

The instrument is being used
elsewhere by biologists seeking
differences between normal and
cancerous cells. It will be used at
Tech for several basic studies in
chemistry.

‘The new spectrometer is thought
1o be the first of its kind to be put
into operation at a Texas college
or university. It was purchased
with funds provided by the Air
Force and Tech.

Olian said he felt he could speak
for the 90,000 students in all the
state-supported schools, as well as
those at the University of Texas,
in opposing the measure.
