Four thousand Techsans are expected to flock
to the polls Wednesday to vote on the ratification
of a new Student Assn. constitution and to elect
four Student Council representatives, all class of-

ing to a Council spokesman. X

Seven polling places will be open from 8 a.m.
to 5 pam. to accomodate the record number of vo-
ters. Two ballot boxes will be located in the Ad
Bldg.

No balloting will take place in the dormitories.
Runoffs and election of Freshman Council rep-

“Yes, I think so” was the reply of the ma-
jority of Techsans who were asked in a campus
poll of student political opinion, “Do you think
Richard Nixon will win the governorship of
California in 19622’ 'However, he was given little
chance of ever being elected President.

The poll, taken Monday evening, was promp-
ted by Nixon's decision to throw his hat into
the California gubernatorial race. Also attract-
ing a lot of nationwide attention was his™ an-
nounced decision to not be a candidate for the
presidency in '64.

Because of his second important decision,
the poll also included the question, “Do you
think the Republican coiventien in 1964 will ask
him to be the GOP candidate for the presidency?
If so, do you think he could accept and win the
election?"

One of the first polled, Robert Spearce, a
freshman electrical engineering: major, answered
“yes” to the first question concerning the Cali-
fornia race and explained, “He will win due to
his overall popularity and the experience he had
when vice president.”

On the second question about the presi-
dency, Spearce said, “I believe he will accept a
draft, but I don't believe he will win against
Kennedy.

“He's liable to,” responds Noble Hunsucker,
a junior industrial management major, to the

[irst question. He says Nixon has a lot of popu-
lar support but on the question of the presidency
he said, “No, it’s just like with Eisenhower, they
are not going to change with Kennedy.”

Beth Rogers, a sophomore from Shreveport,
La., said flatly, “I sure hope not,” when asked
if she thought Nixon would win. She added, “I
just don't like Nixon. I'm a Republican but I
would vote Democrat in case of Nixon."”

Another student who believes Nixon can’t
win in California “because the majority of De-
mocratic voters are pleased with Pat Brown
was Carolymr Black, a graduate student from Co-
lorado City. She says, “A loser doesn't win very
often’” and believes Rockefeller will be the GOP
candidate in '64.

Bill Helms, a freshman majoring in physics,
says Nixon will be elected governor “. , .if he
will work hard and campaign hard, but he has
lost some . prestige.” As for the presidency, he
believes the Republicans will turn to other lea-
ders.

“Well, I think he has an exceptionally good
chance,” comments Janice Roberts, a junior ma-
joring in home making and education, on the
California race, She said that if Nixon is asked
to run in '64, he will, but the outcome depends
on who opposes him.

A freshman education major, Mike Harter,
says Nixon will win in '62 “because of his pres-
tige at the present time.” Harter believes he will
be nominated in '64, but won't win the presi-
dency. However, he added, “It all depends on
how Kennedy makes out.”

It would be the same as if asking
a child to chose between Christianity or athe-
ism without first being subjected to religious
teachings.

We, as Americans, have the duty of keeping
two explosive elements: restless students and
radical ideas from ever uniting to destroy our
country. This can only be accomplished by teach-
ing the basic motives, elements and ideals of our
way of life and the communistic way of life.

News and Views

Tomorrow the student body of Texas Tech will be faced
with the *“yes or no” decision of ratification of the proposed
revised Constitution of the Student Association. The members
of this year’s Student Council, and I am sure, almost every
person who has ever been connected with the work of the
Student Council, are definitely in favor of approval on this
question. For those who have not been around for the past
couple of years, let me dwell on the reasons and background
concerning this project.

The main reason the project was ever initiated is that
the present Constitution is, in all due respects, impractical, lim-
iting, and unworkable. These adjectives probably cover all the
rest of the reasons in general. The old Constitution is too specif-
ic; it ties the Council’s hands in respect to date, time, and place-
many of which fall at undesirable and even impossible times of
the year, such as Spring Vacation. In the past, Councils have
just chosen to disregard the rules and work along the College
Calendar for the best interest of the student body.

It was found that there seems to be more than one official
copy of the present Constitution; very poor records have been
kept in relation to this phase of Council work. In fact, last
spring an amendent which was four or five years old was RE-
DISCOVERED after a month’s search. Due to the many €hanges
in the College Calendar, the old regulations can be considered
extremely out of date.

With this thought in mind, Janis Jones, Student Council
Secretary 1960-61, and a revision committee from that Council,
began to explore the Constitution with the idea of changing
it merely with amendments that would cover the undesirable sec-
tions. As the project progressed, it became quite clear that there
were enough undesirable sections to string amendments aroundg
the entire campus. It was then that the committee decided to
completely revise the out-dated document. The result was ap-
proved with a few changes, by the 1960-61 Council at the close
of the spring semester.

This year, the Constitutional Committee appointed by presi-
dent Goodwin, and including Dr. William Davis, Miss Ruth Co-
wart, Dean Dorothy Garner, Peggy Maloy, Jerry Rodgers, and
myself, inspected and submitted the revised statute with our
comments and advice. With almost no changes, the Council ap-
proved this version last Thursday night in a called meeting. This
is the document that is printed in today's issue of the TOREA-
DOR. We hope that this can serve as the students’s copy since
there is only a limited supply available in the office.

As I mentioned before, this year’s and last year’s Councils ]

are whole-heartedly in favor of approval of this Constitution. As
I see it, here are the points in favor of approval (I personally
can not see any against approval)

1. It would do away with the present Constitution. (This
would be a blessing in itself.

2. It would lift the senséless restrictions on specific dates,
and allow the Council to point their programs more to the
students’ convenience.

3. In general, it would be less specific, giving your Supreme
Court a chance to rule on interpretation, rather than on sense-
less, time-consuming arguments that arise over impractical tech-
nicalities.

I strongly urge that you vote “YES"” on the proposed Con-

stitution.
