Students Cannot 
Get Federal Loan 

For Fee Payment 
Following reports to the effect 

that government loans were avail-

able for the payment of student 
fees for the next semester in Tex-
as Technological college. W. T. Gas-
ton, business manager, says the re-
port is entirely erroneous. A num-
ber of students have asked at the 
business office and the information 
office during the last few days re-
garding the report. 

Mr. Gaston stated further that 
the state law required that fees be 
collected in full In cash at the time 
of registration and that he had no 
authority to go contrary to this 
practice. He stated further that 
the tee had been placed at a 
low figure, 52.5 for each semester, 
and that it was necessary for the 
college to collect this money at the 
time of reglitration. These funds, 
he said. are needed for the opera- 
tion of the institution.

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Beautify The Campus 

MANY students who are enrolled in Tech 
come from the piney woods of East Texas, 

where large, beautiful trees and green shrubbery 
are in abundance. Hundreds of other students 
are from off the Caprock where flowers and 
shrubbery are more plentiful than on the, plains. 
To these students especially. Tech's campus looks 
like a sandswept desert with miniature oases at 
isolated points. However. West Texans think 
nothing of the bareness, and in contrast, would 
be startled at a beautiful campus of shrubs and 
trees. 

Since the campus is unusually large and the 
buildings are widely scattered, this handicap 
causes the campus to look even more barren than 
it actually is. Still, neither the buildings nor the 
campus can be conveniently changed, so the 
landscape ought to be changed to meet the con-
dition. 

There are a comparative large number of 
trees on the campus already, and when they are 
grown they will improve the landscape greatly; 
however, there are very few shrubs and no flow-
ers at all. The campus could be filled with 
trees and still they would never be beautiful, or ' 
ever grow if they are not taken care of more ade-
quately than the ones already planted. Trees in 
West Texas need an abundance of water at 
frequent intervals. 

If an attempt is made to beautify the earn-
pus. it would be better to plant more shrubs, 
flowers, and hedges, since there is a scarcity of 
them at present. -the horticulture department of 
the agriculture school can render valuable aid as 
to type of shrub, hedge, or flower which is best 
adapted to this soil and climate and watering 
facilities. FERA workers might be drafted to 
plant them and care for them in place of wasting 
time grubbing out - Bear -  grass on the treeless 
places. 

Instead of a bare campus to East Texans, 
and the typical scenery to the West Texans. the 
campus can be made pleasing to both, and at the 
same time make the students proud of the insti-
tution. 

Student Elections 

IN the last week in February the editors and 
business managers of The 'Toreador and La 

Ventana, the student publications. will be elect 
ed by a majority vole of the student body for the 
ensuing year. The newly elected officers will as-
sume assistant duties for the remainder of the 
year, and will take full responsibility of the pos-
itions next September. 

The student election is an annual problem 
which should deserve the most careful thought. 
analysis, and decision of every bona-fide student. 
An unintelligent vole is worse than no vote at 
all but in a student body of 2,431, every student 
can get officially posted on the qualifications. 
record and character of every candidate for these' 
positions, and be able to vote for the candidate 
best fitted for the job. . 

The offices of the student publications are 
the only salaried positions on the campus. and 
they carry with them the most prestige and hon-
or. It is a distinction to be elected to one of 
them and Tech students should vote so intelligent-1 
ly that it is only the exceptional studied who 
have the privilege of filling them. There is one 
man who can fill the position best, and it should 
be the purpose of the democratic student to elect 
that man for the best interests of his college. 

Experience is an invaluable qualification for 
these positions. The editors of the two publica-
tions should be students who have had training in 
the technical and practical aspects of such work. 
make-up. layout and organization. The business 
managers should have an abundance of initiative, 
energy and vitality and should be able to meet 
people easily, mix with them, and make them 
their friends. 

Age should be a qualification worthy of 
considerable thought. The editors of these publi-
cations have an enormous responsibility, and the 
holder should be old enough so that he commands 
respect -ad feels the responsibility that the duties 

Iii •TE say that Americans are stupid, but perhaps 
TY you won't argue with us. It is rather an af-

firmed fact. That will force as to simply point to a 
few things which support our statement. Several 
recent incidents have impressed this fact upon we 
pseudo intellectuals. 

Our shallow Americans bowled with rage a the 
United States chased Samuel Instill over Europe, try-
ing to get him back to America for trial. When he 
returned, the newspapers, with their sentimental 
twaddle. used a reversal -of opinion, the public
tearfully asked for his acquittal. And as our jus-
tice, or would It be better to say legal action, usually 
follows public opinion, he was released. 

WHEN Clyde Barrow was killed, many people pro- 
tested that the gangster should have been 

given a chance to protect himself, that he should not 
have been so ruthlessly killed. Could anything show ' 
the emotional instability of many persons better 
than this? 

The pilgrimage of more than 30,000 people to 
the funeral of "Pretty Boy" Floyd showed how 
Americans romanticize criminals, the worst devel-
opment which has come with the raising of our stan-
dard of living. 

Other stupidities have lingered with our nation 
for many years. The prison system is operated 
directly contrary to the philosophy preached by the 
impractical, unsoiled sympathizers of the "poor pris-
oner." The aim of the penal system Is supposedly 
correction; the man is to come out of prison better 
than he was when he entered. But almost every 
warden will admit that if an inmate of a pontiten-
Duey serves a term of be or more years he is wilt 
toe normal social participation when he is released. 

IN accord with other illustrations of our narrow- 
mindedness. the prison officials refuse to consider 

correction of the sexual problem of their inmates. 
Warden Lewes. of Sing Sing, New York, said that 
matter Is the greatest problem confronting prison 
authorities. This condition, however, has never been 
discussed In any of the annual meetings of , the 
American Prison Wardens association, the most in-
fluential organizal ion of this type in the United 
States. 

Segregation of prisoners is not practiced in 
Canny penitent:trios. The Immature first-offender. is 
often placed In the same cell with a hardened crimi-
nal. Such association will not Improve the person 
who has offended society, but must later rejoin lt. 

T"prison system is merely one of the deepest 
ruts In which the American mind Is stuck. 

Ideas which once were wholesome hove become or 
distorted by their treatment that all of their positive 
qualities have been lost. As an example we would 
mention Christianity. It has never affected Ameri- 
cans. or any other group of people. as the creator of 
the philosophy Intended that it should. During the 
early period of our national existence the people 
were too concerned with doctrine; the Important 
thing to them was what a person thmoht, r 
he did. Today the philosophy of helping others is 
brought to mind only when we hear the pipe organ 
play softly or when the approach of old age is telt. 

THE educational systemof the United States is al- 
l so a bit befuddled. Most teachers are too con-

ned with forcing children to learn facts, to mem. 

parize, and they ignore the fact that the greatest 
ing a teacher can do for a pupil Is to inspire hint 

o think for himself. —James Ethridge.

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College Employs Engineering Majors 
To Do Practical Work In Machine 
Shops; Large Furnace Being Made 

A VISIT to the mechanical engi-
I shops, located at the 

extreme north end of the campus 
behind the textile building, will 
give one a good illustration of how 
one group of F. E. R. A. workers 
earn their money. The work In 
the shops represents one of the 
largest single projects on the cam-
pus. 

Sixteen on Payroll 
Because the work is of such a 

specialized nature. an effort was 
made to put students who were 
majoring in mechanical engineer-
ing on the jobs. In this way, stu-
dents receive more than just a Pay 
check. They become familiar with 
machinery and equipment connect-
ed with their profession. Al pres-
ent there are 15 men and one 
woman on the payroll. 

One of the principal projects 
started last year was the construe-
tion of a large furnace, which is to 
be used to melt scrap iron for foun-
dry work. The furnace is capable 
of delivering 1,500 pounds of molten 
iron an hour. The work of fabri-
cating this 24 foot etructure is now 
nearing completion. 

Giant Slide Rule 
An eight foot slide rule for 

demonstration purposes in t h e 
classroom has been built by one 
worker. It is as accurate as any 
one of its type manufactured. 

Several workers are turning out 
cabinets, work benches and stor-
age bins in the wood-work depart-
ment. Others are painting the fin-
ished products. 

In th e  pattern-making shop, 
workers may be seen finishing 
wood patterns, which are necessary 
for the casting in metal of needed 
pieces of equipment. One pattern 
is for the shell of an electric motor, 
which electrical engineering stu-
dents willcast in aluminum and 
use to build motors as part of their 
class work. Another pattern is an 
important piece to a sand testing 
machine designed in the shops. 

Blackamithing Necessary 
Blacksmithing is also a necessary 

job done by the workers. Numer 
ous pieces of work have been turn-
ed out which were necessary for 
projects in the shops. 

The east wing of the power 
house has been converted into a 
workshop for sheet metal work, 
welding, blackernithing, metallurgy 
and sand testing. 

Lathe work, electrical work, pip-
ing of gas, water and compressed 
air and safety devices are just a 
few more of the variety of jobs the 
F. E. R. A. workers are capable of 
doing. 

The F. E. R. A. has increased 
the usefulness of the M. E. shops, 
given the students who work there 
an opportunity to learn more about 
their major, and provided a way 
for them to attend school.

Fair Competition 
Is Suggested.For 
New College Code 

Atlanta, Ga., Jan. 24.—Delegates 
to the annual convention of the As-
sociation of American Colleges 
here were - told that the use of 
"super-salesmanship" in recruiting 
for admissions was one of the 
"greatest dangers to the American 
educational system." 

A "code of fair competition." just 
like that now used in business, was 
suggested as a need for colleges by 
Dr. Charles J. Turek, president of 
Centre College, who added: 

Competition Harmful 
"Unregulated competition Is just 

as harmful to colleges a ,  is to 
business and Industry." 

He reported that only 30 out of 
146 colleges questioned on the sub-
ject admitted that they had had no 
harmful effects from recruiting 
campaigns carried on by rival in-
stitutions of higher education. 

Dr. Albert Britt of Knox college, 
which hasn't won a football game 
in so long the students can't re-
m-mber it said: 

"So far as recruiting athletes is 
concerned, Knox is perhaps the 
one institution In the United 
States which is lilly white. Compe-
tent athletes seem to avoid Knox 
like the plague." 

All Sinners 
He admitted, however. that "all 

of us are sinners to some extent so 
far as recruiting is concerned," -and 
said that if colleges are to exist, 
classrooms and dormitories must 
be filled. Recruiting, he said, in-, 
creased In proportion to the de-
crease in earning powers in the 
locality from which the college 
normally draws its students.
