Co-Eds Is One 
Main Charge

The Pre Law club . by a two 
thirds majority voted that their 
president Glynn R. Coker was by 
the evidence Indicated, guilty of 
the following impeachment charg-
es: 1, incompetence: 2, official mis-
conduct; 3. flirtation: 4, embezzle-
ment; 5, bribery in gaining office; 
6. use of office for personal gain 
and glory: 7. unsound mind: 8, 
habitual disturbance of the peace; 
10, issuing a challenge for a duel. 
Therefore the case will go to the 
Texas Tech Pre-Law Supreme 
court. The jury for this trial is 
to be selected from the Pre-Law 
club provided that opinion is not 
biased. 

The state prosecutors are Smith. 
Settle Clements, and Settle. The 
president of the Pre-Law club has 
selected for his council, the firm of 
O'Neall and Barron, 

flirting Is Charged 
The state is using the charge of 

flirting as one of the main charges 
against Coker, and they base evi-
dence to show that Coker acted 
vers,  unbecoming in courting the 
Co-eds of Texas Tech. , 

Incompetence is another charge 
which will bt stressed by the state, 
as it Is quite apparent that the 
Pre-Law club, once the best club 
on the campus has degenerated 
sadly under his regime.

be a senior at the time of taking 
office; must have nine term hours 
at Tech; must have a C average 
on grades for the last three terms; 
and must have had previous ex-
perience on either the Toreador or 
La Ventana. 

The business managers of the two 
publications must have completed 
65 term hours and must have spent 
six terms in Tech Each of them 
must make bond. 

All candidates for these four of-
fices must file, with the secretary 
of the students association at least 
ten days and not more than thirty 
day s prior to the date of election. 
a petition announcing the inten-
tion to run for the office desired, 
stating that the candidate is a 
bona-fide student of the college. 
This petition must be signed per-
sonally by at least fifty staidents of 
the college. 

All students running for salaried 
offices must secure an announce-
ment from the Registrar's office 
stating that the candidate is regis-
tered for 12 term hours of scho-
lastic work and that he or she, 
during the preceding term. passed 
at least nine hours of scholastic 
work.

From a bale of cotton to a roll 

of handkerchief linen! This pro-
yeas all takes place in the textile 
engineering school, • Does it 
sound complicated? Well, here 
Is how they do It. First a bale 
of cotton Is poured Into a ma-
chine, called the vertical open-
er, to remove the dirt and burrs 
that are on the cotton. After 
this is done, a fan blows the 
cotton through a pipe into a 
condenser. 

From the condenser. the cotton 
falls Into the breaker picker, 
which removes more dirt. From 
this machine the cotton cornea 
out In lap form, light and fluffy. 
The lap looks like a soft white 
sheet of cotton. Four laps of 
cotton are then run together 
through a finishing picker to 
even the lap and make It come 
out an even weight. These laps 
are put on cards. comb like ma-
chines, that straighten the 
fibre. 

The cotton comes out of these 
cards In sliver form into cans. 
When it is sliver forth it Is like 
a soft cotton rope, clean and 
snowy white, These cans of se-
ver are placed behind drawing 
machines and give uniformity 
of strand to the cotton and 
straighten the fibre. Six slivers 
are ',tun through the machine 
together and one strand cornea 
out the same weight as one of 
the six ,  was before It was run 
through the machine. 

From the drawing machine, 
the strands are taken to the 
Blubber, which draws the fibre 
out of the cans to make it finer. 
This process plates the cotton 
on bobbins and puts a twist  In 
the cotton so that the cotton 
will hold and not break. If it 
were not possible to put the 
twist in cotton, It could not be 
worked. 

The cotton Is now called rov-
ing and put on the intermediate 
rovng machine. 'The roving that 
was originally on two bobbins 
now cornea out on one bobbin In 
the form of yarn. To make the 
yarn finer, it is run through a 
fine roving machince with tan 
strands now rolled Into one. 
The once bulky dirty cotton is 
now fine white yarn and ready 
to be spun into thread. To the 
spinning frame the cotton goes 
and again two threads are run 
through a machine and come 
out one. The next step is to 
make the warp, and this is done 
by taking the yam from the 
bobbhs and winding them on 
the spooling machine which is 
called the spooler.lf the pattern 
is to have a color stripe in the 
warp, the yarn must be dyed. 
Before the warp is made up, a 
sufficient amount of yarn is 
wound on spiral spring and ta-
ken to the dyeing laboratory to 
be dyed the proper shade. The 
thread is then rewound on the 
spools, and placed on the ma-
chines. 

The spooks are hung on nate 
beam warper and the thread be 
threaded through minute wires 
and come out on a beam. The 
average number of threads 
threaded through the wires Is 
about two thousand, but there 
ran be as many as nine-thou-
sand threads. Now the beams 
are run through the slasher to 
put the starch in the thread. It 
is run through starch vats and 
then rollers to squeeze out the 
excess starch. 

It is rewound on the beam 
after it comes through the 
slasher. Now the thread is made. 
and it is ready to be spun into 
cloth. These loom beams are 
placed on drawing frames and 
the warp drawn through wires, 
called drop wires and harness. 
which lift half of the strands 
up and half of them down, al-
lowing the shuttle to pull the 
thread between them and thus 
make the weave in the cloth. 
If they want a colored filling, 
let a shuttle of one thred run 
through and then a shuttle of 
another color of thread run 
through. An apparatus, called 
the reed, forces the thread to-
gether and the cloth is woven. 
There is an automatic stop on 
the machines so that when a 
thread breaks, the machine 
stops, other wirie they could net 
ten as the machine runs so fast 
that they cannot see the 
threads break. Thus is made the 
finest handkerchief linen all

The Toreador is not interested in promoting the 
candidacy of any aspirant to its editorship. But in order 
that you may act as a calm, impersonal judge of qualifi-
cations and potentialities, the qualifications of a good 
editor are hereby placed before you. No one will offer 
for the office who has all of these qualities. It is your 
task to select the man who you think is mostly likely to 
grow to these qualifications. You must judge in the light 
ca capacity, character, and possibilities. 

Your editor should have a working knowledge of 
grammar, spelling, and typing. This simple requirement 
should eliminate most of the candidates that offer for the 
office. 

He should know something of newspaper style and 
practice. Is he instinctively a newspaperman? "A good 
newspaperman is a detective, entertainer, diplomat, re-
former, and adventurer rolled into one. This means your 
candidate must be vigorous, wide-awake, resourceful, and 
have the courage to face opposition. 

This is necessary to success in any endeavor: Char-
acter. Don't vote for a man you know to be vacillating 
and timid. He'll always be afraid to give you straight 
news because "somebody might not like it" or "we won't 
get any more stories from them if we print that." Col-
lege newspapers are not exempt from the constitutional 
guarantee of press freedom and no one has any right to 
suppress a legitimate news story. Vote for an editor who 
has the personal integrity to preserve the integrity of his 
paper. 

If your candidate has the foregoing qualities, he will 
probably have the remainder of the qualifications: intelli-
gence, background, and personality. He should ;  of course, 
be a good student, have a love of learning, have judg-

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The higher educational institutions of Texas have' 
been on the firing line for the last few months, bombard-
ed with requests that they prove to the public their right 
to exist at all and, if so, to show what budgetary im-
provements can be effected and how the quality of edu-
cation may be bettered through reforms in the curriculum. 
Each institution has sought to rise to the occasion and 
show reasons why it should be spared the executioner's 
ax or the sharp pruning knife of the educational expert. 
-Just at present the general verdict respecting charges 
made seems to be, "Innocent, but don't do it nails." 

Texas Technological College in its defense easily 
takes the palm by presenting "facts not given in official 
report," submitted in a lengthy typewritten brief, pre-
pared by the educational committee of the Lubbock Cham-
ber of Commerce. This defense is a gem for its effec-
tive presentation of the college's comment on she official 
reports and more especially for its argument, in Part II, 

l  illustrated by maps and drawings, showing the size of 
Texas and of West Texas by comparison with other states. 
From these the conclusion is drawn that West Texas, be-

' cause of its size, population and rapid growth in economic 
importance. is fairly entitled to a first-class college, State 
supported, so as to give an equal opportunity to its youth 
to secure a college education in their region of the State. 

The facts and arguments presented in this brief from 
Lubbock Chamber of Commerce are cogent and are 

*plainly worthy of careful consideration before final ac- 
is taken. It is not likely that Lubbock will lose its 

liege and the added interest aroused in that institution 
roughout West Texas by the controversy, pro and 
ntra, should ultimately strengthen it in the quality of 

work and in the esteem of its constituency in West 
exits.

Here in Tech, this same plan, with variations, might be 

successfully followed. Students with high averages, who 
have shown unusual ability during the first two years of 
college, should do more than merely meet the require-
ments of their courses. He should gain experience in 
dealing with first-hand knowledge and original material 
by intensive reading and under spacial tutorage of pro-
fessors specially qualified in particular fields. Work 

GOOD TEAMWORK should not necessarily be concentrated in one department, 
but it should be so planned as to give the abler student 
a mastery of separate details as a means of giving a 
grasp of the subject as a whole. At the end of two years' 
of such independent investigation of a field of work, un-
der the supervision of deans and outstanding instructors, 
both oral and written exams might be given, to determine 
whether the student should graduate with one of the fol-
lowing distinctions: "cum laude", I 'magna cum laude", or 
"summa cum laude". The system would possibly be ef-
ficient in stimulating students of superior ability to do, 
both in amont and quality, work of the high order in such 
colleges as Yale, University of Chicago, and other schools 
of high achievement. For the purpose of doing justice to 
those students who are the normal in intellect, and to give 
the nation citizens who will he better able to fully capi-
talize their capacities, Tech should attempt to adopt this 
system.

Mira Spencer. sedimentary pet-
rologist of the mid-continent divis-
ion of the Superior 05 company 
from laboratories at Amarillo, with 
her assistants are to visit the Tech 
geology department in a few days 
and examine oil well cuttings filed 
here. C. I. Gordon. Tulsa. Okla.. 
chief geologist of the mid-contin-
ent division spent March 27 exam-
ining the Tech department and 
arranging for Miss Spencer to come 
here. 

From 50,000 to 60.000 oil well cut-
tings are on file here. They were 
left by the Marlin Oil company sev-
eral years ago.

These samples were 
washed and examined under a bi-
nocular microscope in order to be 
clarified. Information to be had 
from these files of the earth's strata 
is of great value to petrologista as 
well as to geologists.
