We had a fine student election 
and I feel sure that no matter who 
Is elected to the various positions In 
the student organizations or next 
year, we can all look forward to-
ward greater things for Tech next 
year. I know, personally. I shall be 
ready and willing at all times to 
work with the student organzatIons 
in all phases of the various ethyl-
tles of the student body. I was very 
glad when the Student Council in-
vited me to be present at the count-
ing of the ballots so that I can tes-
tify to the fthe, clean and absolute-
ly fair way in which the ballots were 

counted. 
Publicity is an interesting phase 

of our modem life. Everybody wants 
the news. Let me give a few Blue-
trations: I saw a statement in the 
press. advertising a certain little 
altercation between three or four 
individuals as a "free for all when 
a big crowd was present. Likewise. I 
rather question the use of the 
phrase "grudge scrap'' regarding 
any contest In intercollegiate ath-
letics. Such statements do not rep-
resent the actual truth and I, for 
one. object to the description of any 
contest between my college and an-
other one as a -grudge scrap." If I 
thought It was a "grudge scrap:: I 
would prohibit it. Of course, we play 
to win, but not to get back any 
groudge. Such a statement carries 
an implication of unsportsmanship 
conduct entirely beneath the best 
standards of intercollegiate ath-
letic.s. 

Wane I am on that aubject, I 
want again to bring before the stu-
dent body of this institution, if I 
can, some conception Of real sports-
manship It makes little difference 
who starts an unsportsmanship 
piece of conduct—we all are sub-
ject to criticism if we ever lower 
the standard below of a clean, fine, 
high-class contest of skill. team 
work and ability. 

One of the greatest achievements
of intercollegiate athletics is the 
training in self-control. Through 
more than forty years of close ob-
servation of inter-collegiate ath-
letics. I can say frankly that the 
man who enters a contest with the 
idea of making It a personal matter 
Immediately lowers his efficiency as 
an athlete and deprives his team of 
the Ideal service he can render If 
he could forget the personal fight 
and play the game straight and 
square and fine and according to 
the rules. The moment a player has 
a side Issue in a personal grudge, 
that moment he destroys his effec-
tiveness as a player on the team. 

With that conclusion, which is 
deliberate, it is perfectly clear that 
unsportsmanlike conduct not only 
lowers standards, but actually hurts 
the game arid endangers the team 
on which an individual forgets the 
high standards and opens the 
team immediately to the possibility 
of defeat. "Whom the Gods would 
destroy, they first make mad" is a 
very old quotation. but a very true 
one. An instiution must build up a 
reputation for high-minded conduct 
in every branch of athletics. Per-
sonal differences must not only be 
subordinated. but absolutely elimi-
nated. There is glory enough in 
binning, even If the other side has 
been unsportsmanlike. If you win, 
you can smile and realize that the 
unsportsmanli se conduct on the 
other side probably contributed to 
your winning. 

It is difficult to have a reputa-
tion challenged, even though you 
know In your heart the challenge 
in wrong. Nevertheless, the only 
course to pursue is to set your 
standard a little bit higher and 
work a little more earnestly to see 
that no conduct on your part is 
open to criticism. 

I noticed an editorial in the 
Toreador of last week on the sub-
ject of "Required work". It is very 
gratifying to see that the student 
editor who wrote the editorial had 
come so near the plan toward which 
the administration of the institu-
tion is working. In the new cata-
log there will be more definite cur-
ricula set up so that the freshmen 
will take freshman subjects. sopho-
mores will take sophomore subjects. 
etc. We feel it will systematize the 
work and improve the situation at 
this Institution. The task of shift-
ing credits Is not so serious—we 
think it can be worked out effec-
tively. Summer school this summer 
can be used for making up the one-
third of the year which many stu-
dents lack and for the next year or 
so we shall have make-up courses 
so as to enable those who have been 
irregular in their work to bring up

Cox built a miniature glass re-
frigeration plant. maser Manly 
had an apparatus for turning on 
electric lights by speaking into a 
telephone transmitter: C. E. Mit-
chell reproduced sounds of a piano 
wire through a loud speaker with-
out a microphone: and Billy Ani-
mas caused water to flow uphill. 
Amount of work on the experiment, 
educational value, and application 
of principles of physics governed 
the decision of Judaea. Dean 0. V. 
Adams. C. V. Sullen, and R. C. 
Goodwin. 

Friday from 7 to 11 p. m. ap-
proximately 700 people attended 
the show. Saturday the show ran 
from 1 to 11 p. m. and over 1100 
attended. Students presiding over 
the displays explained to the spec-
tators the methods by which they 
worked.

THE RUN-OFF ELECTION

However. in a peculiar way, this 
particular day is going to be a very 
definite challenge to the student 
body of this institution, and partic-
ularly to the freshman class. If It Is 
conducted In a high-minded way, 
and the reeults reflect credit upon 
the entire institution, we shall all 
be encouraged to look forward to a 
repetition of such an occasion. 
Should there be a failure In this re-
gard and any conduct which does 
not reflect credit on the Institution 
as a whole, we would have to con-
sider seriously abolishing such oc-
casions. 

The students of this Institution 
and other State-supported institu-
tions are supposed to be young men 
and young women who are here for 
a definite purpose. A part of that 
purpose is not only the develop-
ment of their intellectual abilities, 
but in some degree a recognition 
that moral conduct and high-mind-
edness are a part of a college edu-
cation.
