In Mock Presidential FElection

Tech students try again today.

They will be trying to accurately predict the
outcome of the national presidential election 1n
a campus-wide “mock election.”

In a campus election held prior to the 1960
presidential election, Techsans cast 61 per cent
of their vote for Richard Nixon, although the for-
mer vice president lost the election,

A total of 2,434 votes were cast. An even
greater number is expected this year since the
university's enrollment is greater.

The election, which is sponsored by Phi Mu
social sorority, will be run entirely by Tech stu-
dents and it will be conducted similar to national
elections.

US. Needs
1o Look At
Cuban Policy

In a period when American for-
eign relations are being constantly
questioned both at home and
abroad, it is perhaps a most fitting
time to take a long hard look at
some of our present policies
toward an off-shore island—Cuba.

This country needs to decide
whether or not it is going to be
a good guy or a bad guy in its
hemispheric relations.

Approach To Neighbors

Tradition has seen the use of
the bully approach to our relations
with our neighbors to the south,
and all we gained was deep-seated
hatred from the people of the
countries of Latin and South
America.

The new approach has been the
big brother approach, but all we
have managed to achieve with our
bungled attempts at friendship has
been ridicule.

The drawback appears to be the
use of the worst features of both
policy methods, and the combina-
tion of these worst features into
a pitiful policy for dealing with
our hemispheric neighbors.

What The U.S. Has Done

The United States doesn't like
the Castro government in Cuba.
We put him in power, but we don’t
like him—and, of course, we are
the judge of all hemispheric gov-
ernments.

Where this country ever got the
idea that it should be the moral
judge of the world is something of
a mystery, but the feeling still
persists in high circles.

We have tried to starve the
Castro government into submis-
sion, but all we have succeeded in
doing is making the people of Cuba
more firmly loyal to a man who
1S trying to oppose the United
States—which is, after all, trying
to starve the people of Cuba into
submission to our will.

It is time to realize our failure
here, and help the people of Cuba.
Admit Cuba to the Alliance for
Progress. Stop forcing her into an
anomic postposition in the hemis-
phere. And allow food, drugs and
machinery to be shipped to the
island—without horrible outeries of
indignation.

Shipping To Cuba

If the U.S. doesn’t want to ship
to Cuba, all right. But let's stop
trying to prevent the rest of the
world from trading with Cuba—
something which we haven't been
able to effectively prevent anvway.

Cuba is a little island. If we
don’'t want diplomats there, fine—
we can get practically all the in-
formation we need by flying a
plane over the island anyway.

We have banned travel to Cuba.
If conditions are so horrible as we
are told, why make the island that
much more inviting?

To prevent support of the Cuban
economy perhaps? To make the
people of Cuba suffer because we
don't like the government we es-
tablished on the island?

We want to keep Cuban influ-
ence from spreading. Surely the
Organization of American States
can do a fairly sufficient job of
this with only support—instead of
full control—from this nation.

Why penalize the people of the
country for their government, and
why prevent the people from this
country from visiting Cuba?

Easy Solution

Of course, the easy
would be—

Re-establish diplomatic relations
with Cuba (without an extradition
treaty).

Allow several of our really good
wheeler-dealers to escape to the
1sland.

And after Castro has been
wheeled and dealt out of the
island, we can buy the whole
blasted country.

It would save time, effort,
nerves—and then we could have

Student response has proven
that there 1s a demand for jazz
at Texas Tech.

Tech’s jazz trio — now called
The Walter Marlin Trio — has
enlisted, with help from local mu-
sicians, enthusiastic throngs of
Techsans for four consecutive
weekly sessions.

This success is a result of con-
sistent musical excellence, student
interest, and the relaxing atmos-
phere of the Union Piano Lounge.

Jazz at Union sessions is as
contemporary—and as good—as
any generally played by young
musicians anywhere. Notable guest
artists, whose playing styles repre-
sent the crest of expansion of the
modern jazz idiom, have included
Al Beutler, woodwind instrument-

alist and former Stan Kenton
bandsman; local musicians, Jim
Kaye, Bill Mendenhall, and John

Epplin.

After making the first three
sessions with the trio, which was
then without a name, I almost con-
sidered runmning a name-the-band
contest in this column. Then a sign
appeared in the Union, heralding a
new name. It came as a surprise to
Walter Marlin.

“I didn't know I was the leader
until I saw the sign,” he said. “I
was a sort of informal spokesman
for the group, but now I guess it's
official.”

Actually, Marlin, pianist Mike
Ragsdale, and drummer Jim Price
have been playing “off and on”
together since last year; each has
been an earning professional in his
own right,

Hence, when the 19-year-old
bassist was confronted with the
possibility of playing in the Union,
his first consideration was how
much 1t might pay.

“Consider it from a humanitar-
ian viewpoint,” said a friend who
knew there would be no money in-
volved. Next report was that Rags-
dale and Price were “all for it,”
and Mrs. Dorothy Pijan, Union
program director, invented the

name “Piano Lounge” for the ses-
sion site, and the trio was incorpo-
rated into the scope of Union ac-
tivities.

Session atmosphere is growing
favorably “loose" in the course of
the performances—students relax
on couches, or sprawl on the car-
pet. Faculty members often are
present, unobtrusively digging.

It is over when Marlin, lowering
his bass, faces the audience, blinks
lazily, smiles and says, ‘““That’s it."”
