1'hc Unhcr~ity of Houston had 
perhaps the most surprising popu­
lation increase this fall-it expect­
ed to register 15.500. but unex­
pectedly found itself \vith an extra 
1,000 students applying. T\vo of 
every three students applying there 
\\'ere turned do\.\n because of poor 
g1·ades before rcgistra tion even be­
gan. 

Officials attribute the increa.-;e 
to the $250 cut in tuition after 
the school became state-supported 
last vear.

'"i th 5,504 already five days be­
fore registration closed. The school's 

high is 5,!199 students in 1955. 

Southern Methodist University 

expects about 6,000 this fall, com­
pared \\'it h 'I'cxas i\&M's predicted 
8,000. 

No final figure \Vas a\'ailablc on 
Rice's enrollment. but that school 
tu1·ned dO\\'n 2,42 i applicants and 
\\as able lo increase its freshman 
class by only 25 studen ts. 

Total reg1stra1ion at North Texas 
State Unhersity \Vas approximate­
ly 10,500, \\'ith 940 women on a 
\c.•aiting list for a place to live. Ar­
lington State reg~tered about 
10,000, and was forced to schedule 
cla.~es from 8 a .m. to 10 p.m. The 
school says 95 per cent of its class­
room facilities are occupied during 
those hours.
