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KennedyAdministration
Eyes Soviet Wheat Sale

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Kennedy ad-

ministration moved Thursday to clear the way for a
possible offer of the Soviet Union to buy surplus U. S.
wheat to help supplement Russia’s short supply.

AN AIDE TO Secretary of Agriculture Orville
L. Freeman said the administration believes, from con-
tacts that U. S. grain traders have had with the Soviets,

that the Reds would like to acquire American wheat.

But it appeared that Moscow is waiting for clar-
ification of U. S. policy on sales to Communist-bloc
areas before making a firm offer.

THE ADMINISTRATION must decide whether
it will provide wheat to the Soviets at the world price
of $1.30 a bushel which i1s about 60 cents a bushel
below the domestic price, and provide short-term
credit.

The United States presently subsidizes exports of
wheat to bring them down to the $1.30 per bushel
world price level, but is prohibited under export reg-
ulations from making such subsidized wheat sales to
the Soviets.

THE FINAL decision on whether subsidized
wheat would be offered if the Soviet Union wants
to buy will be made at the White House, with the
Agriculture, Commerce and State departments par-
ticipating.

A decision appeared unlikely before next week,
but there is increasing pressure for the administration
to change its trade politics with the Communists.

A Freeman aide said the administration has no
information on how much grain the Soviets want, nor
the conditions under which they want to buy it.

“Anything you can name. You
just write it and I'll sign it.”

That's what Texas Tegh head
coach J T King said about his star
end and All-America candidate,
David Parks, just before the out-
of the 1963 spring training
sessions.

“He's one of those people,” King
continued, “who come along about
every 10 vears to a coach. Usual-
ly, you get a boy with ability and
something else goes wrong — he
flunks out, or he gets lovesick, he
Joses his taste for the game. But

David's still a whole football
player.”
King never tires of talking
about his 6-2, 195-pound two-year
letterman.

Scouts Galore

Pro scouts found a well-worn
path to Lubbock during the reign
of E. J. Holub, but somehow that
path had grown over with weeds
until last spring when the look-
ers came back to stare in be-
wilderment at the Parks’ feats.

“I saw faces I hadn't seen since
Holub was here,” says King.

Parks, a quiet unassuming per-
son, sets no conversational records.
But, he doesn’t need to. With King
around, the name of David Parks

Coach Kingdsn't the only person
that pats Parks on his broad back.
Washington State University's
Clarence Williams, a hard-running,
elusive back in his own right and

an exceptional football player
said:

“That (David) Parks is All-
America material. In fact, he's as

good as Hugh Campbell was {or us

last year IHe's bigeger and
faster than Campbell. He faked
me out twice, and he had me

reaching for the air a couple of
times.” ;

Despite beine double-teamed the
enilre contest, Parks caught four
passes for 55 yards, thereby set-
ting a new Tech record for yard-
age gained receiving In a Yyear.

With nine more collegiate games
to go, Parks i1s already ahead of
record-holder Bake Turner (now
of the New York Jets) in yvardage,
663-647.

Aside from his pass-catching,

Parks made four unassisted
tackles, helped on one and broke
Up a pass.

In reference to the victory, King
said:

“You can't say enough about the
leadership of men like Parks and
(Bill) Shaha.'

~All Conference

Parks’s ability is known all over
the Southwest. In fact, so wide-
spread are his feats, he was one
of the three juniors named to the
1962 Southwest Conference dream
team. The others were Texas
tackle Scott Appleton and tailback
Tommy Ford, also of the Horns.

His talent was so recognized,
that he not only made the team,
but was second only to heralded
Billy Moore of Arkansas in total
votes.

The Abilene senior also tied for
the SWC pass-catching title, as he
snared 32 aerials for 399 yards,

aside from being on five other
statistical listings — punting (he
had a 35.3 average), pass inter-

ception runback yardage (98), he
ran a play [rom scrimmage, threw
a pass and scored two touch-
downs — for the Raiders.

His 98-vard runback of the er-
rant Colorado pass set a new
school record for pass interception
runbacks.

Tech’s All-America aspirant is

not only a talented man at help-
ing his team move the ball, but

also a very powerful man at stop-

ping the other team’s movement.
Defense Man Too
King has Parks playing the rov-

ing (or Monster) man in his de-
fensive alignment, and states that
Parks would start if he never
caught a pass.

Parks has been bedecked with
many honors. He won the annual
Pete Cawthon award for the most
outstanding gridder at Tech and
was named the team'’s outstanding
Iineman last year.

Lubbock’s Avalanche-Journal al-
so awarded Parks the honor of its
lineman of the week award in the
Tech-WSU skirmish. This award
is given weekly to the top Texas
Tech lineman and back by the
staff of the Avalanche.

“A couple of them (the pro
scouts),” says King, ‘‘said Parks
may be the first lineman drafted
in the country. He can play any
one of six spots for the pros —

and of the four secondary spots,
split end and flanker.”
