WES's Window 
Dear Editor, 

Being, 	obviously, 	a 	"dirty- 
mouthed pseudo - sophisticate," I 
find it necessary to disagree with 
"WES's Window," and its author's 
interpretation of treason. The sim- 
ple fact is, it seems to me, that 
it all of us must ateree with Mr. 
Smith to be true patriots, if all 
of us must accept his interpreta-
tion of freedom of speech, if, in 
short, we must all agree that the 
Viet Nam barbaraties are holy, 
then either Mr. Smith or I fail to 
understand the essence of an open, 
pluralistic society. 

That we can carry out a major 
foreign policy commitment which 
is based entirely on power politics, 
while at the same time justifying 
it in terms reminiscent of Woodrow 
Wilson and World War I, would 
seem to me to be somewhat more 
fuzzy minded than the thoughts of 
Mr. Smith's victims. He is correct; 
they are fuzzy minded. But, he is 
correct for the wrong reason. They 
are fuzzy minded because they are 
attempting to protest in moral 
terms. As anyone knows who has 
troubled to think at all about Viet 
Nam, morality has nothing to do 
with our war there. The motive 
force, since we refused to allow 
the elections agreed to in 1954. has 
been power politics. -We continue, 
by escalating the war, to he more 
concerned with power than with 
morality. No one suggests that the 
issue is simple; all of us remember 
Munich, but evidently only a few 
of us remember the dangers in-
volved in escalation. 

The simple fact is that there is 
no cogent debate on Viet Nam. We 
have, instead, only Mr. Smith's  

epithets, the Avalanche-Journal's 
inanities, and draft card burning; 
all of which, it seems to me, fall 
into the same simple-minded cate-
gory. May I suggest further that 
Mr. Smith leave constitutional law 
to the constitutional lawyers and 
tey to find his place in the world 
with Kent Courtney or William F. 
Buckley. I make this statement be-
cause any person who is willing to 
destroy freedom of speech for the 
expediency of the moment cannot 
agree with Voltaire, even if he 
thinks he does. The anti-Viet Nam 
demonstrations are not examples 
of treason; they are instead proof 
that our society is still relatively 
healthy. Dissent, and freedom to 
dissent, seem to me to be the-es-
sence of an open society. If the 
open society has any value, and if 
the war in Viet Nam is being 
fought for any value outside our 
power position in international af-
fairs, then the war is being fought 
so that civil rights, anti-Viet Nam, 
and pro-anything-you-want dem-
onstrations can go on being held. 

I understand that Mr. Smith in-
sists that he defends "the indi-
vidual's right to speak," but I won-
der if an implied accusation of 
treason for those who do speak is 
the best defense of free Speech, I 
also suggest that demonstrations 
are not mob rule, but rather ways 
of making dissident opinions 
known. By all means insist that 
Smith continue his column; the 
laughter, rage, and chagrin it 
elicits are good cathartics on an 
otherwise dead and mundane cam-
pus. But, if you do agree that the 
function of a university is to edu-
cate, you might supply us with 
something of the other side. Smith, 
alone, is indoctrination, and every-
one here knows we have enough 
of that.

International Students Encounter Problems

What's it like to come to a new 
country, enroll under a completely 
different school system and take 
courses in a strange language? 

It can be frightening, agree five 
of Tech's 79 foreign students, es-
pecially if there is no specific 
guide or counselor appointed to 
help the newcomer. 

However, moat of Tech's 79 
foreign students had to lace these 
conditions when enrolling in Tech, 
because the only college official 
appointed to work with them was 
the advisor to foreign students and 
fraternities, ant he was too busy 
to work individually with each 
foreign student during the regis-
tration period. 

The Student Senate, believing 

that international students consti-
tute one of Tech's most ignored 
groups, appointed a committee of 
four to research this area. 

"Tech students should become 
more aware of the needs of the 
foreign students and more actively 
work with them," said-Don Henry, 
chai4man of the committee. "Get-
ting foreign students involved in 
campus organizations and activi-
ties would benefit us as well as 
these foreign students by giving 
Americans a better understanding 
of foreign countries," Henry said. 

Henry's committee is attempting 
to find solutions to the problems 
faced by the foreign students. How-
ever, many of these suggestions 
may come from the foreign stu-
dents themselves. 

For instance, Miss Maria Coelho, 

graduate psychology major from 
Portugal, suggests printing a spe-
cial publication for foreign stu-
dents, a short addition to the Gen-
eral Catalogue outlining small 
details such as grade point aver-
ages, semester hours, withdrawal 
methods, etc., which are well-
known to most Americans but un-
familiar to foreign students. 

Miss Coelho, who entered Tech 
for the first time this fall, relates 
that one of her chief problems in 
America, aside from the language 
barrier, was trying to learn and 
follow all the rules of the college 
during registration, She had no 
printed material soil a counselor to 
help her. 

Another suggestion offered by 
Miss Coelho was a "buddy" system 
between foreign students who have 
already enrolled in Tech and are 
familiar with the system and the 
newcomers. Miss Coelho believes 
foreign students would be more 
effective than Americans for this 
because "they have already been 
here for a semester or more and 
had to face the same problems 
themselves. 

"Also it is difficult for Ameri-
cans to adequately explain their 
school system since they take 
many of the things for granted. 
They do not realize that policies 
which they have known all their 
lives are unfamiliar to the foreign- 
er." 

James Foon-Tong Gee, junior 
electrical engineering major from 
the Republic of China, offered a 
similar suggestion. He too felt that 
one of the main problems faced by 
foreign students was getting use,1 
to new customs and a new school 
system, and that the best way to 
help them was giving them more 
detailed information when they 
first arrived and appointing a stu-  

dent or guide to show them 
around. 

Another problem faced by for-
eign students which Gee thinks 
deserves active attention is the 
closing of dormitories during the 
Christmas holidays. "Many of these 
students who live 5,000 or 10,000 
miles away have nowhere to go 
during the holidays but have to 
move into rented apartments dur-
ing the two-week period anyway." 

"Americans can best help the 
foreign students by being friendly 
to them and making them feel at 
home," said Omar Pastrana, soph-
omore animal husbandry major 
from Colombia. Pastrana said 
Americans have been very friendly 
to him. 

Although he does not participate 
in many campus activities, Pa-
strana says it is  not because stu-
dents do not encourage him to do 
so but because he does not have 
time after studying and working 
part-time. 

Abdol Vatan, junior architecture 
major frcm Iran, offered a solution 
for the language barrier, which 
seemed to be one of the chief 
problems faced by all of the foreign 
students. His sugriestion—an Eng-
lish course for foreign se dents 
which .voUld replace freshman 

ere - 	o'fre•ed 
at Paris Junior College, which 
Vatan attended during his fresh-
man year, and is offered by sever-
al other universities. "Many foreiel 
students are uneele to keep up wit e 
the Americans in freshman Eng-
lish," he said. 

Vatan also suggested a guided 
tour around campus for foreign 
students to show them all the 
buildings and also many places in 
Lubbock. "When I first arrived on 
•arnpus, I didn't know the college 
had an infirmary," he said. "Nor 

did I know where to find Lubbock 

hospitals and the first time I got 

sick I had a hard time finding a 

hospital," he added. 

Vatan also cited the closing of 
the dorms during Christmas as one 
of the main problems faced by 
foreign students and urged that 
something be done about this. 

Jorge Garges, sophomore indus- 
trial engineering major from Cuba, 
agreed with the other four that 
one of the best ways to help 
foreign students was to have a 
group of American students give 
them advice and explain American 
customs to them. 

The Senate's Foreign Students 
Committee has met with several 
international students to find out 
their suggestions but is also asking _ 
for suggestions from other Tech-
sans. "I believe foreign students 
are one of the most ignored groups 
on campus and hope the student 
body will work more closely with 
them and help solve some of their 
problems in the future," Henry 
said.
