Tech's department of architecture 
received College Coordinating Board 
approval last week for an ad-
ministrative name change to the 
Division of Architecture within the 
College of Engineering. 

Dr. William Webb, acting com-
missioner of the board, said action on 
requests for divisional reorganization 
within the College of Arts and Sciences 
will not be considered until the board's 
regularly scheduled meeting April 23. 

Approval for the architecture name 
change came last week rather than at 
the April meeting, Webb said, because 
no additional money or staff needs were 
involved in setting up the division. 

THE CHANGE IS strictly an ad-
ministrative name change to give the 
department identity within its 
professional field and as a step toward 
an eventual Tech School of Ar-
chitecture, independent of the 
Engineering College, according to Dr. 
William Johnson, Tech vice president 
for academic affairs. 

Johnson said the change will involve 
no reorganization of the college until 
school status is requested and ap-
proved. 

Tech's request for four divisions to be 
created within the College of Arts and 
Sciences will, however, involve 
reorganization of the college and ad-
ditional money and staff needs, 
Johnson said. 

ACTION ON THE request for the 
organization of Divisions of Fine Arts, 
Communications, Sciences and 
Mathematics, and Social Sciences and 
Humanities will not come until the 
April meeting. 

Tech requested the change to 
promote interdepartmental and in-
terdisciplinary activities of closely 
related departments and to provide 
more visibility for the individual 
specialized areas, Johnson said. 

According to the request submitted to 
the board, the Division of Fine Arts will 
include only the current departments of

The City is not doing enough to help 
students, according to Nephtali 
DeLeon, city council candidate.

"We should alternate both types of 
government every five to ten years to 
diffuse the base rule of government 
when each becomes corrupt," DeLeon 
said. 

credit, holding mock city elections 
where actual issues are discussed and 
establishing a Tech student to be mayor 
of the day. 

DELEON SAID he would like to 
establish a Citizens Advisory Com-
mittee to advise city hall and which 
would be represented equitably in the 
community. 

Discussing crime, he feels that 
government itself, the court system, is 
so currupt it can't ask citizens to 
respect the law. 

"Government shows very little 
respect for the law," DeLeon said. 
"When government becomes 
responsible we can deal with it."

Representatives of the city and 
members of the board denied 
knowledge of any attempts by city 
officials to withhold information during 
the planning stages of the project. Most 
of them said the project had been 
routinely publicized. 

"I think it was as well publicized as it 
could have been with open board 
meetings in which the project, along 
with other agenda items, was 
discussed," Wood said. 

Betty Wheeler, a member of the 
utility board, said, "The handling of the 
project was very definitely open and 
above board. There was no attempt to 
cover up. If there had been, I would 
probably have resigned from the 
board." 

The board is composed of community 
persons to provide input on the 
citizens's perspective, she said. 

She was outspoken in her opposition 
to the proposed route along 34th Street, 
believing it would be detrimental to the 
beautification of the city and hazardous 
to motorists. 

WHEELER SAID she eventually 
supported the proposed route because it 
seemed the most economical and 
practical. 

She said board meetings were open to 
the public and the possible routes were 
discussed during those meetings. 

The available information indicates 
the project was discussed openly, 
beginning in the fall of 1974.

The 90-foot utility poles have been 
installed on 34th Street. The tran-
smission lines are being hung. The 34th 
Street controversy is over. 

The city's announcement last sum-
mer that the line would be run caused 
an outcry by some 34th Street mer-
chants. 

Most people on both sides of the 
controversy conceded a power line was 
needed. Engineers had set the summer 
of 1977 as the time when Lubbock 
Power and Light's (LP&L) capacity to 
serve effectively all its customers 
would become questionable. 

VAUGHN HENDRIE, public in-
formation officer for the city, said the 
power line is essential, especially as a 
power source during emergencies, for 
the central part of the city and for Tech. 

The angry merchants cited what they 
considered a contradiction between the 
proposed line and their recent attempts 
to upgrade their street aesthetically. 

City Planning Director Jim Bertrand 
had anticipated the merchant's feelings 
in a memo to LP&L Director Bill Wood 
in December, 1974, eight months before 
the controversy came to light. In the 
memo, Bertrand warned that the line 
conflicted with 34th Street merchants' 
attempts to beautify the street. 

BERTRAND SAID later that, though 
he had been speaking in the memo from 
a technical standpoint, he thought "the 
presence of those poles was going to get 
up the ire of those merchants." 

The line also conflicted, merchants 
said, with the city's sign ordinance. The 
ordinance required, among other 
things, that billboards and large free -
standing signs be removed from many 
parts of the city. At the time the or-
dinance was passed, in June of 1975, 
council members cited its aesthetic 
value to the city. 

"The paradox is the aesthetics 
issue," according to Robert E. Rapier, 
an architect with an office on 34th 
Street. "The city was inconsistent." 

MERCHANTS ALSO complained 
about the low key publicity given the 
project. 

Merchants attending a City Council 
meeting Aug. 29, 1975, said they had 
learned of the routing of the power line 
along 34th Street only two weeks 
earlier. 

The construction contract for the line 
was authorized by the City Council Aug. 
14, 1975 Wood said. 

The project may have been a surprise 
to the merchants, but it had been under 
consideration by the Electric Utility 
Board for about a year. 

THE BOARD is a second-level, 
policy-making body which makes 
recommendations to the City Council, 
according to Jack Powers, chairman of 
the board. 

The power line had been discussed in 
board meetings throughout the fall of 
1974, according to Betty Wheeler, a 
board member. 

LP&L engineers recommended the 
34th Street route for the power line to 
City Council members in a memo dated 
Dec. 20, 1974.

The Toreador has failed to find this week, a 
single student who will admit he has ever been 
directly taught atheism and infidelity in this 
institution. Furthermore, the speaker would 
quote no names connected with the accused 
teaching which certainly was an indication that 
his facts were none too well founded. 

But if we should sweep everthing else aside 
and grant for argument's sake to the Lubbock 
pastor that atheism and infidelity are being 
taught at Texas Tech, it cannot be denied that 
the local pastor used very undiplomatic means in 
trying to get the facts settled. The Toreador is 
certain that a pulpit is no place to unearth 
criticism but rather a place for the preaching of 
the Gospel. There were various other means of

Non - accreditation — a 
situation existing in the social 
welfare program of the 
sociology department — may 
adversely affect students

Deadline for filing for 

Residence Halls Association 
( RHA) executive offices is 
March 30, 5 p.m., at the 
Housing Office. Students will 
vote during the evening meal 
in the dorms April 8. Dorm 
officer elections will take 
place during the evening meal 
April 13. 

Barbara Milner, traffic and 
parking counselor, spoke to 
RHA members at their 
meeting Wednesday night to 
find out how they feel about 
the present dorm parking 
system and the feasibility of 
going back to the system used 
about six years ago. 

The past system, according 
to Milner, provided that all 
dorm students received 
permits, regardless of 
available space, and the 
overflow could park without 
being cited in the commuter 
lots. 

RHA OFFICIALS at that 
time requested a change to the 
present system in which dorm 
students may purchase 
parking stickers until the lot is 
filled and the overflow can 
either purchase commuter 
stickers or park off-campus. 

RHA decided to get feed- 

graduating from the program 
unless it is corrected, ac-
cording to Jerry Matthews, 
director of the program and 
assistant 	professor 	of 
sociology. 

The rating was received in 

back from the individual 
dorms on the matter. 

In other actions, RHA 
president Ruth Foreman 
congratulated Gordon Hall for 
its work with the ad-
ministration on changing the 
route of the campus loop 
system.

Members also passed a 
motion to send two executive 
officers to the 1976 Mid-
western Affiliate of College 
and University Residence 
Halls. 

Alcohol petitions are still 
being circulated in the dorms.

May 1975 from the Council on 
Social Work Education 
ICSWE ), accrediting body for 
all graduate and un-
dergraduate social work 
programs, Matthews said. 

Several reasons for the non-
accreditation decision were 
given by the CSWE, including 
the need for additional courses 
and faculty members, he said. 

FIVE NEW courses have 
been added and two other 
courses 	upgraded 	to 
strengthen the curriculum, 
Matthews explained.  

New courses include social 
welfare (SW) 232, social 
service and delivery stystem; 
SW 331, social work com-
munication; SW 334, group 
work and community 
organization methods; SW 
335, human behavior and the 
social environment; and SW  

431. seminar in social policy 
and social legislation, he said. 

Field experience I and II 
have been upgraded and 
raised to senior level, with the 
courses carrying increased 
hour credit and involvement 
in field work, Matthews said. 

A PROCEDURE for con-
trolling admission into the 
program has been developed, 
he said, because student 
growth rate has outstripped 
that of the faculty. Sociology 
students must apply for the 
social welfare program in the 
spring semester of their 
sophomore year while taking 
SW 232, he explained, and are 
judged by three criteria in-
cluding academic record, 
motivation and potential. 

A minor in sociology is 
required, he said. 

"From our interpretation of 
the standards, the only 
problem that appears to  

remain is inadequate faculty 
resources," Matthews said. 
"The program needs a 
minimum of one additional 
faculty member, and could 
use two," he said. 

WITHOUT accreditation, 
students graduating from the 
program face two years of 
graduate school as compared 
with one year if the program is 
accredited, he said. Students 
who enter the public welfare 
field are hired at a lower entry 
level and salary if the 
program' is non-accredited, 
Matthews said. 

Several areas of social 
services, such as those in 
hospitals, he explained, 
require that workers come 
from accredited programs. 

"We hope to get on the 
agenda for the June meeting 
of the CSWE," Matthews said. 
"If Tech's program is ac-
cepted for review and receives 
accredited status, May  

graduates will be all right. 
This decision would be 
retroactive to December 1975 
graduates." 

THE SOCIAL welfare 
program, established as a 
separate major within the 
sociology department in 
January 1970, operated under 
approved status from the 
CSWE from June 1971-May 
1975, he said. 

New standards for ac-
creditation were introduced 
by the CSWE in July 1974, and 
an application was submitted 
for Tech's program at that 
time, Matthews said. 

Students in the program 
submitted a petition earlier 
this year, one graduating 
senior said. 

"Some of us are wondering 
if our degree is worth the 
paper it's printed on," the 
student said. "When we went 
into the program, it was ap-
proved. Now it isn't." 

NEWS BRIEFS 

French premier blasts America 
PARIS (AP) — Premier Jacques Chirac blasted what he 

termed "uncalled for" American intervention in French 
internal affairs Thursday while U.S. Ambassador Kenneth 
Rush met with Socialist leader Francois Mitterand, repor-
tedly for the third time in 18 months. 

Mitterand attacked what he said were President Ford's 
"particularly unwarranted remarks" about French 
domestic politics. 

Warnings from Ford, Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger and American diplomats that Communist par-
ticipation in a future French left wing coalition government 
would be viewed with disfavor in Washington have led to an 
upraor among French politicians. 

The U.S. Embassy in Rome, uneasy over possible par-
ticipation by Communists in an Italian government, repeated 
a similar warning to Italian officials Thursday. 

Italy leans toward Communism 
ROME (AP) — Premier Aldo Moro's Christian 

Democrats, plagued by economic crisis and Communist 
electorial gains, appeared Thursday to be edging toward an 
accommodation with the powerful Communist party. 

The U.S. Embassy repeated Washington's opposition to a 
Communist role in government here. 

In fast moving political developments, the Christian 
Democrats, dominant but declining, opened a crucial party 
congress expected to determine the role of the Communists, 
Italy's second largest party, in the immediate future. 

At the congress, the Christian Democrats acknowledged 
the growing strength of the Communists, who took a third of 
the vote in recent regional elections and spoke of the need to 
check out the moral conduct of politicians in the wake of the 
Lockheed payoff scandal. 

CAB conducts Callaway inquiry 
WASHINGTON (AP) — The Civil Aeronautics Board 

Thursday announced an inquiry into its waiver of charter 
flight regulations to benefit Howard H. Callaway's ski resot, 
and White House sources indicated Callaway will be replaced 
permanently as President Ford's campaign manager. 

One White House official said he understood "it's all a 
question of timing" as to when to announce a shift in the 
campaign hierarchy. Other sources said it is virtually a 
foregone conclusion that Rogers C.B. Morton ultimately will 
succeed Callaway. 

The reports came as the CAB announced it is looking into 
the circumstances of its waivers granted since 1969 per-
mitting charter flights to destinations near the Colorado ski 
resort owned by Callaway and his brother-in-law. 

A CAB official said the waivers have been renewed 
several times and expire this April 30, when they probably 
will not be renewed because a recent change in the agency's 
charter regulations will permit the flights without waivers.

Rural relief subject of book by vice president 
A South Plains rural relief 

project during the Great 
Depression is the subject of an 
award - winning article 
written by Dr. William R. 
Johnson, Tc^h vice president 
for academic affairs. 

"Rural Rehabilitation in the 
New Deal: The Ropesville 
Project" is the title of the 
article, which appeared in the 
January issue of "South-
western Historical Quar-
terly." Johnson received the 
first Ernest Wallace Award, 
presented by the Texas State 
Historical Association 
(TSHA) for the best article 
about Indians or the High 
Plains during the last year. 
Wallace is a Horn professor of 
history at Tech and vice 
president of TSHA. 

In the article Johnson traces 
development of the Ropesville 
project, part of a federally -
funded program to aid the 
poor of rural areas. 

During 1934, a Lubbock 
group led by Chamber of 
Commerce Manager A. B. 
Davis submitted a proposal to 
take 100 families from in-
dustrial areas and relocate 
them in a farm community. 
The Lubbock group believed 
that many people on urban 
relief roles would be eager for 
an opportunity to secure a 
farm. 

In August, 1934, members of 
the Texas Rural Com- 
munities, 	Inc., 	visited 
Washington to seek funds to 
support rural relief. Texas 
Rural Communities was a 
state - funded organization 
designed to help persons cope 
with problems of rural 
rehabilitation. 

Lawrence Westbrook and 
Harry Hopkins of the Federal 
Emergency Relief Agency 
guaranteed $1.2 million for 
rural relief projects in

were among the highest 
achievers in Ropesville 
schools. 

The project families 
developed a higher standard 
of living than they had known 
before being chosen for the 
project. In her 1940 report, a 
home economist told of one 
family that stored 70 pounds of 
vegetables, canned 215 quarts 
of vegetables, 34 quarts of 
tomatoes, 51 quarts of relish, 
420 quarts of fruit, 40 quarts of 
jelly and jam and butchered 
two hogs and a beef.

Nacogdoches, Mexia, Wichita 
Falls 	and 	Lubbock 
( Ropesville is in the southeast 
corner of Hockley county on 
Highway 82 between Lubbock 
and Brownfield). Previously, 
a similar project had been 
completed in Woodlake. 

The federal government 
paid $25 an acre for 4,000 acres 
of the Ellwood Estate in 
Hockley County, near 
Ropesville. The land was 
divided into 120-acre farms, 
with 60 acres of each farm 
planted in cotton. 

A local advisory committee 
composed of Davis, Tech 
President Bradford Knapp, 
Judge R. C. Hopping and other 
prominent Lubbock citizens 
aided in the project's plan-
ning. 

During the fall of 1935, 
construction contractors 

continued to prosper until it 
ended in 1943. Government 
officials had decided to con-
centrate all available funds 
and personnel on the war 
effort. The 76 remaining 
project farmers were allowed 
to purchase their farms for 
$31.40 per acre. 

In his evaluation of the New 
Deal community program, 
Johnson said the Ropesville 
project and similar efforts 
were not an adequate solution 
to the overall problem of rural 
poverty. He said not enough 
persons were served. 

began work on 22 farm units 
on the Ropesville project. 
Eleven units already existed 
on the Spade Ranch. Each unit 
included a house, barn, 
poultry house and toilet pit. 

The advisory committee 
selected 33 families from 
more than 1,000 applicants. 
Families selected were from 
West Texas and were familiar 
with farming techniques of the 
area. According to one 
original tenant, committee 
members wanted to know "if 
you were a pretty good far-
mer, if you were stable, if you 
paid your debts, and if you 
were broke." 

By the end of 1939, the 
project had expanded to 81 
farms. Project families 
organized their own com-
munity governing bodies and 
social events. The children

The 
tune turned into a jam which 
featured sparkling solos by 
each musician and was 
highlighted by a spectacular 
battle of the drums which was

Be Unbroken," which led to 
the most ironic part of the 
entire evening.

jeers, hoots, incessant talking 
and a general disregard for a 
gallant performance. 

Our Gangs' set included 
tunes for everyone —
providing they were willing to 
listen — such as the classic 
"San Antonio Rose," the 
gentle "Tennessee Waltz," 
and the high flying "Dixie 
Chicken."

I'd heard some people 
compare Nelson to Bob Dylan 
because they both tell stories, 
but there the similarity ends. 
Dylan's Rolling Thunder 
Revue completely outclasses 
Nelson's Rolling Blunder 
Revue. Willie's music wasn't 
that bad, he just played it 
wrong. A medley of ballads 
which seemed to last forever 
quickly lost the attention of 
the rowdy crowd, and from 
then on, rudeness reigned. 

The Coca-Cola people must 
have made a deal with 
Pinkie's because it seemed all 
the head rowdies were con-
suming Coke at a rapid rate, 
all the while becoming in-
creasingly indignant. Willie 
fought back with the popular 
"Good Hearted Woman" and 
his Grammy Award-winning

The Tigers then regrouped 

following a time-out and 
quickly got a three-point lead 
30-27 as hot shooting Willie 
Smith caught fire. Smith hit 
four straight buckets, all from 
the 25-foot range, to give 
Missouri a 35-30 lead with 3:54 
left in the first half. 

The Raiders were in the one-
and-one situation for the last 
seven minutes of the first half 
but couldn't get a free throw to 
fall. Missouri kept up the 
rapid fire pace and went to the 
locker room with a 45-36 
halftime bulge. 

The second half got worse 
before it got any better as far 
as the Raiders were con-
cerned. Anderson hit two easy 
lay-ins and Claybon boxed out 
for a rebound two-pointer and 
the Tigers were cruising away 
with a 55-38 lead. 

Mizzou's Smith continued to 
shoot the eyes out of the 
bucket and they maintained a 
59-44 lead with 14:12 to go.

LOUISVILLE - Missed

Bullock had only two 
fouls in the first half but 
picked up his third and fourth 
within a four minute span 
early in the second half. Then, 
one minute after he was 
whiltled down with his fourth, 
the Bull was whistled down for 
hooking and exited the game 
with more than eight minutes 
to go. There was 8:46 left to go 
and Tech was trailing 64-54. 
The Raiders closed the gap to 
seven at 77-70 but that was as 
close as they would get the 
rest of the way. 

The Raiders were stiff in the 
opening minutes of the game 
and the Tigers jumped out to 
a quick 4-0 lead. 	Grady 
Newton and Mike Russell 
narrowed the gap on a 15-
footer by Mark Anderson. 

Russell then gave a preview 
of what was to come, as he 
was fouled by Anderson.
