Nine Men Students And Two 
Co-Eds Enter Rare For Pub-
lication Posts In Election 
Monday And Tuesday 

To Vote By Ballot 

Funeral services were held Tues-
day morn ng at 10 o'clock for Mrs. 
Jesse Mcllhaney, 20, of 1906 Ave-
nue N. who was fatally injured 
when struck by a passing automo-
bile Sunday afternoon at 6:15 
o'clock in front of the First Baptist 
church. 

The young woman was active In 
Baptist circles, and was a junior 
student In tine home economics 
school. She and Mellhaney had 
been married since September, 1930. 

Mrs. Menhaney and her husband 
had get out of the car. parked at 
the north curb on Main street 
acmes from the First Baptist 
church, and had started around the 
car to cross the street. 

Carl Turner, driver of the auto-
mobile which struck Mrs. Wilim-
ey. was traveling west on Main 
street, and due to the sun blinding 
him at that hour of the day. he did 
not see Mrs. McIlhaney when she 
stepped out into the street. Police 
questioned Turner. who lives four 
miles aouthwest. of Lubbock, and 
witnesses. and reported the accident 
unavoidable. 

Pushed In Front of Car 
Pushed In front of the heavy 

coupe for about 20 feet. Mrs. Me-
Ilhaney suffered a fractured skull. 
severely lacerated scalp. crushed 
left chest, broken left thigh, and 
severe body lacerations and bruises. 

Mrs. Mcilhaney was struck at 1:15 
and was taken to the West Texas 
hospital by a Sanders ambulance.

New For Old 
The ancient Aids at the foot of 

the hill of Cronus is exchanged in 
1932 for a modern city with its 
never-ending line of habitations.

—spreading from mountains to sea. 
from see to desert, end from desert 
to orchard-covered plain. 

The rude Stade is, in the case of 
fencing. exchanged for the 8300.000 
Olympic Fencing Pavilion. capable 
of housing several thousand on-
lookers. and flooded with light 
through a glass roof installed at a 
seat of $150,000.

Educators Say 
Character Is 
Not Stressed 

Dr. Burma States That Modern 
Trends Of Education Do Not 
Develop The Student; Tech 
Officials Attend Meet 

One of the outstanding speeches 
at the meeting of the Association 
of Texas colleges in Dallas last 
week-end concerned "Moder n 
Trends in Higher Education," by 
President J. H. Burma of Trinity 
university, according to Tech exe-
cutives returning from there Sun-
day. 

It is the belief of President Bur-
ma that tax-payers and the gen-
eral public are taking a critical at-
titude toward modem colleges with 
the idea that higher education is 
not sufficiently stressing character 
development. and placing too much 
emphasis on the scholastic side of 

life. 
- Another feature of the meeting 
that included all colleges of Texas. 
was the setting of standards for 
those institutions wills rating ac- 
cording to first. second. and third 
classes. Dean J. M. Gordon. of 
Tech, was one of the members on 
the committee to net these qualifi-
cations, 

President Bennet Sheet Oklaho- 
ma university, suggested that a 
regional southwestern association 
of colleges, including Texas, Okla-
homa. New Mexico. and Arkansas, 
be organized, since these four 
states are more closely connected 
with each other than with the 
Southern and Northern conferences 
to which they belong. A committee 
was authorized to make preliminary 
discussion on tentative plans for 
such an organization. and definite 
moves  will be taken concerning 
those plans at the meeting next
