Although sheep shearing has been 
In progress for some time in vari-
ous parts of the state, because of the 
cod weather this Is postponed on 
the plains until the latter part of 
Mos Professor Stengel said. Col-
lege sheep are being sheared this 
week. 

Because of the sand, West Texas 
wool has • been thought to shrink 
snore than wool from other parts of 
the state. Therefore, in order to 
definitely determine the average 
shrinkage of fleece produced on the 
plains, the department is securing 
data on a number of fleeces from 
each of the three breeds owned by 
the college. 

The fleeces will be sent to the 
wool scouring plant at A. and M. 
college where the shrinkage will be 
determined. This will also in a way 
decide whether or not the wool in-
dustry will be profitable in Well 
Texas, Stengel concluded .
