Semester's 
Enrollment 
Sets Record 

Entrance of 409 Students 
Cracks 2000 Mark As 
New Record of 236 Is 
Reached 

Growth Gradual 
New Mark Almost Twice 

Enrollment of Tech In 
First Year; Figures -
Are Tabulated 

With registration of 409 new stu-
dents In Texas Tech for the second 
semester, enrollment figurer, for 
the first time this session exceeded 
the 2,000 mark, according to fig-
ures released yesterday from the 
president's office. 

The official figures, subject to 
change as a few late entrants reg-
ister, show Tech to have 2,061 stu-
dents registered for the second m-
olester. 

2.4. For New Record 
Four hundred ninenew entrants 

for the new semester, with the 
1,956 here for the fall session, bring 
a new all time record for the col- 
lege. The total Is 2365 students for 
the whole year. 

Comparison with enrollment fig-
ures of past years shows a slight 
Increase over total registration for 
the 1932-33 session, when 2332 to-
dent were entered. 

At the same time, the records 
show the latest Spire to have al-
most doubled that of Tech's first 
student body, when the college was 
established in 1925. The first en-
rollment was 1043. 

Growth Gradual 
Tabulation of the figures shows 

growth of the college to have been 
gradual, with slight increases dur- 
ing the nine years of Tech's exis- 
tence, and only a minor setback 
dating from depression times. 

The records show the greatest 
single gain in 1926-27, the school's 
second long session, when enroll-
ment jumped from the original 
1043 to 1533. Another gain was 
shown In 1927-28, when 1682 enter-
ed; and the 2000-mark was first 
cracked during the next year with 
a record of 2088. The peak year, 
preceding latest figures, was In 
1929-30, when 2353 were on hand. 
During succeeding sessions, the col-
lege did well to hold its own with 
slight drops. There were 2319 in 
1930-31. 2155 in 1931-32, and 2332 for 

1932-33.

When 
he became so old that he wee no 
longer able to vlalt his friends, he 
continued to send them messages. 
The German peasants often called 
on their St. Valentine for relief 
from epilepsy. 

The English peaaants believed 
that birds chose their mates at the 
Valentine season. And both Shake-
speare and Chaucer speak of St. 
Valentine's day as a time when 
every bird chose his mate. 

New CWA 
Plan Allots 

Aid to Tech 
students Unable To At-

tend College Because 
Of Lack Of Funds Are 
To Get Federal Aid 

Many Apply 
Wage Scale of 30 Cants 

Per Hour Announced; 
180 Jobs Are Created 
For Tech 

Civil Works Administration aid 
extended to Texas Tech students 
last week with grant of jobs for 
180 student employees. 

With a monthly payroll of $2700, 
the CWA student relief was .till 
being distributed and adjuatments 
being made early this week. Ap-
plication blanks were Issued and 
accepted at the college Information 
office. 

Slaty Per Cent Men 
Provisions far distribution of the 

jobs ruled that 80 per cent mast 
use men employees, the remaining 
40 per cent being held open for 
women students. Another restric-
tion provided that "at least 25 per 
cent" of the position. must go to 
new students. 

Under rulings of the CWA ad-
ministration, the relief work Is 
open onie to students who are un-
able to the eol1ege ,  withont 
Its assistance. 

Fifteen dollars was the monthly 
limit set for salary of any one em-
ploy. The wag

a 
 e scale is 30 cents 

per hour, with m.itnum of 50 
hours per month. 

Jobs Pay Tuition 
Payment of salaries will be hand-

led through the college business of-
flee, which will receive the funds 
from federal administrators of the 
college relief program. 

In connection with the CWA 
jobs, applicants accepted were al-
lowed to register in most cases 
without payment of tuition. The 
understanding was that fees would 
come out of the first monthly 
checks. 

Every school of the college, us 
well as the administrative offices, 
is represented on the list of jobs 
Created by CWA relMf. The orig-
inal listing, which is still being re-
duced and shifted to conform to 
federal restrictions shows jobs in 
the following divisions (number of 
employees is tentative):

But after some care-

ful calculations I have arrived at the conclusion 

that if each of these countryfied scribes had 

bought a set of Shaw, it would have exhausted 

the gold and credit supply of the world some 

thirteen times over. I dislike to use such ugly 

words but I fear that our rural editors never both-

ered to read Shaw. Their equipment for their 

task reminds me of that of some British jouinalists 

I know.

CWA Aid For College 
Students 

  

One of the finest impetus to college educa-

tion of the country is the $5,000,000 school fund 

set aside by the Civil Works Administration, for 

the purpose of helping students already in college 

to finish their education. 

The stipulations set out to govern the pro-

gram include: Equitable division between sexes. 

That the pay shall not be less than 30 cents an 

hour, and that no student shall work more than 

30 hours in any week or 8 hours in any day. 

That $15 a month is the average amount to be 

earned by students, while the total amount will 

range from $10 to $20—the latter figure being 

the maximum. That not more than 75 per cent 

of the funds allotted to any institution shall be 

paid to students who were regularly enrolled in 

some college during January, 1934. That the 

institution is of a collegiate or university charac-

ter. That the student's financial status shall be 

such as to make impossible his attendance at col-

lege without this aid. 

The fund strikes a pleasant tone for the stu-

dents of Texas Tech as approximately 180 jobs 

will be available, of which 40 per cent will be 

given to girl students, The jobs will cover a 

wide range including planting of trees, painting 

of furniture, making a complete survey of the 

campus and farm, drafting, and clerical work. 

How the plan will work out is hard to say. 

But more interest has been shown by the students 

in the colleges of the Southwest than any oth er 
college employment issue of recent years. One
