Chinese Plants Are 
Sent Here By USDA 

Professor C. E. Russell. head of 
the horticulture department. receiv-
ed 12 plants from the United States 
Department of Agriculture last 
Tuesday. The plants are natives 
of Southeast China. 

The plants received are as fol-
lows. One hybrid Simon plum; one 
hybrid quince; two ftrethornes; 
four cotoneasters, Iwo different sae 
riet.Ms; and two smoke trees, or 
sumacs. 

The Department of Agriculture 
sends out a number of trees each 
year to different parts of the coun-
try in order to find out the climate 
which is most suitable for them . 
The Chinese elms which arc so 
common In Lubbock were brought 
here on a similar experiment, ac-
cording to Frank Hughes, sienlOC 
horticulture major.

Knapp Talks 
To Teachers 
At Ft. Worth 

Tech President Discusses A 
Fundamental Principle Of 
American Government; Need 
Of Education Stressed 

Ideals Listed 
Democracy And Education 

Have Been Associated To-
gether In History; Needs Of 
West Texas Discussed 

Dr. Bredlord Knapp. in his ad-
drees delivered before the Fort 
Worth teachers on February 16, 
sold is part "Education has been 
a fundamental principle of our 
form of government in America 
since the very beginning. Democ-
racy and education have been close-
ly associated" 

"When I think of our present 
feeling of poverty and the present 
criticism of education, and the al-
most apparent willingness of our 
people to see the schools sacrific-
ed. I think of the old statement 
made by Governor Aycock of North 
Carolina years ago, when he was 
trying to bring about a better sys-
tem of education for his state. 
They told him that North Carolina 
was too poor to afford better 
schools. His answer was 'We are

the next generation is going to 
have the intelligence and skill 
which we may have lacked in some 
of the problems of our day and 
time the surest guarantee that the 
problems will be wisely and well 
solved is to be found in the largest 
possible education of our youth of 
this generation." 

Elements Listed 
Elements of agood education ac- 

cording to Dr. Knapp, are: first, 
skill and knowledge of the use cf. 
the English language; second, a 
good knowledge of the history of 
our civilization; third. a thorough 
understanding of our government; 
fourth. training in economics one 
sociology; fifth, a student out to 
be prepared for life with some 
knowledge of health, hygiene, foods. 
nutrition diseases and their pre-
vention: sixth, some subjects ought 
to be taken for their pure cultural 
value in the development of indi-
vidual knowledge and appreciation 
of art, literature. foreign languages 
and the esthetic side of life, for 
pure intellectual enjoyment; sev-
enth, beyond these there ought to 
be a training for a definite life 
work, in some technical pursuit or 
professional line which will fit the 
student to perform service In a,n 
organteed sodety. We cannot all 
be teachers nor lawyers one doc-
tors—there must be farmers, engi-
neers. mechanics, business men, 
artists, builders and even states-
men. 

Dr. Knapp further discussed the 
need of developing our educational 
institutions in West Texas.

Fatal; Dohoney 
Dies Last Night 

E. L. Dohoney Succumbs To 
Attack At 6:30 P. M. Yes-
terday; Funeral Arrange-
ments Not Decided 

E. L. Dohoney, Texas Tech regis-
trar, died unexpectedly in his home 
teat night. at 8,30 o'clock as a re-
sult of a heart attack. Mr. Do-
honey became ill yesterday after-
noon. but was told by the attend-
ing phealcian that it was not ger-
lout. 

He is survived by his wife, two 
daughters. and one son; Ann, the 
youngest daughter is a freshman in 
Tech; Mrs. Warren Dale. the oldest 
child, of Houston; and Alfred, the 
son, who is working for a utilities 
company in Houston. 

Mr. Dohoney, who was 61. had 
spent most of his life In educational 
work. He was born in Paris. Texas, 
and received his early education 
there. His A. B. degree was received 
from the University of Texas and 
his M. A. from Tech. His first 
teaching position was In Parts. He 
was later superintendent of schools 
in Vernon and Amarillo. 

Mr. Dohoney came to Tech the 
first year it owned in 1925 and has 
acted as registrar here ever since. 
During the early years of Tech he 
was very active in organizing the 
athletic department and getting it 
started. He has taken part in all 
school activities. 

Funeral arrangements under the 
direction of the Rix Funeral home, 
have not been definitely decided on.

Subject Rats To 
Diet Experiment 

Pour cages of rata are the sub-
jects of an experiment on the ad-
tantages of good diet being carded 
out by Miss Jonrde McCrery s nutrl• 
lion class In the home economics 
school .  

The rats are paired according to 
sex and age and each pair is fed 
a different diet. Reactions of the 
rata to each diet are measured by 
comparison to the reactions at a 
pal: which Is on a control coet. 

One cage of rats ,5 being fed on a 
typical American dietary consisting 
of meat, potatoes, fate, and sweets. 
Another pair Is kept on a like fare 
with an addition of green vegetables 
and milk. Mist McCrery says the 
rats fed on the latter diet are pros-
log decidedly superior to health or,' 
vitality. The reactions of the third 
pair, which Is being kept on a vita-
min B deficiency diet. are being 
watched carefully. 

The experiment 0711 be continued 
more extensively next term lu an 
attempt to prove the nutritional 
value In certain types of food, Miss 
McCrery stated.

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Tech Student Is Victim Of Hit And 
Run Driver; Pre-Law Posse Arrests 

Charles Cobb; Trial Date Is Named 
F. H. Heidel. a sophomore 

,pre-law student at Tech, was 
- fatally injured Wednesday 
. evening at 6 o'clock by a tilt-

and-run driver while he was 
crossing College Avenue return-
mg to work at the Hilton Hotel 
from a class at Tech. Mr.. 
Heldel was Immediately taken 
to the West Texas Hospital 
where he was given emergency 
treatment. An x-ray revealed 

_ that a broken rib had puny.- 
attired his right ling. and that 
Ale had suffered concussion of 
the brain. in addition to In-

. temal injuries. He lived only 
'two hours after reaching the 
hospital. Artificial respiration, 

• furnished by friends for two 
hours, proved futile. 

Mr. Heide i's parents have 
been notified, but no funeral 
arrangements have been made. 

Charles Cobb was recognized 
as the driver of the car that 
struck Mr. Heldel by Max 
Louglunlller, Odle Hood, Eva 
Ruth Brady, and L. Waldrip, 
eye-witnesses, to the accident. 
Witnesses agreed that Mr. Cobb 
was going well above 50 miles 
per hour and that he did not 
look back after he had struck 
the victim. 

Cobb's identity was revealed 
to the sheriff of the Pre-Law 
club. Clifton Crawford. who 
immediately gave hot pursuit, 
and with the aid of Deputy 
Moco Cagdel. overtook Cobb as 
he neared the New Mexico 
line. Cobb offered no resistance 
when he looked back Into the 
double barrels of Deputy Cog-
dell's shotgun. but stopped his 
car and surrendered. 

On searching the car, one 
partially emptied liquor bottle 
was found in the car pocket, 
and an empty bottle was re-
moved from under the front 
seat. No firearms were found 
on Mr. Cobb's person, or in 
the car. 

Mr. Cobb has established 
temporary residence in the 
northwest corner tank of the 
Pre-Law jail, without bond, 
pending the outcome of man-
slaughter proceedings brought 
against him by the grand-
jury of the Pre-Law club. 

Mr. Cobb has repeatedly re-
fused to make any statement 
to the press, and has retained 
the law firm of Rob 0 Hair. 
Bates Thornton. and "Farmer" 
Sanders. 

Due to the Illness of the 
prosecuting attorney, Canon 
Clements, the state will be 
represented by Clyde James, 
Frank Harrel, and Jennings 
Lewis. 

This is th second mock trial 
to be held by the Pre-Law club 
this year. The Supreme Court 
of the Texas Tech Pre-Law 

club will try the case in room 
302, March 5, beginning at 7 
o'clock.
