'ﬂlllllPS FIRE ON THIEVES

Property Loss Between $2,000,000 and
$3,000,000 as Result of
Guif 8torm.

Key West, Fia.,, Oct. 13.—Hall of
the city Is practically In ruins, over
6500 homes have been destroyed and
more than a hundred ships wrecked
as & result of the hurrieane which
swept this city Wednesday afternoon.
Beven churches and Wine of the largest
clgar factories in the South also were
destroyed, Hundreda of men are now
at work cleaning up the sirests under
the direction of Mayor Fogarty.

As soon as darkness fell Thursday
night thieves began thelr rald on the
homes and office bulldings destroyed
by the storm. The police were un-
able to cope with the situation, and
