McShane replied: “I'm not showing off but doing my
job as ordered.”

The brief physical contact between state and federal
officers ended abruptly. Meredith and his convoy of
marshals headed back to Oxford airport and took off in
a government plane for an unannounced destination.

At this moment, Gov. Ross Barnett—who twice before
turned down Meredith’s application for admission to
Ole Miss in defiance of federal court orders—was 15
minutes away, speeding north by car. Bad weather kept
him from flying to Oxford.

“Well,” Meredith shrugged to a newsman at the air-
port, “at least I'm getting a lot of flying time.”

He obviously was referring to Tuesday’'s flight from
New Orleans. The adamant governor met him at the
door of the State College Board office and rejected him.

Four hours after Barnett openly defied federal court
orders and turned Meredith down, the 5th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals at New Orleans directed the 64-year-
old governor to appear in New Orleans Friday to face
contempt charges.

In Washington, a Defense Department spokesman said
that no military units have been alerted for possible
movement to Mississippi in the dispute.

There have been reports Army elements might be
sent into the state to enforce the court orders.

Police Dept.
Lauds Tech

It's no holiday for any police force when 11,000 stu-
dents invade a city for a nine-month stay.

But it's no nightmare, either. Take it from the
Lubbock Police Dept.

“When that many people are dropped in one place
even a town the size of Lubbock, there are bound to be
problems,” L. B. Blakney, asst. chief of police in Lub-
bock, told the TOREADOR Wednesday. “Tech students
have caused very few problems this year, though, and
we don't see anything to worry about.”

The chief problem — and practically the only thing
of any great proportion — which faces the Lubbock
police staff is the great influx of cars on Lubbock
streets. This is especially true on three streets border-
ing the campus — College Ave., 4th St. and 19th St.

Jaywalking — and who can classify that as a prob-
lem area? — has caused some criticism on College Ave.
Although crosswalks are provided, they are not always
used.

“Reckless driving is always noticeable to some ex-
tent,” Blakney observed, “But even that seems to have
slacked off this year.”

The traffic dilemma caused by athletic contests here
is sometimes tro to local poli but plan-
ning ahead and development of an adequate dispersing
system has aided in this respect.

Overall, new difficulties which arise with the presence
of Tech students are so few that the local police staff
is not anticipating any change in methods or more con-
centration on the campus at all. Neither will the police
department enlarge its staff.

Lew Jones, dean of men at Tech, expressed the opin-
ion that a key factor in the smoothness with which Tech
and Lubbock get along is the mutual respect the two
have for each other.

“Tech needs Lubbock and Lubbock needs Tech,” he
said. “College and city officials are constantly working
to avoid problems."”

Area Group

Asks For Sugar

WASHINGTON () — A group
planning to plant sugar beets for
a new mill near Hereford, Tex.,
asked the Agriculture Department
Wednesday to grant allocation of
65,000 tons of sugar to the area,
beginning in 1964.

The application came from the
Holly Sugar Corp, Colorado
Springs, Colo., which plans to build
the mill.

The application was questioned
by an executive of another sugar
company who contends no more
than 50,000 tons of new beet sugar
could be grown annually under a
new acreage reserve program.
Frank Kemp, president of the
Great Western Sugar Co., Denver,
said Congress wanted to provide
for one new sugar refinery yearly
“and you can’t do that by whack-
ing it up in 65,000-ton chunks.”
He and the Holly Corp. officials
testified at an Agriculture Depart-
ment hearing in applications for
the acreage reserve established
by Congress earlier this year.
Congress said only enough land
to produce 65,000 tons of sugar
could be placed in production
yearly. About 25,000 acres are
needed to produce that much su-
gar. /

Kemp said Congress' intent was
to set up four new beet sugar
refineries with a maximum pro-
duction of 50,000 tons yearly.

He said the 15,000 tons of pro-
duction saved from the 1962, 1963
and 1964 allocations could provide
a fourth refinery in 1965 with a
45,000-ton capacity.

C. M. Nicholson, Holly's vice
president, disputed this. He said
Congress gave the department
authority to allocate the entire
65,000 tons for any one year.

Holly, which is headed by Mer-
rill E. Shoup who also testified
Wednesday, would build an §$18
million refinery near Hereford
and receive beets from growers
in Deaf Smith, Castro and Par-
mer Counties, Tex., and Curry
County, N.M.

“MISSISSIPPI WILL HAVE to‘
obey federal court orders regarding
integration or close its schools,”
Tech government instructor Wil-
liam Mullen said. Mullen is a 1958
graduate of Ole Miss. He pointed
out that the federal government’s
position is based on the “equal pro-
tection of the law” clause of the
14th Ammendment to the Constitu-
tion and that the Justice Depart-
ment is completely within its juris-
diction in enforcing the court order
to admit Negro James H. Mere-
dith to the University of Mississippi.

“Most of the faculty members at
Ole Miss are fairly liberal, but the
majority of students is definitely
opposed to integration,” according
to Mullen. He attributed the inten-
sity of the current situation at the
Mississippi school to the extreme
action taken by state government
officials there.

Mullen stated that the present
population is about 42 per cent
Negro. He feels that while the
larger portion of the white popula-
tion favors segregation, there is a
definite integrationist element in
the state.
