Allen absolved 
in investigation 

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Justice 
Department absolved Richard V. Allen 
on Tuesday of any wrongdoing in his 
receipt of $1,000 from Japanese jour-
nalists but said it was still investigating 
other questions about the president's 
national security adviser. 

Allen said he was "very happy" with 
the decision, in which Attorney General 
William French Smith ruled out the ap-
pointment of a special prosecutor 
regarding Allen's acceptance of a cash 
"thank-you" following a Japanese 
magazine's Jan. 21 interview of first 
lady Nancy Reagan. 

Allen, who took an administrative 
leave of absence over the weekend, said 
the decision on whether he will return to 
his duties "will depend on my col-
leagues at the White House. We'll wait 
and see." 

The White House said in a written 
statement that the report by the Justice 
Department was "self-explanatory." 

"The department's statement in-
dicates that during the course of its in-
quiry, two additional matters regar-
ding Mr. Allen came to its attention: 
that Mr. Allen received Japanese wat- 

ches trom certain Japanese individuals 
and that his financial disclosure form 
incorrectly stated the date he sold his 
interest in Potomac International. 

"Pending the completion of the 
Justice Department inquiry into these 
matters, the White House will have no 
comment," the statement said. 

Allen was read Smith's decision by 
Associate Attorney General Rudolph 
Giuliani shortly before it was made 
public. 

At about the same time, Smith, 
formerly Ronald Reagan's personal at-
torney, called presidential counselor 
Edwin Meese III to inform him. 

"When the uncontraciicted facts are 
analyzed in the context of possibly ap-
plicable criminal laws, it is clear there 
was no criminal violation by Allen 
regarding the $1,000," concluded the 
report released by the department. 

The money, the report said, "was in-
tended as an honorarium" for Mrs. 
Reagan in return for a brief interview 
she gave the Japanese journalists on 
Jan. 21. "It was neither given nor 
received to benefit Allen or to influence 
him in any way." 

Law School alters minority recruitment plan

Minority student recruitment for the Tech Law School is 
experiencing a change — the aim this year is to get minority 
affairs counselors and students in leadership positions to 
visit the Law School instead of recruitment faculty only 
visiting the students' colleges. 

Last year, members of the Tech Law School affirmative 
action committee visited campuses with large minority 
enrollments such as Bishop College and East Texas State, 
James Eissinger, chairman of the affirmative action com-
mittee at the Law School, said. 

This is Eissinger's first year as chairman but his third year 
on the committee. Three other faculty members are on the 
committee. Students also help with the recruiting process. 

The committee is planning to have a day in the spring 
similar to the undergraduate University Day on which 
students and others can see what the Law School has to offer, 
Eissinger said. 

Eissinger said one of the problems with visiting students at 
their schools is that sometimes they have an image of Tech 
as "all dust." 

"By bringing students here to the campus, we can show 

filed a complaint in April 1980 charging Tech with racial and 
sexual discrimination in hiring, admissions, promotion, pay, 
tenure and recruitment. 

The complaint was filed with 13 local, regional, state and 
federal civil rights agencies. The results of the complaint are 
still pending. 

"This complaint can do more harm than good," Eissinger 
said. 

To enroll more minority students and to get a variety of 
student abilities, the Law School uses a three-prong accep-
tance standard for admitting students. 

The top category students are considered for is ISAT 
scores and GPA. A certain number of students are admitted 
on this only. Next, LSAT and GPA and other factors such as 
race and past activities are considered for admission. 

The third category is unique compared to other law 
schools. It is a summer school program designed for students 
who make below 500 on the LSAT. 

First-year students enrolled in the summer school pro-
gram may take two courses. If they do well during this pro-
gram and are recommended by their professors, they may 
continue in the fall but will be restricted. 

Some law schools are worried, because their minority 
enrollments are no longer climbing rapidly, the AP story 
said. 

The council has employed Ricardo Montalban, star of the 
TV show "Fantasy Island," and other public figures to tape 
radio messages aimed at blacks and Hispanics. 

The print ads for the campaign stress that the LSAT is only 
part of the admission evaluation for law school. Personal, 
social and ethnic backgrounds, college records and in-
dividual experiences also are important in student accep-
tances. 

The story said the most dramatic gains in minority enroll-
ment were made between 1969 and 1976. Progress since 1976 
has been slow. 

However, Eissinger said Tech's Law School is not noticing 
any leveling off. He said the school is still in a growth stage 
since it is only 14 years old. 

This fall, the minority enrollment is 3.6 percent. It was 3.2 
percent in 1980, 5.8 percent in 1979, 5.7 percent in 1978, 5.9 per-
cent in 1977 and 7.2 percent in 1976. 

The reason for the sharp decrease between 1979 and 1980, 
Eissinger said, is that the Chicano Law Student Association 

them that Tech is not all dust and that the Law School does 
have fine facilities," Eissinger said. 

If a student is accepted, the next step in the recruiting pro-
cess is to call the student and encourage him or her to attend 
Tech instead of accepting another law school's offer, Eiss-
inger said. 

He said there are two main problems in recruiting minority 
students to the Law School. One is that Tech lacks the money 
to fly students to Lubbock for a visit; the other is that 
scholarship money is very limited. 

"When the University of Texas Law School can offer full 
tuition for three years of la* school and all we can offer is 
$2504400 a year, you can't blame a student for not coming 
here," Eissinger said. 

An analysis of 1980 minority applicants indicates that of 101 
applicants, 39 received acceptances, but only 6 enrolled. 
Statistics were not available for the 1981 fall minority enter-
ing class. 

An Associated Press story last month said the Law School 
Admission Council for the nation's law schools has launched 
a campaign drive with the idea that "getting into law school 
may be easier than minorities think." 

Center urges victims to report rape to police 
(Editors note: This is the second of a 
four-part series on the Lubbock Rape 
Crisis Center).

When a rape occurs, a victim must 
decide if she wants to report the act 
and, ultimately, she must decide if she 
intends to prosecute. 

A major goal of the Lubbock Rape 
Crisis Center (LRCC) is to encourage 
the victim to report the rape to the 
police. The center also works to insure 
that the victim does not shy away from 
prosecuting the rapist because of the 
personal trauma of rape. 

Reporting rapes and prosecuting 
assailants is important because if a vic-
tim decides not to prosecute, the rapist 
is free to harm someone else, center 
director Becky Cannon said. 

FBI statistics show 73 percent of all 
convicted rapists are repeaters of sex-
related crimes. 

Lubbock Police Cpl. Jimmie Riemer 
related one national case in which a 
rapist attacked 26 victims before being 
convicted and jailed. 

Several myths about rape and rape 
victims have existed for years, experts 
say. One myth is that rape victims 
"ask" to be raped, either sub- 

important that the crime be reported as 
soon as possible, Riemer said. 

Riemer said an immediate outcry 
helps officers investigate the crime. 

A medical exam is important to 
physical and emotional well being and 
to evidence that might be utilized at a 
trial, Cannon said. 

A caseworker must be present during 
the examination to document the exam 
for prosecution, the LRCC training 
manual states. 

Transportation to a hospital is 
available through rape crisis center 
caseworkers. Caseworkers will bring 
victims to Lubbock General Hospital 
where most of the physicians are train-
ed to handle rape cases. 

However, rape victims may go to 
another hospital if they wish, Cannon 
said.

Budget chief seeks 
blitz of housing cuts 

WASHINGTON 1AP — Budget director David A. Stockman wants to phase 
out two urban aid programs and eliminate subsidies for low-income housing 
construction as part of a blitz of spending cuts that has left federal housing of-
ficials in shock, sources said Tuesday. 

Informed sources in and out of government said Stockman wants to eliminate 
all new spending after 1983 for Community Development Block Grants and to 
ban Development Action Grants. 

The two programs, which this year aided about 2,850 communities in every 
part of the country, started out with a $4.2 billion budget for 1982. 

The sources, who declined to be identified, said Stoclanan also is seeking a 75 
percent reduction in the nearly $18 billion subsidized housing program for 1982 
and even deeper cuts for 1983. 

This would limit the number of additional low-income families eligible for 
rent subsidies from about 75,000 this year to about 44,000 in 1983, the sources 
said. 

The cuts hit two of the major programs run by the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development. HUD Secretary Samuel R. Pierce Jr., described as angry. 
plans to appeal the reductions to President Reagan, the sources said. 

The cuts would mean that starting next year, there would be no new money to 
help finance construction or rehabilitation of housing for low-income families. 

It would come amid the worst homebuilding slump since World War II. 
Other areas of large cuts under consideration by Stockman are the En-

vironmental Protection Agency, job training and employment programs for the 
poor and a variety of other individual assistance programs. 

Reagan, who has not given final approval to any program cuts, plans to listen 
to agency appeals of OMB's proposals over the next two weeks. 

Sen. Jake Garn, R-Utah, chairman of a HUD appropriations subcommittee, 
said he has not been notified of any plans to phase out the urban development 

...frants but labeled it as a "stupid proposal" that he would oppose. 

Ave. Q, offers free testing and treat-
ment of veneral disease. Lubbock City 
Family Planning, 1108 10th St., offers 
free pregnancy testing. 

A follow-up medical exam is recom-
mended for the victim's safety, Cannon 
said. Follow-up procedures should in-
clude veneral disease testing, pregnan-
cy testing and attention to any injury 
sustained during the assault. 

A relatively new method of gathering 
rape evidence is Silver Plate Transfer 
(SPT) testing, a process designed to lift 
a rapist's fingerprint off a victim's 
body, said Riemer, a fingerprint expert 
for the Lubbock Police Department. 

"It is imperative that the victim 
doesn't shower or rub areas the rapist 
touched," Riemer said. 

SPT was first experimented with in 
California for 10 years. A Florida 
Supreme Court case upheld the process 
in court, Riemer said. 

Because of personal body 
perspiration, the test is hard to conduct. 
Ideal conditions for the test are when a 
victim showered prior to being raped, 
Riemer indicated. 

The test relies on clear fingerprints 
on a victim's body. Police need six 
ridges and eight points in order to get a 
positive print identification. 

A normal fingerprint has between 75 
and 100 points of identification per 
finger. These points vary with each in-
dividual, Riiemer said. 

Once the medical exam begins, the 
caseworker will explain the medical 
procedure to the victim. The victim has 
a right to be examined by her personal 
physician, but center workers recom-
mend she be examined by physicians on 
call to the LRCC. 

"These physicians have dealt with 
rape cases before and are skilled in 
evidence collection," Cannon said. 

Routine pelvic exams and standard 
tests on a rape victim include a pubic 
hair exam or combing of the pubic hair 
where doctors look for collection of 
hair, debris and dried seminal fluid or 
blood. 

External and internal examination of 
the vaginal area and vaginal vault is 
where physicians look for bruises, cuts, 
seminal fluid, sperm and tears. 

Doctors collect any stained or torn 
clothing and will start base-line testing 
for veneral disease and infection. 

If the victim indicates an intent to 
prosecute, the state will pay for those 
parts of the exam, which will be used in 
court to substantiate penetration and 
possible lack of consent. 

The state will not pay for extra 
medical treatment such as veneral 
disease tests, pregnancy tests and 
X—rays. 

However, some tests can be ad-
ministered free of charge through other 
agencies. 

The Lubbock City Health Clinic, 1100 

consciously or overtly, by dressing pro-
miscuously, walking alone at night or 
hanging around the wrong crowd. 

A former Tech psychology professor 
said it is the rapist, not the victim, who 
commits the crime. 

"Every woman may have had guilt 
feelings because she wondered what it 
would be like to be taken forcibly, but 
that doesn't mean she asked to be 
raped," Richard Wall, a former Tech 
psychology professor, said. 

Although some women have rape fan-
tasies, most medical and psychological 
authorities, including Wall, argue that 
such fantasies are never meant to 
become realities. 

"There is nothing wrong with feelings 
of being forcefully taken by a lover, but 
that doesn't mean you want some 
asshole to beat you up," Wall said. 

Rape begins when the female says no, 
but it depends on who the woman is 
with, what the circumstances are and 
how the "no" is taken by the man, Wall 
said. 

"A male will always press to see how 
far he can go," Wall said. 

Women sometimes hold themselves 
responsible, Wall added, thinking that 
being in with the ''wrong crowd" caus-
ed the rape. 

"Hanging around any group of people 
does not justify the rape, and the 
woman is not asking to be raped," Wall 
said. 

Fantasy and real life are separate en-
tities, he said, and many women sup-
port his view of rape fantasies. 

"There is complete control in fantasy 
that is not present in a rape situation," 
said a second-year Tech law student 
and Rape Crisis Center caseworker 
who asked not to be identified. 

"In real life, rape is a crime and a 
crisis. It is a violent interruption in a 
female's life. Rape and the rapist can 
and should be dealt with legally," an 
LRCC pamphlet states. 

Several steps can be taken legally to 
protect a rape victim if the victim 
wants to prosecute. 

If a victim wishes to prosecute, it is 

If brought to a hospital by a friend or 
relative, it is important not to leave the 
victim alone, the manual states. 

Volunteers will be dispatched to the 
hospital emergency room immediately 
after the center is contacted. A victim 
can contact LRCC caseworkers by 
telephoning 763—RAPE. 

When a victim is brought to the 
hospital by family or friends, police and 
the LRCC are notified by hospital 
authorities. 

For the prosecution to have a suc-
cessful case, doctors need to examine 
the rape victim thoroughly. 

It is important the victim does not 
bathe, change clothes, defecate, 
douche, shower, straighten up the 
house or touch anything relating to the 
rape scene, Cannon said. 

"It is a natural desire for women to 
clean themselves after a rape occurs. 
It is important for evidence that they do 
not," Cannon said. 

If a caseworker is notified by the vic-
tim, family or friends before going to 
the hospital, the caseworker will in-
struct them on procedures involved in 
the medical exam. 
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Passage of amendment 
needed for equality 

As "Mainstream ERA" supporters, we find it un-
fortunate that Pete McNabb, in his editorial of Nov. 
24, chose to devote so much space to a radical fac-
tion of the women's movement, when there are so 
many worthy and influential people fighting for the 
passage of ERA who could, and should, be focused 
on. 

We feel that McNabb should hear the women's 
point of view. 

Although there are many specific points in 
McNabb's editorial that deserve refutation, we 
would like to focus on some of the general assump-
tions he makes — assumptions which make 

-McNabb part of the problem, and not the solution. 
Inequality, past and present, is a fact of life. 

McNabb speaks of ERA supporters "finding 
statistics" to show women have higher unemploy-
ment and lower pay as if such statistics were in-
vented or fictitious. 

Those statistics are accurately depicting the job 
market for women. Limited job opportunities are a 
reflection of our society's contemporary position on 
women's status. Such statistics are real, not im-
agined or construed for the purpose of ERA 
ratification. 

They are not invented to prove a point — they 
prove a point because they are true. 

Just as mainstream supporters of the ERA do not 
focus on extremists — whether they be male or 
female — neither should McNabb. It is wrong to see 
support of the ERA, even aggressive support — as 
a "lashing out against the male sex." 

ERA supporters don't feel that "the male sex" 
owes them anything. They do feel that it is time to 
"even things out," and they do want retribution —
not from the male sex, but from society as a whole. 
The point is not to win concessions from individual 
jnen. through the time-honored tactics of subor- 

dinated women, but to change the institutions of 
society in a way that will end the subordination that 
makes such tactics necessary. 

The biggest obstacle to the ERA's ratification 
comes from those who do not understand its mean-
ing. The full 24-word text of the Equal Rights 
Amendment reads: "Equal rights under the law 
shall not be denied or abridged by the United States 
or by any state on account of sex." 

Anti-ERA individuals try to -read between the 
lines" or add things that are not there. 

Pete McNabb is right about one thing — "The 
ERA is an attempt . . . to establish equal rights for 
women in the job market and many other phases of 
life." 

Beyond this, his editorial is a mish-mash of 
misinformation, common social stereotypes, and 
evidently, his own emotional reaction to some per-
sonal encounters with feminist supporters of ERA. 

Any social change, if it is successful, will at first 
appear radical, extreme, and contrary to the status 
quo. The feminist movement is quite past that 
phase. The movement is not a rebellion against the 
male population, but against prejudicial attitudes 
which lie as a barrier to equality. The Equal Rights 
Amendment — and its supporters — demand just 
what the title indicated, equal rights. They ask for 
nothing more and expect nothing less. 

To deny women their rights is to deny the prin-
ciples for which our country was founded. 

The passage of the ERA should be determined on 
its inherent qualities, rather than on the emotional 
reactions given through fanatical responses.

No survivors in plone crash 
AJACCIO, Corsica (AP) — A chartered DC-9, caught in 

stiff winds and dense fog as it approached the Ajaccio air-
port, smashed into a mountainside Tuesday. Police said all 
168 passengers, many of them travel agents on a promotional 
trip, and six crew members were killed. 

Ajaccio police said there were no survivors and that the 
victims included three children. 

Officials said the plane crashed into the west side of the 
fog-shrouded 4,543-foot-high Mount San Pietro about 30 miles 
from the airport and near the village of Casa Casalabriva. 
They said it hit the ground about 597 feet from the top of the 
peak. 

The Yugoslav company which owned the plane, Inex-Adria 
Airways, was unable to say exactly how many people were 
aboard. It said the craft was equipped to carry a maximum 
of 175 passengers, and as many as 172 people held tickets for 
the flight but several ticket-holders canceled out at the last 
minute.

And, the president added, 
"those who did that frighten-
ing either didn't know what 
they were talking about or 
they were lving." 

businesslike." 
Deputy head of the U.S. 

delegation Maynard W. Glit-
man, reached by The 
Associated Press, would not 
discuss the atmosphere of 
Tuesday's round, the first full-
scale meeting of the two 
delegations.

"Everything is OK," Soviet 
delegation chief Yuli A. Kvit:

Corn Belt 
blizzard 
'horrible' ed: 
By the Associated Press 

A corn belt blizzard driving 
blinding snow across the 
Midwest with 50-mph winds 
Tuesday crippled cities and 
closed highways, stranding 
hundreds of travelers and 
shutting down schools. 

At least four people were 
killed as a "very dangerous" 
winter storm surged through 
parts of Nebraska, South 
Dakota, Iowa and Minnesota 
at blinard force, flinging 
snow up to 14 inches deep and 
building 4-foot drifts. 

Highways were strewn witn 
jackknifed trucks. Many 
motorists abandoned their 
cars and sought refuge in 
motels, farm houses and 
emergency shelters. In some 
areas, even the snowplows 
were halted by the blowing 
snow. 

"Absolutely, unbelievably, 
horrible," was the way Robert 
McDermott of Piedmont, S.D., 
described conditions on In-
terstate 90, as he sat out the 
storm in a gymnasium at Mur-
do, S.D., with about a dozen 
other travelers. 

The snow measured up to 14 
inches deep in southern Min-
nesota, 10 inches in Nebraska 
and South Dakota and 7 inches 
in Iowa. 

A 50-year-old man collapsed 
and died while running a 
snowblower Monday at his 
home in Brookings, S.D. 

In Potter, Neb., a 23-year-
old worker was killed Monday 
when 30-mph winds toppled a 
100-foot-high oil rig tower.

Cafeteria officials said they 
did not plan to take any legal 
action against Fisher. 

The cafeteria was closed 
last Wednesday after in-
spectors found several health 
code violations, said Victor 
Pappas of the city health 
department.

AUSTIN (AP) — Secretary of State David 
Dean delivered redistricting plans for the 
Texas Legislature to the U.S. Department of 
Justice Tuesday warning that the plans may 
not comply with the federal Voting Rights 
Act. 

A Lubbock County district is among the 
"problem areas" of the redistricting plan 
cited by Dean. 

"There are claims that under the plan (ap-
proved by the Legislative Redistricting 
Board) there is a retrogression in oppor-
tunities for minority representation," Dean 
said. "It is my opinion that several of these 
claims are meritorious." 

Dean, a Republican, pointed out several 
"problem areas" in the board's plan, and said 
he was joined in the protest by Gov. Bill 
Cements, also a Republican. 

Dean urged the Justice Department to ex-
pedite its review because subsequent court 
challenges could shorten the time Texas coun-
ties need to make voting precinct plans for the

Who's to judge who's a football expert? Who really can judge 
the football talent of the Southwest Conference? 

The Associated Press let the conference coaches determine 
the 1981 All-SWC squad. By the looks of the results, the coaches 
were deep in thought trying to determine whether nuclear fus-
sion is a viable energy source. 

Fans, sportswriters and broadcasters get to select the all-
conference squads in other sports. However, half of them don't 
see half of the players they're evaluating. 

I've always believed the players should make the post-season 
selections. A player has a whole different - and I suppose more 
accurate - perspective of his opponent. 

And when the AP All-SWC selections were announced Mon-
day, fans from Fayetteville to Houston and from Lubbock to 
Fort Worth no doubt were howling over what they consider great 
injustices to their favorite players. 

So what if fans consider SMU's Lance Mcllhenny, at best, the 
fourth-most-talented quarterback in the conference. The 
coaches say Mellhenny was the best quarterback. 

Whatever the coaches say is as good as law. Who's to question 
the,decision of the apppointed mentors of our football teams? 

Tech middle linebacker, Terry Baer, apparently didn't even 
merit second team All-SWC recognition. Just because he was 
the most consistent Raider defender in 1981 and the team's top 
defender with 117 tackles, why recognize him as one of the best 
linebackers in the SWC? 

Baer, however, only made 84 unassisted tackles, intercepted 
two passes, broke up three passes, recovered one fumble and 
caused two fumbles in 1981. His season-high 15 tackles ap-
parently weren't impressive enough to garner Baer the All-SWC 
- or at least second team - recognition he deserved. 

Tech punter Maury Buford made the first team and defensive 
tackle Gabriel Rivera and safety Tate Randle collected second

team honors. Granted, Rivera and Randle had good seasons, 
but Baer seemed to stand out. Covering the games this season, 
it seemed like everytime I turned around, Baer was in on the 
defensive play. 

Of course, a fan could pass off the coaches' ignorance of 
Baer's accomplishments on Tech's season record of 1-9-1. 
Remember in 1976 how the AP selected Rice (3-8) quarterback 
Tommy Kramer to the first team All-America squad but only 1  
the second team All-SWC squad. Tech quarterback Rodney 
Allison was on the first team. 

Just because TCU's Steve Stamp made conference foes forget 
about Kramer and SMU-ex Mike Ford shouldn't have influenced 
the selection of the All-SWC quarterback. He paced the Horned 
Frogs to their first win against the Razorbacks in 22 years. 
Stamp had the best one-game performance of any conference 
signal-caller in 1981 when he completed 24 of 43 passes for 399 
yards against Rice. 

And just because Texas A&M's Gary Kubiak turned the Ag-
gies around in 1981 shouldn't make him any better than second 
team All-SWC quarterback. Going into the final week of con-
ference play, Kubiak was the highest-rated quarterback in the 
SWC. He only trailed Stamp for the highest total offense per 
game average. 

Meanwhile, FticeS Mike Calhoun threatened to break the con-
ference record for touchdown passes thrown in a single season 
(21) and single-handedly made the Owls respectable in 1981. 
Preseason pollsters picked Rice to finish ninth in the nine-team 
conference - if that high. 

But who's to question the selections of the conference coaches. 
Though "duck season" officially opened Sept. 5 when SMU 

played its first game against Texas-Arlington and ended Nov. 21 
when the Mustangs tackled the Razorbacks, why question the 
selection of Mcllhenny? Duck hunters from miles around flock-
ed to Texas Stadium this fall in hopes of shooting down one of 
McIlhenny's "passes." 

McRhenny made All-SWC by virtue of his backfield mates, 
tailbacks Eric Dickerson and Craig James - each 1,000-plus 
performers in 1981. It really takes a lot of talent to hand the ball 
off to Dickerson around the rightside, Dickerson around the left-
side and James up the middle. 

Of course, it doesn't take a lot of talent to make All-SWC selec-
tions as proven by conference coaches in 1981.
