way or another. The truth Is that 
we are temperamental—Greta Oar-
boingly so. If we were not glad to 
be here. we simply would not be 
here. That ought to be understood. 
We never do anything we don't like 
to do. If we cannot find something, 
pleasant and interesting to do. we 
don't do anything. 

Furthermore we are sophisticated. 
We are rarely pleased by anything. 
In fact. we are bored to death all 
of the time. Being temperamen-
tal and sophisticated at the same 
time offers a highbrow explanation 
of our non-productiveness. We are 
not lazy—far from it. We have 
simply adopted the philosophy that 
we should do only those things we 
want to do, and, not finding any-
thing we want to do, we do noth-
ing. 

We offer this warning. Do not 
adopt our philosophy unless you are 
great. unless you have arrived, so 
to speak. Greatness is a prerequi-
site for temperament and sophisti-
cation. It Is only be who can com-
mand the admiration of thousands 
that can properly disdain their ad-
miration. The ordinary person must 
do nonsensical things such as writ- 

, trig silly columns for newspapers. 
!rushing to eight o'clock classes, ac-
cepting gently the abuse of teach-
ers. and writing home to say that. 
at long intervals If studies were not 
so heavy. letters would be more fre-
quent. Unless you are great, in-
stead of being consid•red tempera-
mental and sophisticated you would 
probably be considered lazy. 

Now, ladies and gentlemen, we 
beg to be pardoned—not once, but 
a thousand times. We are neither 
temperamental nor sophisticated. 
We were only bluffing. We are a 
little bit lazy. perhaps, but we can't 
lay it on to the more highbrow rea-
sons. We haven't achieved our pre-
requisite yet. We art not great. 
We are afraid that we failed to 
fool anyone. But we r. anted to try. 
We see so many other persons who 
appear to be sophisticated and tem- 
peramental that we decided to try 
it ourselves. We failed because we 
are not great. Frankly we have 
never been able to make out the 
greatness of the persons whom we 
have endeavored to emulate. but 
we were sure that they would never 
have dared to scorn the meaner 
things of life without the assurance 
of their own importance. We won-
der if they are only trying to fool 
somebody, too? But as for our-
selves. hereforward we promise to 
"be natural." as great orators are 
supposed to be and aren't. 

THE BEING THAT WE FIND 
, OURSELVES IN 1929 

Down from the ages we come. 
DOOM from where? The philoso-
phically inclined student may hon-
estly ask himself this question. The

ence to us he may contend. His 
creed may be that we ARE and 
that is enough. 

The troubles we encounter, he 
may contend. are merely the test 
which we must undergo In order to 
merit a glorious future. Even the 
scientist who is attempting to ex-
plain the existence of things is of-
ted close-minded. If he Is of the

Gass who do not question even tLe 
most apparent profound truths he 
is not much above the man—it 
might be better to say. he ranks 
about equal to the man—who ac-
cepts things as they are and ques-
tions nothing. 

An open mind and honest mind 
are two of the most perfect things 
with which we can come into con-
tact. Regardless of how we came 
to our present Ina status. It is 
doubtless there Is anything which is 
more real than the fact that things 
and opinions are continually 
changing. it Is unnecessary to 
mention progress and change  In 
ideas with reference to material 
things. And, It is almost equally 
as apparent that the things which 
are usually termed abstract ere con-
tinually changing their concepts in 
the minds of men. Today some of 
the most honest men find them-
selves contradicting the creeds of 
former generations. When we were 
kids. we accepted, usunally, that 
which was told to us by our elders. 
Especially did we place confidence 
In those who began molding our at-
titudes while we were in what we 
might call the formative period—
the period in which we did practi-
cally no thinking for ourselves. 

But in 1929 we have grown up. so 
to speak. Though we have not ex-
perienced all that those elders 
which we have mentioned have ex-
perienced. we have confidence in 
ourselves enough to believe that we 
could support a family and do just 
about as well materially as our el-
ders have done. But the question 
appears to us: When we have done 
this, have we done enough? The 
answer lies, perhaps, In each of our 
philosophies. 

But that is where the departure 
begins. The being of 1929 wants 
to launch out. He questions. Now. 
Is his desire to launch out and 
question common to what the be-
ings of other ages have done? If it 
is. then no one should reprimand 
the being of 1929. But his syniclim 
Is not like that of former YOUTH'S 
(we just as well say it) they tell us. 

Then it must appear that the be-
ing of 1929 Is a terrible demon: that 
nothing ever existed which I. mean-
er and lower than he. For. think of 
the harm that a misinformed man 
can do. A misinformed cow can do 
Why he is the supreme thing that 
walks on the earth. ,Perhaps all 
will admit that man is supreme. re-
gardle • of his cynicism. radicalism, 
or outlawry In general., And to 
think that the supreme thing of 
this earth—the supreme thing that 
Inhabits the earth—could make such 
mistakes. To think he. the being 
of 1925, should not find himself in 
accord with what his predecessors 
have believed before. To think 
that ha without any reason what- 
ever (so some thirdO, should defy 
creeds that eve been In existent 
for who knows how long. 

In Its name of common sense, be- 
ing of 1920, stick to "Intellectual 
sincerity and the love of the truths' 
as It appears to you.

A student begins the subject of 

professional field in which training 
is sought. The oilier is in order to 
have a clear Idea of the world in 
which we live. The reasons are thus 
professional or cultural. 

Chemistry is required in the Tex-
as Technological College for all En-
gineering. Agriculture, and Home 
Economics students. The majority 
of these students take only one 
course, but a limited number must 
take other and more advanced 
courses. In the School of Liberal 
Arts. one or two sciences must be 
studied, depending on high school 
credits offered. A certain group of 
Liberal Arts students, those pre-
paring for medicine, must take a 
considerable amount of chemistry 
to meet professional school require-
ments. 

All of these students will use 
chemistry directly in the practice 
of their professions. The engineer 
wishes to know the composition and 
behaviour of metals, alloys, stone, 
brick, concrete, fuel, water, and lu-
bricants with which he deals daily. 
The agriculturist Is interested in 
the subjects of soils plant foods. 
plant products, animal foods, and 
animal products such as meat. bone 
and leather. The home economics 
graduate deals wills foods, nutri-
tion problems, the composition of 
textile and dyestuffs. An example 
of a specialized demand is that of 
the textile engineer, who has not 
only the mechanical engineer's in-
terest in materials of construction, 
but also must know the chemistry 
of textile fibers and thre applica-
tion of sizing, mordants, and dyes. 
Medicine, once largely biology. Is 
becoming rapidly applied chemistry 
as well. It is no longer a matter 
of drugs and remedies alone, but 
the chemistry of vitamins, internal 
secretions, and reactions in the 
cell. 

In some of the larger institutions 
of the country. special provision is 
made for training men going into 
business in the field of industrial 
chemistry in order that they may 
be more intelligent and efficient 
purchasing agents, salesmen, and 
executives. 

The natural sciences enter so 
largely into everyday life that the 
student who sincerely wishes to 
know and to appreciate the com-
plex world of nature and of com-
merce is sadly puzzled to know 
which to choose. Chemistry na-
turally Maims its share of such stu-
dents and reveals to them a mar-
velous order and system in what at 
first appears to be a bewilderingly 
complex mass of facts. 

The point of view in the teaching 
of chemistry is that of fundamen-
tal principles. Once these are un-
derstood and appreciated and mas-
tered until they can be used, the 
descriptive material drops into its 
proper relation and has a mean-

ing. 
The question 18 naturally asked 

by students, particularly by those 
who become fascinated by the ideas 
and principles of science: "What 
opportunities are open to those 
trained in chemistry?" This ques-
tion has been admirably answered 
by a very distinguished chemist, Dr.

John E. Teeple of New York He 
says that chemistry may be re-
garded as a trade, a profession, or 
an instrument. As a trade it is a 
very poor one. Almost any class of 
skilled labor, plumbing, carpentry. 
steam fitting, Is better paid than 
a routine analyst or laboratory 
worker. As a profession it Is very 
limited in its scope. There is of 
course the opportunity to teach in 
university, college, or high school. 
Although the numbers are increas-
ing, and there is always a place for 
the very gifted man, only a relative-
ly few people are employed in 

private 	institutions, government 
chemical research in universities, 

laboratories, and In industry. As an 
Instrument, along with biology, 
Polon, , physics, and mathematics.1 
chemistry is widely and extensively 
and very profitably employed in 
the greatest variety of ways. Hardly 
a manufacturing process Is now in 
operation that does not require 
some knowledge of chemistry on the 
part of at least some of those con-
nected with it. 

The field of chemical engineering 
is a relatively new one, and so far 
there are few chemical engineering 
industries in Texas. A chemical 
engineer is concerned with quantity 
production at a profit of those sub-
stances In which chemical changes 
chemically controlled predominate 
In the Texas Technological College 
no effort is made to give complete 
training in this field, but a course 
is arranged so that its graduates 
may easily complete the required 
work for a degree in chemical en-
gineering in one year In those Ins-
titutions specializing in this field. 

In conclusion it is hardly neces-
sary to point to the new Chemistry 
building, now housing all the natur-
al sciences, but designed primarily 
for use as a chemistry laboratory 
and to be used as such as soon as 
other buildings are provided for 
physics, biology. and geology, to 
show that Texas Technological Col-
lege will have the best of facilities 
for the leaching of chemistry as 
well as the investigation of prob-
lems that have immediate and di-
rect bearing on the growth and ad-
vancement of agriculture and man-
ufacturing in Texas.
