Several dayS excavation on a Pre' 
ssuebto ruin at Tecolote. New Mexico, 
uncovered seven skeletons, a num-
ber of pots, bone needles. awls, 
spades, fragments of necklaces and 
other bone articles, along with vari-
ous artifacts of flint. 

The posterior parts of all the 
skulls uncovered were artilicially 
flattened, as was the custom of the 
pre-pueblo people. 

This ruin, according to Dr. W. C. 
Holden of the Tech history depart-
ment, existed from 1500 to 2000 years 
ago, as it precedes the pueblo period; 
and the pueblo period began some-
where between the year One and 
700 A. D. 

Is Second of Rind 
This field course. taken by the 

class in Archaeology, was the second 
of its kind conducted by the college. 
The class of 12 students left Lub-
bock on June 10 and spent two 
weeks of intensive class work at the 
San Geronimo Ranger Station in 
the mountains some 20 miles west 
of Las Vegas, N. M. While at the 
ranger station, a few excavations 
were made in the immediate vicin-
ity. 

On June 25, the class started on a 
tour of the living pueblos and out-
standing pueblo ruins in New Mex-
ico. Arizona and Colorado.

announces Dean Miller's resigna-
tion," Dr. Horn said. "He has been 
with the college since its establish-
ment and organized the school of 
engineering and placed It on a sub-
stantial and successful basis. The 
/acuity which he has selected is an 
excellent one and reflects credit 
upon him. 

'Dean Miller will be greatly miss- 
ed from Texas Technological col- 
lege," he continued. "He has made 
a host of friends among the faculty 
and student body and among the 
citizens of Lubbock. Their best 
wishes in every respect will go with 
him into his new field of service."

Ancient City Is 
Believed Found 

MOSCOW— ills, —An ancient 
city, believed to have thrived in the 
second to fourth centuries before 
Christ, has been discovered by Sov-
iet archeelogists, buried on the floor 
of the Black sea on the southwest-
ern extremity of the Crimean Pen-
insula. 

Divers round the city under 40 
feet of water, and reported the ruins 
to be those 01 a city In the shape 
of a great horse shoe, with walls, 
towers, houses and underground 
tunnels honeycombing the whole. 

The archeologists believe the city 
was destroyed in the gradual sink-
ing of the land. which Is known to 
be creeping rapidly into the sea. 

The approximate dates of the 
city were established by red clay 
earthenware and crockery lying 
about.

the creating of a "university city" 

have been developed by the regents 

of the University of 'Wisconsin here. 

as a means of relieving the meagre 

housing facilities for the several 
thousand students of the university. 

Discovering that the present dor-
mitory system cares for only 500 
men and 365 women. that frater-
nity and sorority houses take care 
of only 1,000 men and 600 women, 
and that the rest of the 6,000 stu-
dents stay In rooming 1. iuses. poor-
ly ventilated and lighted and with-
out proper toilet facilities, the reg-
ents have worked out a plan where-
by the university would purchase 
land on the ridge overlooking Lake 
Mendota, and offer rent-free eites 
to all fraternities and sororities that 
wish to build thereon. 

There would also be college dor-
mitories on the ridge, and each 
unit would be carefully platted and 
landscaped In accord with the whole 
group. Because of a "lobby" of 
rooming hour, owners in the city, 
permission to go ahead with such a 
plan was turned down by the last 
legislature. so that the regents 
must watt until 1932 before they can 
obtain the necessary legislation,
