The private love life of two Prom-
inent Texas Tech students will be 
revealed In a mock trial here De-
cember 3 as reselt of suit filed last 
Monday charging "breach of prom-
ise" and naming Solon Clements as 
defendant She plaintiff, Miss Doris 
Ladd Johnson of Eastland, charges 
that Clements has refused to marry 
her after a courtship dating beck to 
last spring. Tech Pre-Laws will 
hear the trial. 

Clemente, a graduate assistant In 
the govemmetnt department, Ls not 
generally known on the Tech cam-
pus as a 'ladle' man". Student 
opinion expressed yesterday me/-  
seated that Clements was consid-
ered "slow" and nor adept at 
"courting". Filing of the suit has 
stirred campus gossip to the highest 
pitch it has reached this fall. An-
ticipating a sensational trial in 
Which the "love letters and ro-
mance" of an honor student will 
be uncovered, the students are al-
ready counting the days until the 
trial opens. A special correspon-
dent from Clement's home-town, 
Plainview, will cover the trial for 
the Republican-Democrat. 

Plaintiff In Tears 
Mies Johnson made the following 

statement to the press: 
You know, I've always read about 

these court room scenes and you'll 
never know how I'll dread telling a 
lot of strangers about my thrilling 
romance with Solon. He was just 
a dear until two weeks ago. Every 
night he bring roe a sack of Pea -
nuts and once in awhile we'd sit to-
gether and read and talk and dream 
about the happy day when we would 
march hand In hand down the aisle. 
Two weeks ago Solon told me he 
was through. He gave me back the 
Eastland pennant I sent him fgg 

Christmas ana he tom oack the 
botUe of perfume that he sent me 
for my birthday. I guess some 
'blonde" has caught his fancy now. 
Well, may she have better luck 
than I've had." 

As Miss Johnson finished speak-
lag she broke Into tears. 

May Apply Rule 
Toreador under-cover men were 

unable to ascertain the attitude of 
Dean J. M Gordon regarding the 
charges brought against Clements 
by Miss Johnson, A college ruling 
against "student mornages" may be 
brought up by the defense council 
to show that Clements would have 
violated college rules by marrying 
Miss Johnson and therefore has re-
fused to accept her pleas to be-
come united with him in hoods of 
matrimony. 

Rumor yesterday said that Gar-
land Smith and Mendall Hughett, 
both Tech otudents, will act as Miss 
Johnson's attorneys It was alleg-
ed that several professors includieg 
Dr. H. C. Fender, Dr. J W Jack-
eon, and Lir. M. E. Ogden would 
take the stand In behalf of Clem-
ents. Defense attorneys have not 
been announced. 

Investigation into the private life 
of Miss Johnson h. failed to pro-
duce any counter-charges upon 
which Clements might bring about 
the settlement of the case out of 
:cunt.

Sir Phillip Ben Greet has been on 
the stage fifty years and Ls recog-
nized as one of the greatest au-
tborities on the English drama. He 
takes minor parts in the plays, for 
he Is famous as a producer of actors 
instead of as an astir himself . In  
recognition of a lit devoted to the 
cause of drama la education he was 
knighted by Klee George V of Eng-
land In 1929. 

Little Scenery Used

with practically no scenery. His 
only modification of the true Ell-
zabeahan manner is in the use of 
richer and more elaborate hangings.

department. The course a ill include 
a brief survey of the various tex-
tile fibers in use today and their 
physical and chemical properties. 

The several stages in yarn man -
ufacture and fabric construction 
will be studied, as well as fabric 
testing and the action of various 
dyeing stuffs and chemicals on tex-
tiles in common use. 

The department hes constructed 
a loom similar to that used by the 
Navajo Indian in rug-weaving. A 
study of the Navajo rug and blanket 
will be included In the course for 
those who are interested. 

After the fundamentals m the 
dowse are covered, the student may 
specialize either in blanket weav-
ing, or in further work in testing 
and dyeing fabrics. 

Professor Heard suggests that the 
course will be of practical value to 
homemakers, salespeople, or to 
those who are responsible for the 
scientific handling of fabrics in 
commercial plants. 

The fee will be 510.00, and three 
hours credit on the course will be 
accepted as an elective in any of 
the four schools in Tech.

The situation of financing Tech athletics as well as 
other activities is indeed a grave one. The situation as it 
stands now is a serious one. It is one that will require 
much thinking to solve. 

Student activity ``Ilicts at Tech sell for $10.00. Or 
this amount $7.50 goes to the athletic fund, $1.15 goes to 
the Toreador, 75 cents goes to the band, 50 cents to 
forensics. and ten cents goes to the student council. 

Only 231 sudents have purchased tickets this year, 
however. This means that the athletic department is 
having to depend for its gate receipts altogether for pay-
ing its way. The hand and the debate organizations are 
having to finance theinseb - es the best they know. The 
Toreador is having to depend entirely an advertisements 
for its expenses. 

According to the student constitution only those 231 
students who bought activity tickets are citizens of the 
college. Only those 231 are really allowed a vote ill stu-
dent elections. But every student on the campus knows 
it would be foolish, unfair and absurd to try to enforce 
that part of the constitution, especially when such a few 
have bought tickets. 

The problem is up to the students to solve. Ath-
letics and other activities must be financed. How 
shall it be?

Shall it be arranged to where a 
student will transfer his $5 library deposit and pay 
an extra $5 and get an annual and activity ticket 
both?
