Great Baritone 
Of Metropolitan 
On Artist Course 

Sieber, Slavensky 
Don Cossack Chorus 
Also Scheduled Here 

Texas Tech students of the '43-
44 school year will have the privi-
lege of seeing and hearing four 
treat performances In the Artist 
Course Series of the year. The 
series Include, Robert Weede, Met-
ropolitan Opera star; the General 
Platoff Don Cossack Chorus; Mia 
Slavenska, dance ensemble ;and 
Eleanor Steber, soprano of the Met-
ropolitan opera. 

Robert Weede, great dramatic 
baritone of the Metropolitan Opera 
Company will sing here in October. 
He appeared In the title role of 
"Rlgoletto" at the Metropolitan for 
the 1940-41 season. Since his debut 
in the spring of 1937, Weede has 
been cast In such roles as, Tonto 
in "Pagliacci"; Escamillo in "Car-
men"; Germont in La Traviata"; 
and Am.ro In "Aida." Upon grad-
uation from the Christian Brother's 
school In Baltimore he studied un-
der George Castelle. famous Balti-
more voice teacher. In 1927, Weede 
was the winner of the National 
Federation of Music Clubs contest 
and continued his studies at the 
Eastman School of Music under 
supervision of Adelin Fermin. 
Through award of the caruso Me-
morial Foundation in 1929, Weede 
went to Italy. where he was 
coached for a year and a half by 
trne of the finest of all operatic 
coo ^e. Oscar Anaelmi. Edward 
Johnson. 	' ,sera] manager of the 
Metropolitan. c 	s•terizes Weede's 
pesiormanee In "RiadIerby .... 
traordinary!" 

The General Platoff Don Cos-
sack Chorus under the direction of 
Nicholas Kostrukoff was organiz-
ed in 1926 in Prague. The chorus 
th made up of 27 Russians from the 
region of the Don in southern Rus-
sia. It made it's debut In Vienna in 

1926 and in the United States in 

1939 at the San Francisco World's 

Fair. The programs Include Rus-

sian liturgical music and folk-

songs, Cossack melodies, battle-
songs, and dances. These Cossacks. 
who appear In the military dress 
of a Cusack soldier, are exiles from 
their native land. The chorus I. 
named for the famous Cossack 
General Platoff who was rekaow-
ned for aiding in the turning back 
of Napoleon's invading army on 
Moscow. The total number of con-
certs presented in the United States 
by this group in 1942-43 amounted 
to 224. These performances inclu. 
ded a number of subsequent USO 
tours of camps and naval bases. 
Solo voices in the chorus cover the 
range from high soprano to lowest 
base, while the chorus Itself can 
produce a stunning massed tone. 
Their programs are exciting, al-
most to the point of being specta-
cular. The Don Cossack chorus 
will make its appearance at Texas 
Tech in November . 

Leading Prima Ballerina, Mia 
Slavenska, of the Ballet Russo de 
Monte Carlo will appear with her 
dance ensemble In February. She 
was born in Slavonsid-Brod, Yugo-
slavia and studied at the Royal 
Academy of Music in Zagreb. At 
15 she gave a grand performance at 
the Zagreb Opera House with her 
ensemble in a program entirely ar- 
ranged and choregraphed by her. 
She later went to Paris where she 
studied under Madame Broninlava 
Nijinska of the Russian School of 
Ballet. She appeared in such 
triumphs as , "Swan

correspondence students during the 
past year to total 254. This includes 
correspondence couraes and exten- 
sion chess courses. 

Between the dates of September 
1 of 1941 and August 1 of 1942 
there were 1293 registered for ex-
tension work here. Between the 
same dates of the past year there 
have been 1547 enrollees, according 
to J. F. McDonald, had of the Ex-
tension division. 

The Tech enrollment form, as re-
ported by high officials In the na-
tional government, was the most 
acceptable and most often request-
ed of the 70 colleges and univer-
sities offering work to the armed 
forces. More copies have been ask-
ed for by national officials to send 
to other colleges as an example and 
to better coordinate the national 
program. 

New work is being 1 , 1 .11ned 
year In correspondence work to 
men In the service. One hundred 
and forty nine of these courses 
are at present worked out coopera-
tively with the United States Arm-
ed Forces Institute. In this pro-
gram the government pays one 
half the cost of the coruse. which 
also Includes all necessary text-
books. 

During the past months the Ex-
tension office has been busily en-
gaged In preparing In a uniform 
manner some samples of the cour-
ses to be offered, and these pham-
plats are to be sent to Washington 
for reference purposes. A new 
contract has recently been received 
and signed for another year's work 
in this field. 

Although many ex-Techsans are 
listed among those taking exten- 
sion work. the majority of the en-
rollees are persons who have never

CERTAINLY our predecessors had little conception of the future 

es'"" facing Texas Tech when they left this campus in years gone 
by with nothing but the surest feeling that the college would 
grow to limits unbound. Had they known or dreamed of the prob-
lems that would arise and face this young institution, doubtless 
many of them would have given it little chance to survive. 

Ewen after the man with the moustache became a world-
wide figure tht cast his shadow across those much-too-narrow 
oceans, Techsans gave little thought to war or to the troubles 

being spelled out for them in the word Nazism. But could they 
return to our spacious campus today they might have just cause 
to wonder about the survival of this institution. 

Those students of days gone by would be even more astounded 

to find that very few people know exactly who our student offi-
cers for the coming year are, and we can imagine their mouth 

falling open another inch when they learned that only three offi-
cers were as yet named. After the easy task they had establish-

ing this college, they would probably shake their heads and go 

away beaten. 
That is the attitude we hope to avert by instilling in the pre-

sent group of Techsans enough loyalty, coordination, and spirit 
to overcome such a petty obstacle as the present manpower 
shortage. This will probably be done only by continous and mon-
otonous reminders of the job that lies ahead for us during the 
coming year. 

Newcomers to Texas Tech, commonly reffered to as Fish, 
must carry out a double life. First, they must carry on as fresh-
men have done in the past, and serve their apprenticeship here 
as others have. Secondly, they must learn more quickly the ways 
of student life and government at Tech, and be ready to fill the 
shoes of the present officers much sooner than have "Fish" of 
the past. 

There are also many persons here who have been satisfied to 
let others carry out the duties of seeing that the school is kept 
running on a democratic basis.

Not that there are any 
politicians on this campus who might run away with our money 
or privileges, but it is for our own best interest that we keep a 
close "tab" on campus activities. This is what builds a college, 
and what helps hold, a college together when it is faced with big 
problems. 

What we are hoping for and working toward is a closely knit 
student body that will let nothing stand in its way toward 
achieving a successful year at Tech. This is a gigantic task, and 
one that can be performed only by such methods as suggested 
above. 

It has been noted, and can not be truthfully denied by any 
group or individual, that this campus has had many organiza-
tions in the past, closely held together, and heatedly opposing 
one another. Many of them seem to have no purpose but to op-

', pose any measure, and never proposed anything that might aid 
\the situation. 

"Tofether we stand, divided we fall" will certainly holn true 
ti - Texas Tech in 1943 and the coming years. The unanimous 
"ynt" vote recently given the problem of continuing football 
here , is a small-scale example of what we propose. 

Vv e hope to eliminate all grudges dating back to years gone 
by, and one that no person can trace to a definite origin. We hope 
to instil in the present student body a feeling that every person 
is his, or her, friend, and that they are not sworn enemies simply 
because they have conflicting ideas. That has been the basic 
cause for rivalries during the past, and we must resolve to end 
it now. 

There are none among us who do not want to see Tech a 
place of which we can be proud. There is but one way to do it, 
and that is to see our school safely through the present cirsis. This 
must be done by hard work, and hard work alone. 

For the continuation of a great institution's growth to an even 
greater one we are asking all, and urging all to be "one for all 
. . . all for one" . . . and all for Texas Tech.

In the Border Conference. The 
Techsans boast one of the two all- 
civilian teams in this sector. The 
other civilian team is Texas A & 
M. 

Southwestern is the team in the 
Texas conference who is to carry 
on for that bracket, and with the 
number of college stars in reserve 
placed on their campus, prove to 
be one of the "big guns" in the 
Southwestern play this season. 

North Texas Agricultural College 
at Arlington is the other team to 
compete in intercollegiate sports 
during the coming season. This was 
made possible by the placing of 
Marine reservists on their campus. 
This list Includes four former Tech-
sans, Harold Crosses, end from 
Dallas; James Reed, guard from 
Crosbyton; Peter Blanda, back 
from Youngwood, Pennsylvania; 
and Doyle Carraway, guard from 
Sherman, and selected on the sec-
ond string "Little All-America" 
team last season. 

Baylor, formerly scheduled for 
the Red Raiders, is the only major 
casulty in the Southwest confer-
ence. This school was forced to 
drop football due to the shortage 
of manpower among their players 
and coaching staff also. With the 
passing of the army's ban on their 
students participating in intercol-
legiate sports. came the announce-
ment by.Baylor officials that there 
would be no Golden Bears in 1943, 
or for the duration.

James Connolly Of 
Tahoka One Of 19th 
Bombardment Crew 

Former l'echsan James Connol-
ly of Tahoka, now an avaition ca-
det at the San Antonio Aviation 
Cadet Center and formerly a mem-
ber of the oft-decorated 19th Bom-
bardment group, has been awarded 
the Silver Star for "gallantry in 
action" while a staff-sergeant-aer-
ial guner with the latter group 
mentioned above. 

Connolly left Tech and went in-
to the field artillery. He left this 
country for over-seas duty on Nov-
ember 21, 1941 headed for the Phil-
lipine Islands. He was aboard ship 
about five days out of Honolulu 
when war broke out on December 
7 and the course of the ship was 
changed. He arrived in Australia 
on Christmas Day of 1941. Shortly 
afterward, while in Java, he trans-
ferred to the Army Air forces be-
cause of a need for aerial gunners, 
and was then assigned to the now-
famed 19th. 

He credits skillful handling of 
a battered B-17 for the safe return 
of the entire crew of a bomber 
which had slugged it out toe-to-toe 
with a Jap invasion fleet on Milne 
Bay. 

"Going in", he said, "I saw the 
B-17 on our left wing knocked 
down. It jettisoned its bombs and 
went hurtling down_ is :lames. Our 
;pilot, Captain e-It'sner of Humbolt, 

 err y.r ..... -;•::."Ska drdn't waver. The Japs 
using deck guns, pompom, 

machine guns, rifles and what-not, 
but Captain Casper took our ship. 
the 'Daylight Limited', right on 
in. 

"After the run we had holes in 
our wings, one motor was knocked 
out, the tires were punctured, the 
landing gear was damaged and a 
burst in the side had wounded our 
side goner. We knew the 'Daylight 
Limited' never would fly gain, but 
the captain was determined to get 
the plane back to th bas to salvage 

gent, the first of its kind under 
Lend-Lease, of B-17's. These Fort-
resses were to be shipped to Aus-
tralian forces. - 

After three months work at this 
post Gray was transferred to his 
first combat zone. while still a 
civilian. This post was Cuba and 
the work was carried on under ap-
proximated combat conditions re-
pairing Army and Navy planes. 
Among other things accomplished 
at this base, Gray mastered the 
rhumba. 

Again the workers were returned 
to the states after a short period 
on the island, this time reporting 
to Long Beach, California. Immed-
iately after arriving they were 
again packed and shipped. This 
time their destination was Hick- 
ham Field, Hawaii. They spent 
their time in this, post repairing 
planes later damaged by the Japs 
in their raid on Pearl Harbor. In-
cluded in this were damaged planes 
returned from the Southeastern 
war theater in the Pacific. 

Four months later the techni-
cians were ordered home, and 
hoped for a brief rest. But they 
were assigned to re-assemble the 
armament on the B-25 Mitchell 
bombers that were used by Jimmie 
Doolittle on his raid over Tokyo. 
Gray considers this the most im-
portant job of his career. • 

Soon after completing this as-
signment Gray applied for duty as 
a cadet with the Army Air Forces. 
This was made possible through a 
military furlough from the War 
Department, to which he shall re-
