Kerr has been 
cited by President Roosevelt, Gen-
eral MacArthur, and General Ken-
ny of the South Pacific Air Com-
mand Awarded the D. F. C. for 
the minimum of 50 combat mis-
sions S-Sgt. Kerr had 134 missions 
and 392 combat hours to his credit, 
after he has been in the service 31 
months. 

Ground or line engineer, 21-year-
-old Ralph Gurley from Indiana 
was sent to Australia when he aws 
19 years old. S-Sgt. Gurley remain-
ed there unti Ibis recent return. On 
the trip to Brisbane, his ship aws 
attacked three times by enemy sub-
marines, but it came through, sink-
ing two of them. 

Radio operator and gunner, S-Sgt. 
Al Charmauch., 22-year-old Penn-
sylvanian who has served aboard 
B-17's and B-24'a in three major 
campaigns, took part in action at 
Midway, Bismarck sea, and in the 
Paupuan campaign. In New Gui-
nea he applied for cadet training 
and came back to the U. S. via 
Australia and Hamilton field, also 
touching Cuba, Panama, Canton. 
the Fijis, and New Caledonia. 

Pilot, 1st Sgt. WI ham Van Div- 
•r, who worked his way up through 
the ranks and compiled innumer-
able flying hours in the Southwest 
Pacific against the Japs. 

Bombardier, T-Sgt. Sneider, 25- 
year old veteran of 37 Pacific com-
bat missions, is from Atlenreed, 
Texas. He has been awarded the 
Air Medal by General Kenney. 
,. neider received th eSilver Star 
last December for precision bomb-, 
Mg from a B-25 Mitchell bomber 
that sank a destroyer. He enlisted 
in the army in 1939 and received 
his present rating last February 
while a member of the 90th bomb-
ardment squadron on patrol duty.
