Book Published 
Here Wriften By 
Ernest Wallace 

Charles DeMorse: Pioneer Edi- 

tor and Statesman has recently 
been published by Tech press. The 
book Is the result of two years' 
work by its author, Dr. Ernest 
Wallace, assistant professor of his- 
tory, and was his thesis for his 
doctor's degree. 

The story is a study of DeMorse 
as an outstanding Texas journal- 
ist and statesman who visualized 
the economic and notifies ,  prob- 
lems of the state during the half 
century following the establish- 
ment of Texas independence. Be- 
cause of the active part DeMorse 
played in this important half cen- 
tury following the establishment of 
Texas independence, the story is 
more than a biography, but is the 
history of Texas for the half cen- 
tury,  following San Jacinto—inde- 
pendence, annexation, the Mexican 
war, statehood, Civil war, Recon- 
struction, formation of new con- 
stitutions, and the mad scramble 
for land. 

Underneath the main study is a 
sub-stratum study of the Clarks- 
ville Standard, for many years one 
of the most important newspapers 
of Texas. whose founder, publisher 
and editor was DeMorse. 

The book, which contains 271 
pages, will go on sale for $3 at 
Tech press July 1. Charles De- 
Morse: Pioneer Editor and States- 
man is the first publication of its 
size done by Tech press.

dent should have with him a trans-
cript of his academic record and 
In event he has been accepted for 
matriculation inan approved 
school of medicine, dentistry or 
veterinary, he should carry with 
him the official letters of accept-
ance. 

"Since these papers are required 
of all pre-medical, pre-dental and 
pre-veterinary students who desire 
to continue pre-professional or pro-
fessional work after being induct-
ed in the Army, it Is recommended 
that all the above mentioned stu-
dents who are to be called to act- 
ive service in May get these pa- 
pers immediately," Dr. Kent said. 

Those students subject to call 
who are leaving school for the 
summer vacation should secure 
the certificate from Dean Gordon 
before leaving school and leave an 
order with the registrar to send 
their transcripts of academic rec-
ords as soon as the spring grades 
have been recorded. Then if a stu-
dent is called during the summer 
while not in attendance he will 
have the necessary data on hand.

Geology Field Open 
To Women Studes 

Coeds Could Secure Positions 
Easily With Proper Training

Petroleum Engineering, Texas Technological College 

THE department of geology and petroleum engineering is 
constantly receiving calls from oil companies for women 

who have training in Geology. We could find positions for a rel-
atively large number of women if women with the proper train-
ing and preparation were available. The present situation, of 
course, is partly the result of the 
war, but it is believed that it is 
not entirely the result of the war, 
nor that it will entirely change af-
ter the war. The oil companies, 
even in peace times, are making 
increasing use of women geolo-
gists, especially in such lines as 
subsurface laboratory work, micro-
paleontology, and as computors in 
geophysical work. In the post-war 
period there will undoubtedly be a 
great expansion of the oil indus-
try, so great that there will be lit-
tle danger that women entering the 
profession will be supplanted by 
men returning to civil life, since

Staff Sergeant Richard Dale 
Handles Discipline Problems 

STAFF Sergeant Richard Hart Dale, from Philadelphia, Pa., is 
one of the non-commissioned officers the 309th men should 

be especially interested in, since he handles most of the disci-
plinary measures for Barracks 2 in his capacity as Acting First 
Sergeant of Group Two, and also as a member of the Wing Board. 

Sgt. Dale claims Philadelphia as his home town, but attended 
grade school and high school at Lawrenceville, N. J., near Phil-
adelphia. He majored in English for two years at the University 
of Pennsylvania before coming into the Army, and was on the 
wrestling team there. 

From the wrestling coach at Penn the Sergeant learned Jui 
Jitsu, which has helped him since in his work in training troops. 
During his first year at college he also won the heavyweight 
boxing championship. During spare time he worked on the 
college paper. 

Fishing is Sgt. Dale's principal hobby, and he had time to 
put it into practice during his days as a newspaper reporter for 
the Germantown (Pa.) Sentinel. Before enlisting he took four 
trips to Europe, "just for the fun of traveling," he says. The 
first was when he was only six, and he doesn't remember much 
of it, but on the other three visits the Sergenat visited most of 
the Continental countries including Austria, Germany, Italy 
and Norway, with which he was most familiar. 

Sgt. Dale's service record began in February, 1941, when he 
enlisted in the Cavalry. He spent a year with his outfit, mostly 
on maneuvers in North and South Carolina. Their post was at 
Indiantown Gap, Pa., near Harrisburg. He was next appointed 
Cadet and sent to Maxwell Field, Ark., in 1942, but was elimi-
nated at Helena, Arkansas, in flying. 

From Maxwell Field the Sergeant was sent to Turner Field, 
Ga., as navigation instructor and recruit quartermaster, and 
later to Randolph Field as Glider Pilot, but failed to pass the 
physical there and became a C.Q. for a short time. He was made 
a drill instructor there before his transfer to the Tech Air Crew 
Detachment the last week of February, 1943. 

Probably the most interesting time in Sergeant Dale's ca-
reer was when he was in Munich during the fight when Max 
Schmelling beat Joe Louis in 1936.
