Don Budge,world recognized 
tennis champion, is now stationed 
on the campus with the 309th As 
Crew detachment. He was ass,.

Santa Ana, Cal. 

Budge entered military service 
Feb. 18 at San Francisco. He has 
been stationed at Sheppard field. 
Texas, Knollwood field, North Car-
olina, and was graduated from Of-
ficers Candidate school at Miami 
Beach, Fla. August 21. On receiv-
ing his commision he went direct-
ly to the West Coast Flight Train-
ing command to be assigned a def-
inite post.

Instruction Given 
In Special Courses 
Of Engineering 

Classes for the second 12-week 
cycle of the Army Specialized 
training program for advanced 
engineers at Tech began Monday,  
it has been announced by Major 
Frank E. Hangs, commanding of-
ficer The unit has more than trip-
led itself in men. The first cycle 
was only one third of the authoriz-
ed capacity. At present, the work 
is more or less routine. Training is 
in the fields of civil, mechanical 
and electrical engineering. 

Men in this unit are from 39 
states of the union, Canal Zone, 
Austria, Russia, China, Germany, 
Palestine and Mexico. Men are cho-
sen for direct assignment to the ad-
vanced course through careful sel-
ection They must have a high army 
general classification test score 
and at least one year of college to 
be eligible. 

The Army Specialized Training 
program was designed to meet the 
Army's demand for specialists 
when the selective service age was 
lowered to 18. Priority of the ASTP 
is high, second only to direct as-
signment to Officers Candidate 
school or Aviation Cadet training. 
It Is expected that some basis will 
be established so that trainees will 
receive regular college credit in 
the future for their work. 

Normally, trainees will be here 
either for four months or a year. 
Upon completion of the course, 
they will be eligible for assignment 
to Officers Candidate schools. Some 
will be assigned to specialist du-
ties with troops. 

Academic instruction is given 
under the supervision of 0. V. 
Adams, dean of the division of en-
gineering. The government fur-
nishes text books and other Indi-
vidual equipment, and laboratory 
equipment is provided by the col-
lege. 

The unit is quartered In the for-
mer Women's Dorm No. 2, now 
designatedas Barracks No. 3. 
Their meals are prepared under 
the supervision of Miss Mozelle 
Craddock, college dietician.

The examination is de-
signed to test the aptitude and gen-
eral knowledge required for the 
program of college training, and 
all qualified students are urged to 
take the test. At the time of the 
test such candidates will be given 
choice of service preference. but 
taking the test does not obligate 
the candidate to enlist In the ser-
vice. 

The Army Specialized Training 
program and the Navy College pro-
gram enable students to continue 
academic training at government 
expense following induction into 
the armed services. Successful com-
pletion of the prescribed courses 
may, following further officer 
training, lead to a commission in 
the Army or Navy. 

Those selected for the Army will, 
after further screening and basic 
military training, be sent to col-
lege. Students chosen for the Navy 
program, after selection by the Of-
fice of Naval Officer Procurement, 
will be detailed directly to college. 
Students who attend college under 
either of the programs will be un-
der military discipline on active 
duty in uniform with pay. All ex- 
penses, including tuition, food, 
housing, books, and uniforms will 
be paid by the Army -nr the Navy.

THE TOREADOR office has been receiving complaints about 
the small number of papers being printed this year. Many 

students who don't have early classes have found that all the 
copies are gone by the time they arrive on the campus. 

This is an unfortunate situation, but it can be very easily ex-
plained. Student activity tickets include a year's subscription to 
the TOREADOR, and only ticket holders are entitled to receive 
this publication. Only 906 activity tickets have been sold this 
year. And as the TOREADOR is on a rather limited budget, no 
more copies can be printed than have been paid for. Naturally, 
906 are not enough for each of the 1657 students enrolled to 
have one; hence, the papers disappear early. 

We feel sure that non-ticket holders have no intention of 
being unfair when they take TOREADORS, because there are 
those wllo think tickets are only for athletic events. However, 
only six dollars of the ten paid-goes to the athletic council. One 
dollar goes to the TOREADOR, and the rest of the fee goes to 
the Matador band and other.college activities. 

The purchase of student activity tickets has never been com-
pulsory. In our opinion, however, buying one is omong the most 
beneficial ways one can show his loyalty to Tech. It is the stu-
dent's privilege as well as his duty to support extra-curricula 
activities to the best of his ability. 

If one wishes, he may subscribe to the TOREADOR without 
buying an activity ticket. Subscriptions are seventy-five cents 
per semester, and may be either mailed or brought by the TOR-
EADOR office. 

We have no way of checking to see whether or not the pa-
per's subscribers are the only ones who get copies. A sense of 
fair play is the only thing that can make the present system of 
distribution adequate. Students of Tech. we are counting on 
you!—E.H.

VAN YOU estimate how long it will take a student to prepare 

the assignment you have just given him? Consider the fact 
that giving the assignment is routine to you, but getting it up is 
something new to the student. Consider also that some can com-
prehend more quickly than others, which does not mean that the 
others are not intelligent. 

There are students on the campus who are just conscienitous 
enough to spend all night on a lesson in order to get it. Two hours 
of preparation is required for each hour spent in the classroom. 
That means that a student taking a normal number of hours 
should spend at least forty-five hours on his school work each 
week. Add the time that it is necesary for him to sleep, eat and 

spend otherwise. and there is enough time left to keep Jack from 
being a dull boy. Of course. yours is only one subject that Jack 
takes. but if you give him an assignment requiring five hours of 
work instead of the required two, how are you to know that sev-
eral of his other teachers have not done the same thing?

An Ugly Man contest was spon-
sored last spring on the San Jose 
State college campus in California 
by Alpha Phi Omega, scout service 
fraternity. At a penny a vote, $150 
was earned by the ballots to con-
tribute to a war purpose. 

Women students out number the 
men at the University of Texas 
this fall for the first time in his-
tory. The normal proportion is 
two men to each woman, but in 
this war year, registration of wo-
men is 3,291 as compared to 3,155 
men. 
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The question that is raised in our minds is not concerning 
the whys and wherefores concerning students who do not main-
tain such an average, but as to the need for such an average by 
certain persons for certain extra-curricular activities. 

Waxing strong on the campus at present is the heated dis-
cussion of the eligibility of our assistant yell leaders. These three 
students have received letters from Maxine Craddock, student 
president, informing them that they have no right to hold office 
according to the catalogue. 

What we are vitally interested in is whether the student gov-
ernment is to be overrun by this catalogue, or if we are to stick 
to the student constitution, which was written for the exact pur-
pose of determining the rules by which students may partici-
pate in said activities. There must be a choice made somewhere, 
and it must be done soon to avoid the continual contradiction 
of these two articles. 

Texas Tech has long boasted of its democratic system of stu-
dent government, and where the school is known, this is its 
outstanding characteristic. But if our constitution fails to hold 
up under Administrative fire, then it may as well be discarded 
and our student council be disbanded permanently. 

We quote the 18th catalogue of Texas Tech College, page 
68, under the topic Eligibility For Extra-Curricular Activities: 
"Any undergraduate student not on scholarship or displinary 
probation who is regularly registered for twelve or more sem-
ester credit hours is eligible to become a candidate for student 
office, or may represent the College in any extra-curricula act-
ivity. provided such student has a grade average of at least 1.00 
for both the whole of his college work and that of the preceding 
semester on the complete scholastic load" _etc: 

Also included in this topic is the statement that the above 
includes any elective or appointive office of the campus. 

The student constitution. However, does not state the nec-
essity for having such an average. Article 8, Section 2 says: "The 
Head Yell Leader shall appoint two male assistants. The elected 
girl yell leader shall appoint one girl assistant The three ap-
pointed yell leaders shall have at least full sophomore standing. 
There shall be no freshman yell leader." 

To have a full sophomore standing, a person does not nec-
essarily have to have sufficient grade points. Students who 
have the proper amount of hours, 30, are considered sophomores, 
regardless of their grade-point standing. We contend, therefore, 
that the present assistant yell leaders have the right to maintain 
their office according to the constitution. 

Those who propose to remove these persons from office con-
tend that the catalogue is the supreme power. We realize that the 
Administration has the power to veto any act they wish, but 
if we are to abide by their catalogue and forget our constitution, 
then we may as well forget our idealistic preachings about de-
mocracy on this campus. 

Other proponents of this C-average-war cntend that the 
constitution itself says that assistant yell leaders must have the 
disputed average to be eligible for office. According to our study 
of it, this is pure propaganda by a few misfits who are perhaps 
a little envious of the present office holders. 

These persons quote from Article 7, entitled Elections, of 
the constitution which says that the yell leaders must have a 
C average to maintain office. We wish to correct this mistaken 
idea, and point out that this deals exclusively with those two yell 
leaders elected to office, and does not, in the least, concern the 
appointed ones. 

We do not fully understand what caused this sudden out-
burst by the student council regarding assistant and appointive 
offices. We can cite many instances where appointive office-
holders had no such average as is demanded at present. 

The late Bud Barnes announced his candidacy for the posi-
tion of boy head yell leader a few years back, and was proved 
to be lacking in grade points for that position. He was appointed 
by "Chocky" Fair to serve as assistant, and did so for the entire 
year. 

Another case, and more recent, was the same situation last 
year, Rex Harris and Leslie Nichols were assistants during the 
year to Brad Gilbert. with neither having the newly required 
average. 

With these points presented we can see but one solution 
The student constitution must remain the law on such minor 
questions as the present one. The present assistants have been 
doing a marvelous job, even securing a guarantee that Techsans 
could have buses to the SMU or TCU game, and have been keep-
ing the Raider spirit at a high key considering that the student 
body is scattered from Avenue A to Monroe Avenue and fur-
ther, and from 1st to 34th. 

Perhaps our word will have no effect on the present situa-
tion, but we believe that students had best awaken to the fact 
that anything can happen, and will happen, if we are not on 
our toes. We sincerely hope that the Student council will waiver 
the letters released, and will allow at least Tech's fighting spirit 
and enthusiasm to go unmolested.

Brewer, who received an ankle injury in the Texas Aggie 
0-13 defeat, missed the Tulsa trip, and was still favoring the in-
jured limb during workouts this week. If he does play it will be 
under the same conditions as Dudley, although his leg is healing 
satisfactorily. 

Striving for more perfection in the line Coach Morgan has 
moved Raymond Smith from his blocking back post to tackle. 
Smith, holding a discharge from the Army and with considerable 
experience behind him, has shown up well defensively at this po-
sition. 

The backfield remains a big question mark for coaches, play-
ers and fans. During the Tulsa game Coach Morgan used tailbacks 
Buster Melton and Freddie Brown in the same backfield. alterna-
ting at the wingback and tailback post whenever needed. Wheth-
er Morgan minds to make a permanent change in this combina-
tion will not be known until Saturday night. Melton has also 
been running at the fullback post some during the week, and has 
looked well in that position. During the Tulsa fray it was Melton's 
superb defensive play from the halfback slot that on several occa-
sions saved Tech from a more severe beating at the hands of the 
Hurricane. 

Since the injury of Walter Schlinkman. and the departure of 
Buck Gilenwater, the two Raider captains, Coach Morgan has 
been appointing game captains. During the Texas Aggie fray, Mel-
ton was the captain, and Brown succeeded him during the Tulsa 
game. No announcements are made previous to game time as 
to the choice of the coaches, and the appointment is made in the 
dressing room immediately before kickoff time. 

The kickoff for tomorrow night's game is scheduled for 8;15 
p.m. in Tech stadium. Admission prices will be $1.65 for reserved 
seats, $1.10 for general admission, with soldiers and wives ad-
mitted for 50 cents.
