Both the lengue of natlons and
Moscow would De relieved of greal
embarrassment If the Russo-Finn-
ish war could be ended guickly by
negotiation.

Not a few members of the league
are fearful of the consequences If
that organization has to carry the
case through to the extreme of ex-
pelling the soviet union In the
midst of the European erlsis.

From Russia's standpoint, It ie
losing Invaluable military prestige
with each passing day of the In-
vasjon.

The wholly unexpected success of
the Finns in standing off the Rus-
gslan forces lsg having In foreign
countries an effect which the Mus-
coviles most certainly cannot wel-
come, While actually the war
hasn't demonsirated much of im-
portance from the mulitary stand-
point, excepting that Finland Is
Indegd a country of heroes, it has
had two distinet and Important
reactions abroad:

L Many nations have condemned
the soviet's actlon as wholly un-
warranted aggresslon.

Just an the Alabama was helped by supplies from
British and French ports, so the Deutschland may be
getting a friendly lft of fuel and food from Russian
and Spanish ports, Russin Is a close friend If not an
actual ally of Germany. And Spain ia =a likely to
smilo now at under-cover ald lent to Germany as she
was during the World war, when her neutrality waa
deeply In question, .

You can bank on It, Britain s suffering seriously
from the Deutschland. There will be fewer convoys
from Canada to England whila the Deutschland I
hanging around. They will have to be fast convoys,
so large numbers of slower ships must be left idle
or allowed to travel without convoy.

Moreover, real safety can be gesured only by hav-
ing a heavily-armored ship along, a heavy expense
and a serious depletion of the . ritlsh North sea fleet.

Only three of Britain's heavily-armored ships
and two of France's are fast enough to overtake the
Deutschland. But If a covey of destroyers or light
crulsers came upon her the Allied mem lords would
consider It a cheap price to lo e two or three of them
In order tp lot one get in close enough to put the
Deutschland down,

Their best hope is to patrol the regular sea lanes
and the approaches to Spanish or Ruasian ports
where the Deutschland may seek fuel. It is Inevit-
nble that one day she will be spotted by a ship or

combination of ships that ean handle her.
-

THE BRITISH WAY

Meantime both the Deulschland and these “dam-
fool"” submarine raids on Britlsh naval bases must
try the atolid British soul. History records that, as
a race, the British are not famous for Individual ex-
ploits. Once in several generatlons there will be a

Captain Drake to raid the Spanish Main, a Lord
Bryon who rushes off poetleally to die with the
Greeks fighting the Turks, Once in a blue moon

there will be & General Miller to fight with Bolivar
to free the Lalin republics, or a Laurence of Arabla.

And when there Is such a man the British will
cheer and feel comforted and serene, but rarely
tempted to go and do likewise,

With the French, the Americans, and the Ger-
mans, it is different. They fight with elan, with one
eye on lthe enemy and one eye on a daring Individual
exploit.

Nevertheless the British caught Napoleon,
caught the World war ralder Emden, and now are
cruising under the darkening Arelle circle for a
chance to slug it out with the Deutschland.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 12 1.—Dr
W. W. Alexander, farm security
adminlstrator. declared todoy thal
under the present agricultural sys-
tem the taxpayers’ money was be
ing used to subsidize labor for
many blg commerciul farms,

In his annual report on rural
rellef mctivitips, he sald that “the
large mechanized farm usually sup-
ports ita workers only during the
few wocks of their employment,
and they must depend largely on
rellef between times"™

Responaibility for the situation|

was lald by Alexander on mechanl
zation of agriculture.

He said that thousands of the
families dlsplaced from the land
since 1930 had been alded by his
agency and by local relief organlza-
tiona,

Alexander sald the rural relief
problem called for two solutions—
“new and more stable employmunt
for the surplus workers, perhaps in
Subsistence farming; md decent
shelter, steadi yment and
a chance to educate thelr children,
for thoge who must continue to be
seasonal workers."
