For bin measurements, 
the first plot will be $25, 
and the second will be $10.

Ground measurement 
rates will be charged on all 
applications.

Lions On New Airport

The Muleshoe Lions met 
for their regular weekly 
meeting o n .

Muleshoe’ s City Mana­
ger, Dave Marr was a spe­
cial guest at Lion’ s and 
presented a comprehensive 
program giving an update 
on the proposed new air­
port for Muleshoe. He also 
showed a film to the group 
which depicted a town 
“ dying on it’s feet due to 
no outlets or opportunities 
for employment or ad­
vancement.”  While Marr 
explained that he certainly 
did not think that was the 
case in Muleshoe, felt that 
the point was well-taken.

Marr gave a short history 
of the airports in Mule­
shoe, stating that since 
about 1945, the City had 
maintained some means of 
air travel. The first lease 
was on the current property 
and was the Edward K. 
Warren Field. The city 
leased this land in 1945 
with an option to buy the 
land; and, then accom­
plished that goal in 1950.

In about 1973, according 
to Marr, a consensus led 
citizens and council to the 
decision that needed im­
provements to the airport 
would have to be secured

by the use of state funds, 
if there were to be any 
improvements. Marr stated, 
that while some actions 
were taken at that period 
of time, the project just did 
not go anywhere. The only 
real decision to come out of 
the 1973 phase of the air­
port problem was the fact 
that it was decided that 
mere improvements and 
Cont.

Pothole Program Could Help 
With City Street Repair
Recently the Texas Mun­

icipal League released a list 
giving amounts that area 
cities in Texas would re­
ceive upon passage o f a 
bill, now pending before 
the state legislature, to es­
tablish a state-funded pro­
gram to help repair local 
city streets.

The "city pothole control 
program”  is part of a 
broad legislative package 
which calls for a $1.2 bill­
ion biennial increase in 
state spending on roads 
and bridges.

One component of the 
measure (which includes

S.B. 287 and H.B. 632) 
would provide an additional 
$1.2 billion per biennium 
for repairing and improving 
the state highway system. 
The second component of 
the bill - the so-called 
“ pothole program”  - would 
appropriate $200 million 
from the state treasury 
over a two year period to 
finance a new city street 
improvement fund. Under 
the measure, each city in 
the state would receive a 
biennial allocation of $3,320 
for every mile of paved 
street in the locality. A city 
with 10 miles of street 
would receive a biennial

payment of $33,200 from 
the fund; one with 50 miles 
of street would receive 
$166,000; and so on.

Muleshoe’s biennial allo­
cation would be $100,000, 
with one half being remit­
ted by the state in 1984 
and the other half remitted 
in 1985. In Castro County, 
the City of Dimmitt would 
receive $74,400 per biennial 
allocation, with Hart re­
ceiving $26,600. Whiteface, 
in Cochran County, would 
receive $10,000 for the
biennial allocation.

Dallas and a member of 
the Governor’ s Task Force 
on Agricultural Develop­
ment (established by form­
er governor Bill Clements 
in 1981) noted seven crit­
ical issues identified by the 
task force that will have 
great influence on Texas’ s 
agricultural industry: water, 
energy, capital, production 
efficiency, transportation, 
land and marketing.

Peckham also listed these 
general recommendations 
by the special agricultural 
task force:

1. Designate agriculture 
as a high priority sector of 
the Texas economy.

2. Minimize government 
regulations.

3. Establish incentives 
for the conservation of nat­
ural resources.

4. Increase state funding 
for agricultural research 
and education, which offers 
a 30 to 50 percent return 
per annum on dollars in­
vested. State funding in 
this area is small relative 
to the size of Texas’ agri­
cultural industry and in­
come generated.

5. Improve agricultural 
information systems to im­
prove methods of techno­
logy transfer to expedite 
use of new knowledge.

“ We need to develop 
financing for a continuing 
water research and educa­
tion program, and we need 
to amend the Texas Water, 
Plan to meet the needs of 
agriculture,”  Peckham 
said.

“ We also need to dev­
elop and implement new 
technology in production 
agriculture, and we need to 
establish a Research and 
Education Center for Agri­

cultural Policy.”
Regarding transportation, 

Peckham called for deregu­
lation o f the trucking in­
dustry for agricultural pro­
ducts, maintenance and ex­
pansion of farm-to-market 
roads, and keeping needed 
railroads. “ Since many of 
Texas agricultural products 
are exported, transportation 
demands are unique,”  he 
noted.

The banking official also 
called for a halting of the 
conversion of prime agri­
cultural land for urban 
development and a major 
emphasis on marketing of 
agricultural products. “ We 
especially need to improve 
our markets with Mexico, 
and we need to improve 
the development and diss­
emination of market 
news,”  Peckham said.

He i ncouraged the 150 
bankers attending the con­
ference to werk closely with 
their farmer lenders to help 
them identify risks and to 
deal with these. "This is a 
period of stress for all 
agricultural producers and 
all want to survive,”  he 
said. “ We want our agri­
cultural industry to grow 
and develop because 
everyone benefits from a 
sound agriculture. '

“ In this period of change 
we need to direct change 
and not let it master us,”  
Peckham challenged the 
bankers.

plained. Tower is the new 
chairman of the Senate 
Subcommittee on Housing 
and Urban Affairs.

“ This legislation would 
simultaneously encourage 
savings and stimulate the 

•vital housing industry,”  
Tower said. "Young people 
who may not wish to save 
for their retirement would 
have a significant incentive 
to combine the tax advan­
tages of an IRA with the 
opportunity to set aside 
money for a home. Renters 
will have a way, under the 
existing IRA mechanism, to 
own a home o f their own 
while providing equity for 
financial security when they 
retire.”

“ Current and future 
homeowners who choose to 
pay off their mortgages as 
a faster-than-scheduled rate 
will be ‘ saving’ as well, 
since they will be reducing 
their debt and therefore in­

creasing the amount of 
money available to other 
borrowers,”  the senior 
Texas senator said.

“ This additional savings 
generated by MRA’s would 
benefit not only individuals 
providing for their futures, 
but allow would stimulate 
the national economy,”  he 
added.

“ For financial institu­
tions, early payment of

mortgages would mean that 
some of their assets would 
be freed earlier than sche­
duled. That, in turn, would 
give them greater ability to 
respond to fluctuations in 
interest rates,”  Tower said.

“ Additionally, the hous­
ing industry is such a vital

part of our economy that 
recovery in this sector is 
vital to the overall prosp­
erity of the nation. This 
plan would directly stimu­
late this industry without 
drawing from the federal 
budget. In fact, the long­
term impact on tax rev­
enues from enactment of 
this plan could very well be 
positive, given increased 
employment and reduced 
mortgage interest tax ded­
uctions,”  he said.

14.5 percent interest on 
loans with a $100,000 lim­
itation. Operating loans in 
1983 will be made at a 
10.25 percent rate of inter­
est, still with the $100,000 
limit. Rumors have been 
that the $100,000 limit will 
be raised to $200,000, but 
no solid information is 
available on this point.

Taylor says that the local 
office lacks processing 
about one dozen of its reg­
ular annual customers and 
has increased its number of 
new borrowers from last 
j ear. The FmHA Director 
ti ld the Journal that he felt 
the P1K had helped farm­
ers’ attitudes and the out­
look of the economy. Most 
FmHA borrowers went into 
the P1K program in some
form or fashion.

Besides the operating 
loan, several other pro-

frams are set up for 
mHa loan funds. One of 

these deals with farm

The Economic Emer­
gency Loan program which 
was put back into operation 
with the 1982 Farm Bill, 
went out of the program 
again for 1983.

Another emergency loan 
program that is now avail­
able to farmers involves 
help to farmers suffering 
from the effects of a nat­
ural disaster. Bailey County 
has officially been design­
ated as a disaster area and 
this type loan is available 
to local farmers who can 
meet the criteria for the 
loan. The limit of this loan 
is up to $250,000 at a rate

ments, Jones said.

According to Jones, 
Texas cities are currently 
spending more than $100 
million per year on street 
repairs-half again the an­
nual amount spent three 
years ago. “ But we are 
still falling ever further be­
hind,”  Jones said, “ be­
cause there is a $1 billion 
street repair backlog that is 
snowballing at rates that 
exceed local spending 
increases.”

Jones believes that the 
degree o f strain that the, 
additional taxes would 
cause could be alleviated 
by shifting a larger portion 
of the financial burden over 
to the motorists who will 
be the main beneficiaries of 
increased state spending on 
transportation.

Cont. from Page 1 
updates of the existing air­
port were almost nil. Too 
many things were against 
the old site: its location, 
it’ s proximity to power 
lines and highways and to 
residential areas, along 
with entertainment areas 
cluttered up the availability 
of the airport.

In 1980, the Muleshoe 
City Council, along with 
other interested members 
of the Community, decided 
that the time had come to 
ask for the outside assis­
tance that Muleshoe so 
badly needed to build their 
airport. A plan was deve­
loped which a'lowed Mule­
shoe to actually “ trade-in”  
their old airport on the new 
one. A master plan feasi­
bility study was entered in­
to with an Albuquerque 
firm o f engineers and 
things begin to fall into 
place in the plan.

Now, 4 miles south of 
Muleshoe on the east side 
of State Highway 214, 
about 400 acres of land has 
been targeted for the pro­
posed site of the new air­
port. Over $400,000 in 
funds has been committed 
already to the project, and 
they are for the most part, 
grants to the City of Mule­
shoe. Surveyors and appr-

“ alsers have been at work 
on the land and at this 
time, a fair market price is 
being decided upon, with 
the hope that it will meet 
with the approval of the 
present land owner.

According to the City 
Manager, the actual length 
of the land needed for the 
runway area is 10,000 feet 
long. “ There just aren’ t 
that many places in Bailey 
County that you can find 
that kind of space, un­
cluttered with anything 
else,”  Marr said. The fin­
ished plans will include 
about 20 hanger spaces 
when the airport is done.

In closing Marr stated 
that the surveys and app­
raisals were in the process 
and the funds are avail­
able. “ We hope to be in 
the new airport by some­
time this next fall.”

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‘Back A Fighter ’ —InHandicap Awareness
Jennifer Jones is nine 

years old, has a dry sense 
of humor, golden-blonde 
curls, and a very busy 
schedule of school and 
swimming. One of two 
daughters of Don and Chris 
Jones of Lubbock, she’ s an 
important member o f a 
family that can be des­
cribed “ as all-American as 
apple pie.”

But this apple pie took 
longer to put together than 
most. When Jennifer was 
five, she suffered a health 
setback that changed the 
lives of the Joneses from 
that fateful moment on.

One night the child 
awoke screaming, with a 
headache so severe she 
was rushed to the hospital. 
It was to be the beginning 
of two years of serious ill­
ness produced by a brain 
hemorrhage and the tumor 
that caused it.

After the hemorrhage, 
Jennifer was comatose for 
three days. When she re­
gained consciousness, she 
was paralyzed, like a stroke 
victim, on one side. She 
was to have two additional 
hemorrhages in the next 
two years, and undergo 
radiation to shrink the 
tumor.

At first she could not 
recognize her family, and 
had to learn all over again 
to speak. She had to

change from being right- 
handed to left-handed be­
cause of th$ right-side par­
alysis, and compensate for 
right-leg weakness with a 
leg brace. Thinking about 
her struggle to walk again, 
Jennifer reflects, “ I failed' 
a lot.”  Then she corrects 
herself. " I  fell a lot.”

Anyone seeing Jennifer 
now would have difficulty 
imagining the dark hours 
she and her family have 
gone through to get this 
far. Though she still walks 
with a limp and wears a 
leg brace, the little girl, 
who has been chosen 
Lubbock's Easter Seal 
Poster Child for 1983, fully 
expects soon to be able to 
walk without a brace and 
the orthopedic shoes it 
requires.

“ I want a pair of tennis 
shoes, not like these,”  as 
she indicates her brown 
sandals, “ that have Miss 
Piggy on them.”

The years since Jenni­
fer’ s illness began have 
been tough for the Joneses, 
but they are thankful it has 
not been worse. Chris 
Jones says, “ It’ s a tragedy 
when this kind of thing 
happens to anyone, but it 
seems even more so when 
it’ s a child who has been 
healthy. Yet we’re so 
lucky. We had excellent

Tax Return Preparers Regulated
If you choose to have 

your tax return completed 
by a commercial tax pre­
parer, the IRS notes that 
you should be aware of 
certain regulations. In 
brief, your paid preparer is 
responsible for providing a 
copy of the completed re-, 
turn to you when you sign 
the return. Preparers are 
required to keep copies of 
returns or a list containing 
taxpayers’ names and 
identification numbers for 
three years. These records 
must be available for IRS’ 
inspection during this 
period.

Paid preparers are also 
required to sign completed 
returns and to provide their 
employer identification 
number on the return. 
Rubber stamps and signa­
ture facsimiles are not 
acceptable.

The handling of your re­
fund check is also regu­
lated. Paid preparers (other 
than bank preparers) can­
not endorse, cash, or in 
any way negotiate a client’ s 
refund check. The preparer 
can be penalized $500 for 
each violation. In addition,

understating your tax lia­
bility can result in the pre­
parer being penalized $500 
for willful understatement 
or $100 for negligent or 
intentional disregard of 
rules and regulations.

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medical help and advice, 
and wonderfully supportive 
family to back us up. We 
are Christian, and believed 
in the power of prayer. Our 
church family was o f so 
much help during all this- 
we will always appreciate 
them for the love and car­
ing they gave. And the 
grandparents were
wonderful.”

Chris, who because of 
Jennifer’s experience has 
volunteered at the Easter 
Seal Day Camp, has been 
thinking about Jennifer and 
all other handicapped 
people especially this 
week-National Handi­
capped Awareness Week. 
“ To other parents of 
children with disabilities, I 
would give this advice: 
treat your child as normally 
as possible, because your 
natural tendency is to pro­
tect him or her. But pro­
tectiveness often turns to 
overprotection. Don’t do 
things for them that they 
need to do for themselves. 
Help them work on their 
self-esteem, because that’ s 
what they need the most. 
Give them as many positive 
experiences as you can - 
different avenues of posi­
tive experience, since some 
of the regular avenues are

unavailable to them. For 
instance, with Jennifer, we 
encourage her with art and 
swimming, because they 
are options she can 
choose.”

The Joneses observe 
National Handicapped 
Awareness Week every 
week o f the year. Their 
feeling, shared by others 
with disabled family mem­
bers, is that every child is 
special-no matter what his 
handicap-and can do what 
someone else can’ t, in his 
own way.

Handicaps bring their 
own special blessing, the 
Joneses believe. Jennifer, 
through her own struggles 
to regain movement and 
strength in her affected 
limbs, has developed enor­
mous compassion for 
others. According to Chris, 
“ She doesn’ t just reach out 
to others with handicaps, 
but to any distressed child. 
After watching a TV doc­
umentary about starving 
children in another part of

the world, she emptied her 
piggy bank to send to 
them.”

But what about people 
who haven’ t had the ex­
perience the Joneses have 
had, who haven’t learned 
not to take good health for 
granted? Chris Jones urges 
everyone to become aware 
o f architectural and oppor­
tunity barriers that need to 
be taken down so that the 
handicapped can “ get 
places”  to the fullest ex­
tent, and learn to see the 
special quality that handi­
capped employees bring to 
their jobs. “ They can teach 
us appreciation and em­
pathy,”  she says, "and 
enhance all our jobs. And 
they’re just like anyone 
else-they not only need 
consideration of their 
needs, but also to be 
pushed to the limits of 
their abilities.”

Jennifer is well on her 
way to enjoying her life 
just as it is, with the full 
and caring encouragement

of her fellow schoolmates, 
handicapped and unhandi­
capped, and her family. A 
cerebral hemorrhage didn't 
stop her, and it’ s even 
more unlikely that a leg 
brace will.

Because she’ s got a job 
to do. As Lubbock Poster 
Child, she will represent 
thousands of children and 
adults in the Lubbock area 
that also have handicaps-

and need our awareness to 
work through them. And 
because of Jennifer’ s in­
volvement, and the comm­
itment she shares with her 
family to work for aware­
ness, their busy schedule 
will be even more crowded 
than usual.

It’ s going to be even 
harder to keep up with the 
Joneses this year in 
Lubbock.

“ Iron deficiency is also a 
serious nutritional problem 
in Texas," states Dr.

A computerized analysis 
of the diets o f 2,500 citi­
zens conducted by the Ex­
tension Service produced 
results similar to the nat­
ional statistics. In Texas, 
iron deficiency is most pre­
valent among low-income 
ethnic groups, teenage 
girls, infants, and pregnant 
and nursing women.

Iron is necessary for the 
body to manufacture hem­
oglobin. Hemoglobin carr­
ies oxygen to all organs, 
tissues, and cells.

Iron deficiency means 
less hemoglobin is synthe­
sized in the body, and a 
“ tired feeling”  may result. 
Severe iron deficiency 
creates anemia, which may 
lead to serious health 
problems.

These sessions will con­
tinue the second day and 
will deal with accounting 
systems, electronic work­
