Rockwood Residents Invited To Pnblic 
Hearing On Road Right-Of-Way Tues.

Citizens of the Rockwood area 
aro Invited to attend aS public 
hearing at the Rockwoocl Com­
munity Center on Tuesday, Dec. 
18, at 2:00 p. m. Purpose of the- 
hearing is to discuss the propos­
ed right-of-way for the,-, new 
highway to go from about V/2 
miles south of Rockwood to in­
tersect Highways 67 and 84 in 
Santa Anna.

The proposed route of the new 
road goes straight north from a 
wide curve V/2 miles south of 
Rockwood. It will go west of the 
business section of RodkVood 
about 500 feet, just west of the 
Rockwood Gin. A new 44-foot 
right-of-way bridge will be built 
over Camp Creek, just north of 
Rockwood and paved connec­
tions will he made on each side 
of town, in order to accomodate 
travelers who wish to go through 
the town. The connection on the 
south will be at the location of 
the old Brady Highway and on 
the north will be jusb south of 
the new Camp Creek bridge.

Regulations of the- State High­
way Department now call for a 
100-foot right-of-way where new 
roads are built. With the present 
location of buildings in Rock- 
wood it would be impossible to 
get the right-of-way needed un- 
less> some of the buildings were 
dismantled, and moved; The- De­
partment also requires that when 
a highway by-passes a town, a 
public hearing must bd held and 
results of that hearing be made 
a 'matter of record.

Mr. E. M- Pritchard, Assistant 
District Highway Engineer of 
Brownwood and Earl Mayo,■ R e­
sident Highway Engineer) '//'of 
Coleman County, will be present 
-at the hearing, it  is hoped that 
every citizen ,of the Rockwoocl 
area interested in the new road 
will-be present.

Property owners of the pro-' 
posed right-of-way from Rock­
wood to Santa Anna are to meet 
at the Courthouse In Coleman 
at 10:00 a. m. Saturday, to dis­
cuss the cost of the- new road 
from Rockwood to- Santa - Anna, 
including the right-of-way, fenc­
ing and damages.

Building Contract 
Let For Rural 
Telephone Co-op

Tho last of three major con­
tracts for the Coleman County 
Telephone Cooperative was let 
recently, completing all the con­
tract letting for the co-op in the 
southern part of the county for 
the present time. The last con­
tract was for three brick-tile 
buildings, size-13% by 15 feet, 
for the bousing of switchboard 
equipment at Mozelle, Rockwood 
and Trickham, The contract was 
let .to the Haynes Bros. Con­
struction Co., of Trickham, for 
$6,061.00. The company is com­
posed of Glen and J. R. Haynes.

Approval of the contract is 
expected to be received, here this 
week from Washington, and the 
contractors will have 60 days 
'time to complete the buildings. 
Six bids were submitted, running 
from the low bid for the Haynes 
Bros, to slightly over $11,000.

The buildings will have a con­
crete foundation and floor and a 
concrete slab roof with , gravel 
topping. They will be of com­
pletely fire-proof construction.

Clearing of the right-of-way 
for the construction of the tele­
phone lines is expected to get 
underway within the ■ next few 
days. The construction job will 
include building 292.12 miles of 
lines and is to- be completed in 
1-50,working days. The Aimer B. 
Jackson Construction Co., of 
Abilene is the contractor.

Most of his material has been 
purchased or ordered and the 
first part of it is expected to be­
gin arriving about Christmas 
Day. The company has leased 
the old warehouse building of 
the former W. K. Kelley Co., and 
will • use it for warehouse and 
office purposes. They expect to 
be in operation by about the first 
of the year.

Income Tax Forms 
To Be Arriving 
Soon — Get Ready!

Federal income tax forms for 
the- preparation of 1956 returns 
will be availaole about Decem­
ber 3 in reasonable quantities to 
accountants, attorneys and oth­
er professional personnel, 'Jim 
Cheatham, Administrative Of­
ficer of the Brownwood office ol 
the Internal Revenue Service, 
said today. The'Internal Reve­
nue Service has provided order 
blanks to the 3500 North Texas 
tax practitioners who have, in 
most cases, already submitted 
orders. These orders are being 
packaged and shipped startin’ 
December 3. .

Individual tax payers on re­
cord will receive their forms and 
instruction booklets through the 
mails on the same schedule as 
last year, during late December 
or early January, Mr. Cheatham 
said.

There are very few changes in 
the form other than minor revi­
sions for clarity and simplifica­
tion. The instruction _ booklet 
which accompanies it lias been 
changed,y however, to provide .a 
line-by-line series of explana 
tions, keyed to the arrangement 
of the form and its sequence of 
entries.

New type-faces have been used 
in both form and booklet, Mr. 
Cheatham said, and should, with 
the simplified treatment and ex­
planations, make preparation of 
a return much easier than in 
past years.-.;>

The Internal Revenue Service 
will , sponsor the printing of 185 
million copies of Form 1040. Tax­
payers were advised to begin 
study of the tax instructions as 
soon as possible’ since a good 
understanding of the tax in­
structions will mean money in 
the'taxpayer’s pocket when Ijte 
files his tax return.

Presideht Eisenhower, wpilo 

vague and hesitant on just exactly 
.what,the U. S. A. policy will be in 
the danger zone, has made It crys­
tal clear* that the United -States 
will not become involved. He did 
hedge somewhat on tills earlier 
promise at his first press confer­
ence following his election when 
he - said • that the United States 
would proceed through the United 
Nations, and that os a part of the 
United Nations this country would 
backup the resolutions adopted by 
that world organization instituted 
to keep the peace. As of now it is 
clear that the United States policy 
is not to move unilaterally, as our 
allies England and France did In 
moving into the Suez area, but to 
move1' only in concert with the 
United Nations decisions, in which 
we take a part. This was the policy 
taken in the "Korean "police ac­
tion.”

Here is what has happened: The 
British-French move into Port 
Said and the Suez area was a trag­
ic failure. The move was intended 
to open up the Canal, and to beat 
Russia to the draw in putting an 

, army into Egypt and the Near 
East.'However, President Nasser, 
of Egypt successfully blocked the 
Suez by scuttling a dozen ships, 
effectively closing the canal to 
traffic for possibly months to 
come.

Red Russia threatened to send 
a huge "volunteer”  army into the 
Middle East unless Britain and 
France withdrew their invasion

army. Was this a bluff, or arc the 
Soviet bosses in ..dead < earnest?

The presence of 200 United.Na- 
tlons soldiers in Egypt has. only 
symbolic importance, it appears 
they are there only by the suf- 
france of, and under conditions set 
down by. Mr*; Nasser. Under this, 
situation, there is little indication 
that Britain and France will with- 
draw their troops leaving the Suez 
in a vacuum at the mercy of Mr. 
Nasser. Some hard and fast com­
mitments must first be made un­
der the aegis of the U. N., such 
as permitting experienced engi­
neers from the West to clear away 
the debris in the canal, before 
troop withdrawal will be made by 
the two western nations.

And the matter of the western 
Europe economy must now be con­
sidered as a part of our foreign 
policy, for the entire economy of 
Europe Is now endangered b y . 
lack of oil for European industry. 
This is a matter of prime impor­
tance,. for tiffs country only has 
the tankers .and the money neces­
sary to put into effect an., “ oil fer­
r y ’ either from South America 
or from the Arabian oil fields.

The Department of Justice is 
considering as a first essential- 
step waiving anti-trust laws, so 
that American Oil Companies can 
join in this undertaking working 
with the Oil Supply Committee of 
the Organization of.European Eco­
nomic Cooperation, which in­
cludes virtually all of Europe this 
side of .the iron curtain. Another 
important step is American back­
ing of a move to have the United 
Nations itself undertake supervi­
sion of clearing out scuttled ships 
in the Suez canal.
