One, a City Election, will be 
to elect a mayor and two aider- 
men to serve on the City Coun­
cil. for the next two year; the 
second election will be to elect 
a United States Senator to serve 
out the unexpired term of Price 
Daniel, who became Governor of 
Texas last January 15.

There will be only one polling 
place for the City Election, and 
that will be at the City Hall 
Everyone wishing to vote in the 
City Election must cast their 
ballot at the City Hall, where 
Jesse K. Barton, and Jim Daniel 
will be the election officials. On 
the city ballot will be the names 
of W. Ford- Barnes tor Mayor and 
Ozro Eubank and D. H. (Dougi 
Moore for Aldermen. There is al­
so places for write-in-names if 
you prefer to write in some oth­
er names.
, There will be two voting places 
for the Senate Election. The 
South Ward voting box will be 
m the former Corner Drug Store 
building at the corner of Wallas 
Avenue and North 2nd Street. 
Richard D. (Dick) Bass will be 
the election judge. No votes in 
the city election will be cast in 
the South Ward Voting Place.

The North Ward Voting Box 
will be at the .City Hall and W. 
Ford. Barnes will be the election 
judge.

Qualified voters who live m 
the North Ward of Santa Anna 
will have only one place to go to 
vote -in both elections. However, 
they will have 2 ballots to cast. 
Qualified voters who live in the 
South Ward will have two places 
to go to vote in both elections.. 
Qualified voters • who live out­
side the .City Limits will go to 
their respective voting places to 
vote in the Senate election. Vot­
ers outside the City Limits do 
not vote in the City Eelection.

There will be 22 names on the 
Senate ballot. However, two of 
the lesser known candidates 
have withdrawn from, the race 
but their names are still on the 
ballot. Two of the remaining 20 
are Republicans and 18 are De­
mocrats. . ■ ■

Only Two-Thirds 
Of State Vehicles 
Inspected

Austin, Mar.124 (Spli — Only 
two-thirds of the total number 
of vehicle owners in Texas have 
received their 1957 Vehicle in­
spection stickers, Col. Homer - 
Garrison, Jr., director of the 
.Texas Department ol Public 
Safety said today. He warned a- 
gainst the last minute rush at 
inspection stations at the close 
of the ■ inspection period April 
15th. •

"Of the more than four mil­
lion vehicle owners in Texas only 
about 2,500,000 have had their 
cars, trucks and other vehicles . 
inspected, leaving more than -1,- 
000,000 to act within the remain­
ing three weeks.

The state police director re­
minded motorists of the impend­
ing deadline with a note of con­
cern. He'suggested that automo­
bile owners visit a near-by in­
spection station now before in­
spection lines become long and 
they suffer an undue loss of time 
and effort.

In commenting generally on 
the inspection program Col. Gar­
rison said the correction of 
mechanical defects in vehicles 
operated upon our state high­
ways plays a substantial part in
preventing traffic accidents.

ABILENE' STATE PARK has

Even before the 
cattle drives passed that way the 
Indians had used the grove at 
the foot of Big Chief Mountain 
as a gathering place. Tonkawa 
markings still-can be deciphered 
an  old trees in the park.

Today’s travelers follow mark­
ers leading to Farm Highway 89 
southwest of Abilene to utilize 
the same site but with more 
comforts.-A hundred thousand 
gallon swimming pool, play­
grounds with slides, swings and 
other devices, a large dance ter­
race, picnic tables, seats and

grills, rest rooms, parking spaces 
and other Conveniences have 
been added.

Due to its central geographical 
location and its large grove, Abi­
lene State Park probably has 
more reunions and picnics than 
any other 500 acres in Texas.

The park has been developed 
primarily for day visitors. Over­
night camping is permitted. Be­
cause the park is designed to 
supply the needs «of day visitors 
unusually spacious parking has 
been provided about the con­
cessions building and swimming 
pool.

If any of our 
readers feel there is serious need 
of another organization for the 
protection of something-or-other, 
we propose herein the American 
Association for the Prevention of 
the Disparagement of Corn!

No other member of the entire 
vegetable kingdom is quite thor­
oughly American as corn. It 
sprang from this continent, it gave 
the noble redman his most de­
pendable sustenance. It even en­
couraged him to occasional spurts 
of industry.

Corn succored the first settlers, 
both in Massachusetts and Vir­
ginia. But for, corn, we would 
have no <,"first families.” Corn 
became our earliest important ex­
port, the backbone of Colonial 
foreign trade. It became a medi­
um of exchange—to the discredit 
of foreign coinage, and before we 
had a system of our own.

Tlio plow that broko the plains 
. was planting corn at the time. The

This tax, 2 VI per cent each for 

employee and employer, since 
January 1957, applies to domes­
tic workers ranging in jobs'from 
upstairs maids to chauffeurs!
From 1950-1957 it 'was two per 
cent.,

The IRS director explained 
wages include payments in cash 
or by check or money order. Not 
included for hbusehold ' workers 
is the value, of food, lodging or 
clothing. Gash payment for .bus 
or car fare is included, but not 
the: cost of bus or car'tokens.

The tax is paid to the IRS dis­
trict director on a simple form,
942, available at IRS. Form .942,. 
showing name, social security 
number, wages, paid and. tax 
withheld from each household 
employee, should be completed 
and returned to Revenue within 
one month after the end of the 
calendar quarter — that is, by 
April 30 for the January-March 
quarter. .-

Here are two typical questions, 
and their answers most often 
heard at the Abilene -social, sec­
urity district office. t ‘ .

.An employer says: T  have just 
received a copy of the House­
hold Employer’s Social Security.
Tax Guide. On the inside of the 
back cover are-copies of receipts 
I ’m instructed to give my.house­
hold employee. There’s a blank 
in which I'm^asked to fill in the 
amount of the social security tax 
I withheld from my employee's 
cash wages. Now, I pay the.^en­
tire amount of the social see-  ̂
urity tax — my share and >my 
employee’s share. Whjit do . T' 
write in this space?”

Reply; “Write ‘None.’” While 
household' employees, like em­
ployees in other • kinds - of ‘work, 
are required by law to have their 
share of the social security taxes 
deducted from their wages, the 
law doesn’t specify that you 
must withhold it.' If you wish to 
assume the entire amount of the 
tax, th a t’s your privilege.

A mother asks, “What about a 
baby sitter’s wages? I pay mine 
$15 a month. Do I have to report 
her wages for social security?”

Reply: “No, the wages you pay 
her aren’t covered by social sec­
urity unless they amount to $50 
a-calendar quarter.” .

CHICK CHATS—
Space Needs For 
Chicks Outlined

Chicks need plenty of floor 
space, feeder space, and waterer 
space, to do well- The poultry 
raiser who skimps on these re­
quirements reduces his own pro­
fits, for the chicles will not live 
and grow at a desirable rate.

The Nutrition Council of the 
American Feed Manufacturers 
Association has issued recom­
mendations for. brooding space 
and equipment for chicks. These.

recommendations • should be 
carefully considered by all poul­
try raisers.

According to AFMA, each 
chick should be allowed a mini- 
,murn of 7 sq. in of space under 
the hover. For electric brooders, 
up to 10 sq. in. per chick may be 
needed. '

Restrict Number of Chicks
The AFMA recommendations 

‘state that where chicks are 
brooded under individual units,
350 should be the maximum 
number per brooder unit. (For 
broiler chicks, 500 chicks per 
unit is permissible.)

AUpw a minimum of V2 sq. ft, ; 
of floor space per bird through 
6 weeks of age, and at least 1 sq; 
ft. from-7Through 12 weeks.

As for-feeder space, the re- - 
commendations are: day old 
through 2 weeks, 100. linear in- . 
ches per 100 chicks; ’3 through 
6 weeks, 175 linear inches per 
100, chicks; and 7 through 12: 
weeks, 300 linear inches per 100 
chicks. “Linear inches” means 
the: tptal inches of a hopper on 
both sides. '

’ Watering Space 
Provide 100 chicks with the 

following drinking space, the ; 
AFMA says: day old through 2 
weeks, 20 linear or 2 gallon size 
fountains; and 3 through 12 
weeks, 40 lineal- inches or two 
3-gallon fountains. ■

Additional space for both fedd 
and water should.be provided liii 
warm weather.

Other management recom-. '
mendations of the AFMA Include 
using a solid guard' around the 
hover in cold weather (In warm 
weather, a \yk'e guard). The; 
guard should be moved baejk; 
gradually land removed complem, 
tely at the end of the first wee«l!v s 

The AFMA also recommends’' 
teaching early roosting, provid-, , 
lng good litter, and using small 
nightjights. '  4:

day?’ I said, ‘Well, yes—.’ 'Oh,
I feel It,’ he said, ‘and that’s just 
as satisfactory as seeing it.’

"I walked several blocks with 
him because he cheered me. As 
we talked, he told me that loss 
of sight wasn’t the worst thing 
that could happen to a man. For 
instance, some people were .per­
manently- crippled, or paralyzed, 
or deaf. And there was never a 
day when he ' didn’t experience , 
the helpfulness of man, . not only . 
in crossing streets, but in.devious 
other ways. Those he . cpntactcd 
showed they liked him. wanted to 
do something for him. I again 
fell ashamed. But this time, what 
a difference! I was ashamed be­
cause I had been such a coward 
in facing temporary disability of 
eyesight, and this optimistic man 
had had his disability made per­
manent.

"Never again did t succumb to 
a discouraging thought about my 
eyes. The doctor had said 1 could 
have an operation to restore the 
sight of one eye, long before the 
other eye would suller. Why, I 
would never be totally blind from 
a cataract!

' This dangerous pattern, which 
has been developing over the pnst 
few years Is "duo partly, In some 
government agencies, to hold-over 
war . time censorship practices,' 
partly to hysteria ever security 

, consciousness which ran rampant 
during Communist probes and In­
vestigations; partly by just plain 
cover-up tactics by bungling^ gov­
ernment officials for fear of crit­
icism, and partly because of the 
crack-pot and fallacious theory 
that what the people don't know 
won’t hurt em.

That this is true Is borne out 
every day In debates on the floor 
of the congress, debates which 
seldom see- the light of dissemina­
tion through news media; in cv- 
ery-day discussions by veteran 
news reporters at 7the National 
Press Club; by resolution adopted 
by Newspaper. Associations and 
various press organizations — all 
seeking to rip off the lid of un­

necessary - and arbitrary censor­
ship which is withholding essen­
tial facts, or. disseminating, half- 
truths which confuse the people 
and prevent them from arriving 
at any informed opinion relative 
to their government and the Issues 
confronting it.
- It’ is 'further borne out and 
spread of record through thou­

sands of pages of testimony by at 
least two congressional investi­
gating com m ittees, one which 
has been In session for months a  
subcommittee of the House Com­
mittee on Government Operations, 
under chairmanship of Hep. John 
E. Moss, of California. —

This Committee has just issued 
another progress report undor 
date of Feb. 22. Here is a passage 
from this report:

“Tho mazo of Fedoral. restric­
tions on the people’s right to 
know la becoming n little less 
complicated as clear policies oro 
developed to spell 'out this basic 
right. Bccent activities of the 
Special subcommittee ’ on Govern­
ment Information have bolstered 
an earlier conclusion, that a maj­
or cause of the restrictive maze 
Js the attitude' of- the Federal 
Executive agencies. The 25th In­
termediate Report of the House 
Committee on Government Opera­
tions defined this attitude as one. 
‘which says that we,-the officials, 
not you, the people, will determine 
how much you are to bo told about 
your own government.’

Here is an example of misin­
formation from somebody. The 
news media for many, months 
has been' reporting on the need 
for new schools, more and bet­
ter teachers and more classrooms. 
On February 22, 1057 the United 
States Chamber of Commerce, 
through its published’ Washington 
Report, said: "No classroom
emergency exists: The emergency 
need for the Adm inistration’s 
school construction aid plan is 
disproved by tho Administration's 
own studies. No critical national 
shortage m class rooms has beer 
or can be demonstrated to exist

Capitol Hill continues to buzz 
about tl}e budgets. And so last 
week another one of the 13 maj­
or appropriation bills that will 
be acted upon was approved, but 
with a half billion dollar reduc­
tion from budget estimates. It 
was a 51/2-billion dollar bill.

That makes 5 out of the 13 al­
ready acted upon', and the, total 
cuts up to now amount, to $798,- 
500,000. The $35 billion defense 
appropriation and the four and, 
a half, billion foreign aid bills 
will be acted upon a little later.

Thus, It, now looks like the 
eventual reductions may run 
anywhere from two to five bil­
lion.

Speaking of the money bill 
acted upon last week, it included 
an item of $95 million for sub­
sidizing public housing obliga­
tions that are outstanding. That 
serves as a good reminder of 
what it means for chickens to 
come home to roost. As a result 
of the Congress — over the pro­
test of many of us/— year In and 
year out authorizing more of 
these projects to be built at tax­
payers’ expense, we are called 
upon to pay more and more each 
year on the amortized obliga­
tions. And the amount increases 
each year as new projects are 
built and more obligations are 
added.

Originally justified by spon­
sors as a way of providing hous­
ing' for low-income and welfare 
families, Uncle Sam has now 
built about a half million units, 
making the Government the big­
gest of all landlords. Tenants 
pay only a fraction of the actual 
rental value of the public hous­
ing apartments they occupy.

Getting away from the orig­
inal concept of helping the 
needy, it has been revealed that 
many of these projects are now 
occupied by families earning 
several thousand dollars annui­
ty. In debate last week, I cited an 
example of this: A housing pro­
ject in Pittsburgh is occupied 
80% by steelworkers who earn 
more than $100 per week, while 
American taxpayers are, in ef­
fect, paying a sizeable part of 
their rent bills for them each 
week. We have registered vigor­
ous protest against this kind of 
business. _

BEWARE THE 
RABID DOG

College Station — The -rabid 
dog is a constant threat to all 
children, asserts. Dr. C. M. P at­
terson, extension veterinarian, 
especially on warm spring days 
when large groups of youngsters 
congregate in play areas, Radios 
is currently a serious problem in 
several sections of the state, he 
adds, and should be a subject of 
real concern to pet owners every­
where,

Dr. Patterson says any warm­
blooded animal is susceptible to 
rabies,' but that it is most likely, 
to spread by the predator-type. 
Symptoms are hard to define, ex-

plalhs the veterinarian, but Its A 
good practice to suspect any an­
imal if is loses the fear "of man'.

Keep under observation any 
suspicious animal should it bite a 
human, advises, Dr. Patterson. If 
the animal Is not available, the 
person-should be placed under 
competent medicaksupervision at 
once. ,

Texas law now empowers com­
missioners courts to declare the 
county a rabies control area,'Dr. 
Patterson soys. Thl3 should ex­
tend more efficient control pro­
grams Into the state's rural areas. 
Vaccination of all pets and strict 
impoundment of every stray dog 
are essential features of a good 
control program, he adds.

Wild animals sometimes carry 
the danger of rabies to farms 
and ranches, endangering live­
stock as well as farmers. Dr. Pat­
terson warns rural people to be 
on the lookout for strange-acting 
animals, particularly foxes, coyo­
tes; skunks, and civet cats. Pets 
coming in contact with any sus­
picious domestic or wild animals 
should be given a booster shot, he

warns, even if already protected 
by a standard rabies shot.
