The original, with our amendments of a later day, 
gives us religious freedom, freedom of speech and press. 
It expjains. our -rights as. citizens,-and gives- us the right -of 
trial by ju ry ; it-gives the right of all men in. this land to be 
free from bondage- and allows those fitted to have a voice 
in the government by giving them the privilege o f voting. 
In fact practically--every -day - we have some cause to thank 
the'writers of the Constitution for the laws of our country 
which protect us and guide us.

The Celebration of, the Formation o f  the Constitution 
will not take on a gala appearance. It is rather, for the 
purpose of serious thinking ajid for the creation of deeper 
respect for the document and laws of the land. , An increas­
ed respect for law would reap the greatest good from a 
celebration of this kind.

GAS R A T E S  IN SANTA ANNA

The Coleman Gas & Oil Company has filed 
with the City Commission a proposal offering to 
reduce the gas rates in Santa Anna to 35c per 
M. instead of the present rate of 50c per M. The 
City Commission has this, proposal under ad­
visement.

The City Commission requested that the 
Coleman Gas & Oil Company furnish a state­
ment showing that it could still make a profit 
at this rate. The gas company has furnished a 
statement showing that its profit at the 
present rate is 13.65 percent, which is 5.65 
percent more than the, law allows. Article 1119 
of the Revised Statutes of Texas as*amended by

the last session of the Legislature provides that 
the City Commission shall fix a rate that will 
not produce more than 8 percent, and for this 
reason and in order to comply with this pro­
vision of the law the Coleman Gas & Oil Com­
pany has requested permission to reduce its 
rate to the legal limit.

These conditions have been brought about 
by the genera! patronage of the people of Santa 
Anna and the efforts on the part of the Cole­
man Gas & Oil Company to bring its expense 
accounts within such limit as to justify this 
reduction of rate. The reduction however can­
not be put into effect until authorized by the 
City Commission.
