AUSTIN -  The political melo­
drama known as Texas redistricting 
has both the players and audience 
on the edge of their seats.

Last week, a three-judge federal 
panel threw out Democrat-drawn 
maps for House and Senate seats, 
and ordered the state to proceed 
with primary elections using court- 
drawn maps.

Coming the day before Christ­
mas, the ruling was a welcome 
stocking stuffer for minorities and 
the Texas Republican Party.

“It sounds like Santa may 
have come a day early for the 
Republicans,” said Lt. Gov. Bob 
Bullock.

The judges closely followed 
the plan favored by the House 
leadership, but re-drew the Senate 
plan so extensively that some 
political analysts were predicting 
Republicans might win a majority 
of the 31 seats..

The judges, all Republicans, 
will allow the primary elections to 
proceed on schedule March 10, .but 
their decision called into question 
the need for a Jan. 2 special 
session that the governor - called 
earlier this month.

Appeal, Special Session
Gov. Ann Richards, however, 

said: “The special session will 
proceed as called...and I  feel sure 
that the Legislature will move 
quickly to establish a plan that will 
receive pre-clearance by the U.S. 
Justice Department. ”

Justice Will Garwood, who also 
sits on the Fifth U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals, said the court ruling 
should be set aside if lawmakers 
finally draw an acceptable plan.

Political experts predicted that 
sometime this week, Attorney 
General Dan Morales would ap­
peal to the Fifth U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals to overturn the 
court ruling and let the Legislature 
draw new boundaries.

In The Tfexas House
Early signals indicated that 

Speaker Gib Lewis and the House 
leadership were at odds 'with the 
court-ordered plan.

After all, the court’s plan, 
except for fine-tuning in El Paso, 
San Antonio, Dallas and South 
Texas, was essentially the one 
crafted by the House redistricting 
committee.

Perhaps credit should go to 
redistijcting chairman State Rep. 
Tom Uhcr, D-Bay City, who 
continued to hold public hearings 
and stuck to the Voting Rights Act.

When Uher didn’t bend the 
rules to protect Democratic in­
cumbents, caucus leaders took it 
into their own hands to draw up 
a “renegade” plan signed by 76 
Democrats, a majority.

No one but the 76 ever took 
it seriously; now that Uher’s 
plan has essentially been court- 
approved as legitimate, it should 
easily win approval in the special 
session. . .

In The Ibxas Senate
If the court found no real 

problem with Uher and the House 
plan, it found plenty of fault with 
the Senate’s maps.

Cancer Detection Unit To Visit Next Wednesday
In an effort to find cancers at the 

earliest possible stage and prevent 
unnecessary deaths, a mobile breast 
cancer detection unit will be made 
available to local women 
Wednesday, Jan. 8. when a unit 
will be set up inside the Mountain 
City Community Center.

According to statistics from the 
American Cancer Society, one put 
of every 10 women in the United 
States will develop breast cancer 
sometime during her lifetime.

Every year more than 37,000 
women die as a result of breast 
cancer.

"The death rate from breast cancer 
could be drastically reduced if 
women would have mammograms 
done before a problem exists " said 
a spokesman from the Regional 
Breast Care Center at Women's & 
Children’s Hospital in Odessa. "By 
using modern state-of-the-art x-ray 
equipment breast cancers can be 
found when they are about the size

of a grain of rice and well before the 
cancer can be felt. A woman who 
is diagnosed with breast cancer at 
this early stage has a 90-97 percent 
survival rate."

A woman who is not diagnosed 
until a lamp can be felt has approx­
imately a 50 percent survival rate in 
five years, the spokesman said.

The court-drawn replacement 

has no split counties and forces 
several incumbents to run against 
each other in some pretty unbeliev­
able match-ups.

Perhaps the most interesting, 
pits Senate dean Chet Brooks, D-

black freshman from Houston, in 
a predominately black district.

Senate agriculture leader Bill 
Sims, D-San Angelo, is matched 
against trial lawyer Temple Dick­
son, D-Sweetwater, in a duel many 
experts think Sims can win.

Depending on who’s talking, 
Republicans were strengthened in 
four to seven districts, including 
two held by Sens. Bob Glasgow, 
D-Stephenville, and Ted Lyon, .D- 
RockwalL

Quick Tbm-Around
How quickly tilings have turned 

about: for more than 11 months 
this year, Democrats completely 
excluded Republicans from mean­
ingful participation; now in the 
end-game they are in jeopardy of 
losing their majority for the first 
time in 140 years.

And last month Gov. Richards 
vowed she would not call an 
“expensive” special session; now 
she must, if only to redeem one or 
two Democratic seats.

Quite likely the court may 
postpone ruling on the appeal until 
it sees what the Senate will draw 
for itself, but time is running out.

Democrats must use their simple 
majority to adopt a plan, and 
then hope the appeals court orders 
immediate enactment.

Ellis, Hill Debate
State Sen. Rodney Ellis and 

John Hill, former chief justice of 
the Texas Supreme Court, had a 
polite debate on the editorial page 
last week.

Ellis wants single-member, par­
tisan elections of Texas judges for 
a number of reasons, among them 
odds for minority judges.

Hill agreed with Ellis that “de­
fects in our judicial election sys­
tem made Texas the laughingstock 
of the nation,” but advocates the 
“Texas Plan for Merit Election. ”

Hill said under the plan, Texas 
voters would still elect judges, but 
only well-qualified candidates who

have ibeen screened by the legal 
profession would appear on the 
ballot.

Osteoporosis May 
Begin In Childhood

HOUSTON—A researcher at the 
Children's Nutrition Research 
Center (CNRC) in Houston 
Suspects osteoporosis; a crippling 
bone disease, may begin in 
childhood.

"Most of an adult's skeleton is 
built and enlarged during adoles­
cence. Being shortchanged on cal­
cium at this stage of life could be 
especially damaging, " said Dr. 
Steve Abrams, assistant professor 
of pediatrics at Baylor College of 
Medicine.

Little is known about how grow­
ing children absorb calcium from 
foods and deposit it into healthy 
bones. Previous studies were per­
formed more than 40 years ago and 
do not represent growth or dietary 
patterns of American children today.

Abrams is working on a study 
that will help fill this "calcium 
gap" by measuring calcium absorp­
tion and skeletal formation of 
young girls. Girls were chosen for 
the study becayse women are more 
susceptible to bone loss in later 
years.

The study wjlLIbl^ow 50 white 
and 50 black Volunteers between the 
ages of 5 and 15. Abrams will look 
at the amount^of calcium absorbed 
from the diet, how it is distributed 
and how rapidly that calcium forms 
bones in relationship to age, the 
onset of puberty, diet and race.

Current Recommended Daily 
Allowances (RDAS) of calcium 
range from 800 milligrams for chil­
dren,ages 1-10 and 1,200 milligrams 
for children II and older. Abrams 
suspects the^RDA may not be ade­
quate for the skeletal needs of all 
children.

Abrams believes that many chil­
dren do not receive enough calcium. 
He also expects to find a significant 
difference in calcium distribution 
and bone density among ethnic 
groups. •
, Caucasians appear to be at higher 
risk for developing osteoporosis 
than blacks.

Osteoporosis, a disease that 
causes bones to break easily, leads 
to hip fractures and crushed verte­
brae as well as "dowager's hump," 
a telltale sign of a collapsing spine.

Osteoporosis affects an estimated 
20 million Americans -  most of 
them elderly women.

There is no cure, but Abrams be­
lieves that understanding calcium 
needs and bone growth during 
childhood can lead to its prevention.
