programs for 4-H d u b  mem­
bers. The 45 yeairold national 
4-II Home Economics program 
this year features consumer edu­
cation. according to the National 
4-H .Service Committee.

The reason for introducing 
the consumer section in the pro­
gram is because of the need for 
more guidance in this f,ield -in 
view of the tremendous buying 
power of American, teenagers, a 
committee spokesman says.

Bv 1970 teenagers will spend 
from $21 -to $30 billion. .This 
compares to $11 billion spent in 

f>1963. •'
In less than three years, it is 

estimated that, more than one- 
fifth of the total ITS. population 
will be. between 10 and 19 years 
of age. The purchasing power of 
this young generation will ex­
ceed anything in the past.

Today approximately 1.3 mil­
lion 4-H youths are engaged in 
home economics projects involv­
ing some purchasing. Most of 
the members are gills, but with 
the emphasis on consumer .edu­
cation 4-H leaders expect more 
boys to participate.

Their reasoning is that hoys 
buy clothing, grooming aids, 
food, furnishings fo r.th eir 
rooms, record players, records, 
televisions and radios,

Girl members buy the same 
things plus small appliances, 
sewing and interior decoration 
items. The importance of being

an informed shopper is further 
underscored by the fact that 
today’s teens will suddenly be­
come tomorrow's homemakers.

Club members who highlight 
consumer emphasis in their 
projects will be rewarded by 
Montgomery Ward, the program 
sponsor.

Awards are six national $500 
scholarships, a trip to the’Na­
tional Club Congress in Chicago 
for the state winner, and honor 
medals for four lop members 
in the county. Winners arc 
named by the - Cooperative Ex­
tension Services winch directs 
all 4-H programs.

To help 4-H leaders ami mem­
bers carry out prom am goals, 
the National 4-H Sri vice Com­
mittee has pubiishul a broehuto 
entitled “4 H Home Economics 
with Emphasis-on -Consumer 
Education.”-

This educational s:d will show 
4-11 gilds and boy? who contrib­
ute a si/eabki sum to the nation's 
economy, how the;, can get the- 
most for their dollars.

Among, things to do are (1) 
become familiar with stores in 
the community .2i exam ine­
quality of nim’han'Ji.'V and serv 
ices (3) check brand?, labels, 
utility ;4> compa e impulse j 
buying versus planned buying. 
The young consumers also are 
urged to study ads. take advan­
tage of seasonal sale.',"and learn 
about ca?h. credit and install­
ment buying.

Pig In Tin1 Parlor
Is an ugly junk yard a ; 

nuisance? I s 'a  ti'ipy radm 
a nuisance? Is an odorous 
henhouse a nuisance.' Con­
sider this definition bv tin- 
United States Supreme Court:

“A nuisance may be mere- \ 
ly a right thing in the wrong 
place—like a pig in a parlor."

In other words, in com­
plaining about an annoyance, 
it is not enough for you to 
ponint out how it -looks, smells 
or sounds. You must also 
show that i f  is not apppro- 
priate to the location.

For the eyes of the. law, 
when you choose your resi­
dence you are also choosing 
your -environment. ■ Choose 
the amenities and the ex­
citement of the city, and you 
also ■ choose i t s ’clatter and 
its dirt. They are a normal 
—even an essential—feature 
of urban living. As one judge 
put it:
.“Without smoke, Pitfsburg
would have remained a very' 
pretty village.” j

Complaints about nuisances j 
may be judged not only in j 
terms of the general .com- j 
muniiy or t,he ■ particular j 
neighborhood but even in j 
terms of feet and inches?'. 
For example;

A home owner was denied 
an Injunction against cook­
ing odors blown - from the 

'house next door, when the 
court ascertained that there 
was a space of almost thirty 
feet wide, between ' the two 
buildings.

But an apartment dweller 
was granted relief from ihe 
cabbage and onion fumes 
aimed his way by the people 
directly- across the JmlJ.

Of course, to the person 
annoyed, the mere location 
of the annoyance is not the 
whole story...Not every indi­
vidual has the same “tres- 
hold” of irritation. A smell 
or noise that vexes a neigh­
bor may leave another-- 
equally close to the source— 
totally unconcerned.

But as a practical matter, 
the law must 'decide accord­
ing to the average, not in­
dividual, tastes and sensibili­
ties. Thus, a court refused 
to interfere with blasting

When' children have ah 
opportunity to love an older 
person who is vital, interest­
ing. and well-adjusted, they 
learn to appreciate the older 
people -and to- look -forward 
to the time when they, too, 
will be grandparents.

Grandparents can support 
parents, subtly or openly, in 
their relationships with the 
grandchildren, reinforcing of 
teaching done by parents at 
every opportunity. And, best 
of ail, grandparents can have 
fun with the young people 
in "the new generation.”
