Feed Grain and 
Cotton Programs:

The County Committee has 
determined a natural disaster 
has occurred in Coleman 
CJounty • in farming. This 
disaster was caused, by ex­
cessive rainfaill beginning in 

• j September of 1967, and con­
tinuing to the present. time.

Farmers are not required 
to plant feed grains to quali­
fy for payment under the 
feed. program. Farmers will 
not be required to plant cot­
ton to qualify for payment 
under the cotton program.

The office will accept certi­
fication of program acreages 
beginning Monday, July 1st, 
At this time farmers will re­
port their acreage; and we 
will then obtain the neces­
sary information and execute 
the required forms on preven­
tive planting due to excessive 
rainfall.

Producers are reminded that 
grain sorghums may be plan­
ted under the-program after 
June 1st, but this is not a 
requirement. Cotton may 
a iso be planted after June 
15th. Again, this is not a 
requirement under the pro­
gram.

This disaster does not ex­
empt, farmers from compli­
ance with the programs. 
Permitted acreages under the 
feed grains and wheat pro­
gram cannot be over-plant­
ed. Neither can a producer 

i exceed his permitted acreage 
on cotton.

Farmers are also required 
to comply with the diverted 
acreage provision of the pro­
gram. No crops can be har­
vested from the area desig­
nated as diverted acreage, 
neither can this acreage be 
grazed from May 1 to Octo­
ber 1.

Certification 
Of Crops:

Farmers did a real good job 
planting and certifying wheat 
acreage. No producer was 
found to excess from, spot- 
cheeking. Again we are re­
quired to spot-check 25 per 
cent of all acreage reported 
on certifications. Again we 
would emphasize the neces­
sity of correctly reporting 
acreages of feed grains and 
cotton. There are no provi­
sions to dispose of crops In 
order to comply with pro­
gram requirements..

The final reporting date 
for feed grains and cotton Is 
ttie date on which you certi­
fy your acreage but no later 
than August 1st,

probably the bees would not 
have been noticed.) But it 
was fascinating to leam that 
when the old queen had ex­
pired and) her usefulness 
served, the new queen left 
the- hive, followed by the 
workers - who surrounded her 
on the Mesquite limb where 
she chose to light.

At .this point, the drones, 
too, had served their purpose 
and either died or were kill­
ed by the workers. .When the 
new queen was installed on 
her throne in a new hive, 
the workers immediately be 
gan to gather the materials 
for new comb and to dress 
up the new palace with all 
needed fixtures.

We learned that the wor 
ker bees would sting and 
were willing to give their 
life afterwards to protect 
their queen and her castle. 
The drones could be caught 
with the hand without in­
jury. They carried no stinger 
and did not leave the hive 
except for a stroll outside 
for fresh air..

Our society is something 
like this. It has one criterion, 
namely, that the individual 
have a willingness to work. 
Our economic system is not 
designed for the “drones”, 
for the shiftless and for the 
fellow who wants to lie abed 
in the morning while others 
are out on the job.

The great marvel of our 
free enterprise in America is 
that it virtually guarantees 
a reasonable annual income 
to about everyone, provided 
he or she is willing to work. 
There are, of course, excep­
tions. In the past we have 
not done all which should 
have been done to give op­
portunity for training more 
people for better jobs. There 
are those who, for some, mis­
fortune or other, are unable 
to obtain and hold a decent 
job but no country in his­
tory has been so successful 
in creating job opportunities 
as has this Country.

Yet there are some peo­
ple who want to redesign our 
our system so that it gives 
the “drones” full equality 
with the “workers.’’

In February of 1967, the 
National Commission on Tec­
hnology, Automation and E- 
conomic progress, produced 
a 210 - page report endors­
ing a guaranteed minimum 
annual wage for every Amer­
ican. Should the Commis­
sion’s report ever be enacted 
into law, the citizen who 
chose not to work would get 
a cash allowance from the 
Government. The advocates 
of the guaranteed annual in­
come theory contend that it 
is everyone's Constitutional 
right, regardLess of the cir­
cumstances.

It  is not surprising that 
the old-line socialists en­
dorse such a plan because 
they have always been for 
a redistribution of the weal­

th. I t  is surprising, however, 
to find some prominent bus­
inessmen along with many 
of the intellectuals advocat­
ing such a proposal.

Generally, it is doubtful 
that the socialists give any 
Heed or consideration to the 
cost as a facotor in their 
reasoning. You would think 
the businessmen, and success 
ful ones at that, would con­
sider the cost and where the 
money must come from. Es­
timates of the cost have ran­
ged from $2 bilJion to “520 
billion a year. This is tne 
difference between 2 cents 
and 20 cents — quite a spread 
in estimates.

It  is being proved over 
and over again that there 
are those who, knowing they 
are able to extract money 
from the taxpayers, choose 
this method as their liveli­
hood. In the big cities, wel- 
iare officials say they, spend 
as much time trying to get 
able bodied men on welfare 
to go to work as they do In 
trying to help those who are 
really entitled to help. Imag­
ine that il every chisier rea­
lized he never had to work 
again but only to apply for 
the guaranteed annual wage, 
how great the ranks of the 
"drones” would swell. Ima­
gine, also, the reaction of 
working men and women who

Q -M y son is taking a job 
this summer and plans to put 
most of the money he earns 
in the bank to pay his col­
lege expenses in the fall.

A—I f  your son is under 19 
or is a full-time student, the 
amount of money he earns 
will not disqualify him from 
being claimed as your depen­
dent as long as the other de?

Fort Griffin 
Was Rough and 
Tumble Outpost

Albany— In. the saga of the 
wild and woolly west, it is 
hard to imagine a frontier 
wilder or woolier than Fort 
Griffin, now. a 503 acre State 
Historic Park, 25 miles north 
of Albany in Shackelford 
County.

Established as most stra­
tegic point in a frontier de­
fense line to protect settlers 
from the Comanches, the fort 
attracted both the skim and 
the dregs of humanity. With 
the constant danger which 
any frontier outpost faces, life 
was cheap, and there were 
men who took advantage of 
the bargain basement prices.

First known as Camp Wil­
son for the late son of the 
U. S. Senator from Massa­
chusetts, the fort was estab­
lished July 31, 1867 by units 
of the Sixth U. S. Calvary 
commanded by Lt. Colonel 
Samuel D. Sturgis.

The temporary structures, 
chiefly tents and picket hous­
es, were set up to house men, 
and log houses from a near­
by ranch were hauled in and 
reconstructed to serve as the 
headquarters for the post 
commander and as a hospl- 
bal. .

Built on a bluff overlook­
ing the Clear Fork branch of 
the Brazos River, a site which 
came to be known as "Gov­
ernment Hill,” Fort Griffin 
was in a commanding posi­
tion to withstand attack, and 
had the added advantage of 
being close to a constant sup­
ply of good water.

The fort was an important 
supply post for buffalo hunt­
ers, trail drivers, and set­
tlers. The Western Cattle 
Trail which wound through 
Fort Griffin brought more 
than 1,000,000 head of cattle 
driven by 2,000 cowboys thru 
there in 1871.

At the time Fort Griffin 
was established, the situa­
tion along the far western 
border o f Texas from the Red 
River to the Rio Grande was 
desperate indeed.

Some 800 persons on the 
frontier had been murdered 
by Indians in the period from 
June 1862 to 1867, and the In­
dian marauders, chiefly Kio- 
was and Quahada Coman­
ches, usually managed to 
elude the punitive expedi­
tions sent against them.

Scarcely "a fifth of the 
ranches were occupied, ac­
cording to a report in the 
'Waco Register” , o f April 21, 
1866, and the area around Ft. 
Griffin in particular was
su/nrminrr with

and a tribute to the town as 
the seat of West Texas civi­
lization, headquarters for the 
buffalo hunters, government 
surveyors, and principal sup­
ply station for trail drivers 
on the Fort Griffin-Fort 
Dodge trail, longest on the 
continent.

establish a new frontier de­
fense line,' one on which “Ft. 
Griffin was the most strate­
gic point.”

With troops from the fort 
garrisoning subposts at Bel­
knap and west of Phantom 
Hill, the settlers at last had 
some measure of security 
against Indian raids.

After several campaigns and 
battles, the Indian problem 
in the Fort Griffin area was 
substantially solved and the 
plans to abandon tire Fort as 
early as 1873 were made.

But the settlers protested..! 
They were by no means posi- j 
tive that the Indian menace 
was a thing of the past, and 
they drew up a formal peti­
tion, requesting the “border 
guardian” be maintained.

Their pleas were heeded, 
and troops stayed on at Ft. 
Griffin for a number of 
years.

Frontier towns and forts, 
by their nature, attracted the 
most adventurous and ro­
guish characters in the coun­
try, and during the years 
which Fort Griffin guarded 
the country, it got its share 
of fortune seekers and cut­
throats.

Soldiers, settlers, cowboys, 
buffalo hunters, and maraud­
ing Comanches mingled and 
clashed throughout its ex­
citing fourteen year history. 
Shoot-outs and fist fights 
were part of everyday life at 
Fort Griffin, and both the 
town calaboose and the Fort 
Griffin guardhouse were full 
to overflowing.

Full of outlaws and scoun­
drels, the town had 35 pub­
lic killings, eight or ten per­
sons found dead, and 12 more 
cither shot, or strung up by 
officers o f the law.

Wyatt ESarp and Doc Hol­
liday began, their, celebrated 
frienship in Fort Griffin, and 
the nortorious outlaw “Joe 
Bowers” was a barkeeper in 
one of the numerous saloons 
In the town just south of Ft. j 
Griffin. |

The roughness of the town, 
of course, is only one side of 
the coin. The beautiful land 
attracted sober and respect­
ed businessmen and ranch­
ers as well as ruffians; men 
such as B'rank Conrad, W. S. 
Dalrympie, Judge C. K. Trib- 
iing, W. H. Ledbetter, Sam 
Newcomb, Mark V. Hoover, 
Baber Watkins Reynolds, Jn. 
Alexander Matthers, and the 
heads of other distinguished 
frontier families—"the van­
guard of culture which soon 
transformed that country.”

Law and order did ulti­
mately prevail. The Coman­
ches were subdued, the buf­
falo hunters had slaughtered 
most of the southern herd by 
1879 and moved on to other 
pastures, cattle drives along 
the Western' Trails gradually 
diminished, and responsible 
citizens allied themselves with 
efficient military command­
ers to bring civilized peace to 
the area.

The fort was officially 
abandoned on May 31, 1881, 
when the last troops, Cap­
tain J. B. Irvine and Com­
pany A of the 22nd Infan­
try, marched off to Fort 
Clark for reassignment.

Within a few  years, the 
frame structures had deter­
iorated or had been hauled 
away by settlers. On the 
level top of Government Hill 
today, only a few remains 
of the stone structures may 
be seen—crumbling walls, and 
naked- rock chimneys, mute 
evidence of a rip-roaring past,

“Such trivial Injury,” said 
the judge, “ is not sufficient 
to constitute bodily harm."

Suppose the injury is in­
deed serious, but — rather 
than being inflicted by the 
kidnapper—is the result of 
the victim’s own attempt to 
escape. Does that kind of an 
Injury ’’count” against the 
kidnapper?

The court said yes in one 
case, in which a girl was hurt 
when she jumped from a mov­
ing car. The court reasoned 
that, since the kidnapper had 
been threatening to assault 
her, the dangers of an attemp­
ted flight could fairly be at­
tributed to him.

But in another case, where 
no threats of harm preceded 
the escape attempt, the court 
ruled that the resulting in­
jury coil'd hot justify a heav­
ier penalty against the kid- 
*\~ppor.

I I t  may seem strange to 
j draw such careful distinc­
tion s  in judging someone 
J reprehensible as a kidnap-
j per.

Y?t, after all. the law's pur- 
I pose is not to do the kidnap­
per any favors but to reduce 
the danger to his victim. Tills 
can be achieved only i ' 
kidiiapper has reason to b e ­
lieve that, if  he goes easier'- 
on the victim, the law will 
go easier on him.
