Some anglers never grad­
uate from this stage; contin­
uing to catch these diminu­
tive battlers right on through 
life . . .  an understandable 
and admirable thing to do. 
Catching perch, anyway you 
take it, is just plain, whole-

Isome fun.
| Trouble is, most anglers 
approach the sport with the 
wrong idea. They use heavy 
tackle that soon aborts, any 
notions the perch may have 
about putting up a protest.

Secret is to catch them on 
light tackle, the lighter the 
better, something like an ul­
tra-light spinning outfit with 
two-pound-test line or may­
be a  fly rod. Ounce for ounce,

ithe perch is the fightenest 
' fish that swims. It even puts 
i the black bass to shame. 
Show me a perch and a bass 
the Identical size and it will 

'be no contest in a tugging 
I match. The sunfish will 
[win every time.

Only regrettable thing is 
that the sunfish doesnt’ grow 
very large. Get one a half 
pound or larger and you’ve 
got a BIG ONE, But even 
one the size of your hahd can 
put a healthy bend in an 
ultra-light spinning rod or a 
fly rod.

In some places, like Caddo 
Lake and Lakes O’ the Pines 
in Northeast Texas, Dam B 
Lake in Southeast, Texas, 
and Marble Falls Lake in 
Central Texas, catching sun­
fish is popular sport.

On Lake O’ the Pines, one 
of the favorite baits is the 
gray cricket. Most anglers 
fish along the trees stand­
ing in the lake. They low­
er . the cricket down deep 
where the sunfish hang out.

There are many members 
of the sunfish family in Tex­
as. True identification of 
your catch is compounded 
because of hybrids and in­
ter-breeding between the 
species. Some of them are 
truly colorful characters, be­
ing spotted and touched with 
bright colors.

One of the most popular 
members of the family in 
Texas is the so-called goggle- 
eyed perch. This actually is 
the warmouth. It Is sort of 
an olive green all over with 
a large mouth, looking off­
hand something like a black 
bass.- . ■■ .,■■■■.. .

Another favorite is the 
bluegill. Since the.; overall 
coloration will vary, the best 
identifying marks, univers­
ally, are the several black 
spots visible at the rear part 
of the top fin when the fin 
is spread open.

Other important Texas spe­
cies are the yellow-breasted 
sunfish. These can really be 
confused. Actually the yel- 
lbw-breast has longer ears 
than the long-ear and the 
long-ear has a more vivid 
yellow breast than the yel­
low-breasted.

The common sunfish also Is 
quite common and can best 
be Identified by a bright red 
spot on the gill cover and 
light blue stripes on its 
cheeks.

Another important one is 
the green sunfish, which as 
its name implies is generally 
green all over.

Actually, Identification is 
something most fishermen 
could care less about. They 
just like to catch and eat 
the perch, its nationality be

hanged.
No elaborate tackle is need­

ed to catch perch. An ordi­
nary cane pole will suffice. 
But it is more fun on sport­
ing tackle like an ultra-light; 
spinning outfit or fly-rod.

Most perch are taken on 
bait. But this is because the 
fishermen never have learn­
ed tile greater pleasure they 
can get from catching them 
on artfiicial baits. Tiny spin­
ner baits and wet flies will 
take almost as many in num­
ber, and usually the average 
size taken on artificials will 
run larger than those on 
comparable natural baits.

I t  is wise to remember, 
however, that the wet flies 
should be small, ab o u t. No. 
10 In size. Also good a t times 
are small popping bugs.

The list of baits th a t will 
tempt perch is almost end­
less. Favorite, of course, is 
the earthworm. Also good 
are small grasshoppers, crick- 
etts, tiny bits of frozen 
shrimp, and grubs.

Believe it or not, the perch 
belongs to the same family 
as the black bass. Actually, 
the black bass isn’t  a true 
bass a t  all. I t ’s a member of 
the sun-fish family. For this 
reason you’ll find sunfish in 
about the same place you’ll 
find bass. Surprisingly true 
. . . perch rate high on the 
bass’ everyday diet.

Look for perch around sub­
merged stumps and rocks, 
along moss beds and around 
weeds, generally in water 
from about a foot to ten feet 
deep. Work your bait slowly 
to catch them.

As for preparing them for 
eating,' Jhst scale; dress and 
cut off the heads. Fry rich­
ly brown In a deep skillet of 
grease where the many bones 
become brittle and you can 
eat fins, bones and all.

Fried perch make a delici­
ous meal!

As rich in tradition as ma­

jor-league baseball is the 
sport of varmint shooting.

The traditional varmint 
weapon is a bolt-action or 
single-shot lever-action rifle 
chambered for a hlgh-velo- 
clty, highly accurate center- 
fire cartridge. Traditionally, 
the gun has a  heavy barrel 
and weighs in the area of 8 to 
9s/a pounds. Most manufac­
turers, however, are also of­
fering the varmint shooter in 
standard weight, holt action 
high powered rifles, in the 
8*4 to 8 pound bracket. Some 
hunters who do a  lot of walk­
ing are inclined to prefer the 
lighter weight.

The traditional rapge for, 
varmints is 175 yards "and up 
—the traditional upper limit 
being 400 yards. To a very 
few specialists in rock chuck 
country, “up” means as much 
as 1000 yards, but they em­
ploy larger-calib$r rifles than 
the traditional varmint wea­
pon.

A traditional sight is an 
8X scope, but sights ranging 
from 6X big game scopes to 
24X target scopes have been 
used successfully.

The cartridge? The tradi­
tional, and currently popular, 
is the .22-250. The history of 
this cartridge goes back to 
the 1920s, when wildcatters 
made a .22-250 by taking the 
.250-3000 Savage case and 
blowing It out, squeezing it 
down, changing the should­
er angle, cutting it off and 
necking it down. In  the 
1930s manufacturers followed, 
and the first rifles chamber­
ed for this cartridge were 
produced. Now Remington 
makes a  .22-250 cartridge, 
and practically every arms 
factory tha t turns out var­
mint rifles chambers for it.

The second most popular 
varmint cartridge, though it 
has a. slightly lower muzzle 
velocity, is the .222 Reming­
ton: in third place is the -943 
Winchester.

So we have heavy varminnt 
rifles and light varmint rifles, 
light varmint bullets and the 
heavier varmint bullets. Is 
this because we have heavy 
varmints like the lobo wolf 
and light varmints like the 
ground squirrel and prairie 
dog? The size of the var­
mint, says Pete Brown, Arms 
Editor of Sports Afield Maga­
zine, Is seldom the reason for 
selecting the size of the rifle 
or bullet. The .22 bullets 
traveling a t high speed are 
devastating; they can flat­
ten varmints of any size — 
the big ones as well as the 
little sod puppies. Why would 
anyone select the less power­
ful of the two most popular 
.22 cartridges?

First, the higher the velo­
city, the greater the barrel 
wear. Second, the higher the 
power the greater the noiise. 
Third, some shooters don’t 
want or need the high velo­
city; conditions perhaps do 
not warrant it.

On the other hand, if a  22 
high-powered bullet will un­
do any varmint, why go to a 
larger caliber and more pow­
erful cartridge? First, the 
hunter In this case is pro­
bably seeking a compromise 
cartridge — one that will 
serve for both varmints and 
deer-size game. Second, the 
larger bullet will be less sen­
sitive to wind and perform 
better out a t  the longer rang­
es.

Of course, any big-game 
rifle can be used for varmint 
shooting. But tradition fa­
vors the smaller calibers. In 
fact, a  new tradition hi a 
varmint caliber may be just 
over the horizon: the .17!

Almost One 
Million Fish 
For Amistad

Del Rio —- If a fisherman 
dreamed of an angler’s para­
dise .huge, new Amistad 
Reservoir nearing completion 
and straddling the Texas- 
Mexico line might emerge in 
technicolor.

The lake a t the confluence 
of the Rio Grande and De­
vil’s River is being heavily 
stocked by the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department.

Supt. Wallace Clary of the 
No. 2 San Angelo Fish Hatch­
ery has delivered large num­
bers of bass and channel cat­
fish to the lake that will in­
undate Devil’s Lake and Lake 
Walk.

To date Clary has stocked 
787,750 bass try, 70,000 advan­
ced fry up to 1% inches long, 
39,475 fingerllng bass, as well 
as 16,800 fingerllng catfish. 
Additional releases of game 
fish are planned.

TIDELANDS 
ARGUMENTS AGAIN

The U. S. Supreme Court 
has granted Atty. Gen. Craw­
ford C. Martin an Oct, 14 re­
quested hearing on location 
of Texas shoreline or the 
point from which Texas mea­
sures its submerged land 
boundaries.

Last December a decision 
granting Texas ownership of 
tidelands to 10.3 miles into 
the Gulf of Mexico held th a t 
where shoreline has reced­
ed, Texas cannot claim the 
1845 historic boundary (which 
would give Texas more acre­
age). Federal government 
also would deny Texas its 
10.3-mile area where the
