Before you can tie 
the strings of your straw hat 
under your chin, you're astride 
thatpileof nuts and bolts, and he's 
telling you the gear shift is not to 
hang your water jug on.

At my house I have one ground 
rule that covers all those jobs that 
I'm not very expert at, and tractor 
drivingheadsthe list. I don't beat 
around the bush. I just tell them 
flat out, ''You better not laugh or 
I'll go to the house!"

You can always tell how much 
confidence they have in you by the 
first instruction. " If  you need to 
stop in a hurry just pull this switch, 
and the tractor will go dead."

direction, ease out on the clutch, 
and buck and pitch until it 
straightens out. You also make a 
mentai note to not let that happen 
again.

When you find the center of the 
block you will have need to speak 
with the instructor again.

Repealing Sections 49-d 

and 49-d-l of Article III
