B ill

Senator Lloyd Bentsen introduced 
legislation Tuesday to ease the 
financial burden on older Americans 
who are hospitalized for long periods 
of time.

The Bentsen bill provides for 
Medicare to pay hospital costs for an 
unlimited period of time. At pre­
sent, Medicare patients hospitalized 
for more than 60 days must pay a 
Share of hospital costs. The longer a 
patient is hospitalized, the bigger 
the snare.

The Bentsen bill also permits 
Medicare recipients to purchase op­

tional coverage that would pay 100 
percent of all reasonable doctors’ 
fees. Medicare currently covers 80 
percent of physician charges.

'Millions of elderly Americans live 
in dread of prolonged illness. They 
know that, all too often, they can sur­
vive the illness only to be ruined 
financ ia lly ,’ Bentsen said rn 
r e m a rk s  ac c o m p a n y in g  h is 
legislation.

‘The availability of Medicare and 
Medicaid provide some important 
protection. But, as millions of elder­
ly can attest, there are gaps in the 
system that can quickly lead to 
ruin.’

‘People age 65 and older comprise 
12 percent of our total population. 
But they account for 33 percent of all 
personal health care expenses.’

‘People under 65 in our society can

You may have seen the employees 

of the city driving different equip­
ment around town and wondered 
why the city purchased new equip­
ment.

Bench Marks for 1984-85
School District Budgets in Texas

Texans increased spending on 
local public schools by $552 million 
last year, as trustees in 1,069 school 
districts adopted school budgets 
totaling $9.0 billion. That provided 
more than $200 in additional funds 
for each of the 2,727,512 students in 
the state, according to the Texas 
Research League.

Local property taxpayers were 
tagged for an additional $327 million 
to pay for the increase. Tile re­
mainder was funded by increases in 
state and federal aid programs and 
by higher local fees.

The figures come from the latest 
issue of Bench Marks for 1934-85 
School District Budgets in Texas, an 
annua] publication of the Texas 
Research League, an Austin-based, 
educational corporation engaged in 
governmental research.

School budgets adopted for 1983-84 
called for spending $2,713 per stu­
dent for current operations. Santa 
Anna ISD’s budget provided for 
$2,488.86 per student based on the 374 
students in average daily atten­
dance in 1982-83.

Four of five of these dollars were 
spent for salaries. Statewide, 
payroll expense averaged $2,153 per 
student, as compared to $1,769 in 
Santa Anna ISO. Payroll expense is 
a combination of salary levels and 
staffing patterns.

The average salary for classroom 
teachers paid by Santa Anna ISD in 
1982-33 was $18,396 which was 5.3 
percent above the minimum salary 
prescribed by tbe state. The 
average among all school districts in 
Texas was $19,501 per classroom 
teacher, or 21.8 percent over the 
minimum.

There was an average of one 
teacher for 85 students in Santa An­
na ISD compared to a statewide 
pupil-teacher ratio of 1 to 16.4. The 
pupil-teacher ratio is not the same 
thing as the average class size 
because teachers and students are 
not necessarily in class the same 
number of hours each day.

Statewide, the ratio of teachers to 
students has remained the same the 
past three years. The report notes 
that during the 1980’s school officials 
have used additional payroll dollars 
to increase salaries beyond the rate 
of inflation, whereas during the 
previous decade more dollars were 
spent to hire additional teachers 
while average salaries grew less 
than the rate of inflation.

Local property taxes were in­
creased by $327 million for a total of 
$3.6 billion last year. Locally, the 
Santa Anna ISD’s tax levy was in­
creased by 3 percent for 1983-84, as 
compared to a 10 percent increase

for the average school district in 
Texas.

School property tax rates in 
196243 averaged $0,613 per $100 of 
market value (selling price). The 
school tax on a property selling for 
$100,000 was $613 in the average 
school district. Locally, the rate on 
market value in Santa Anna ISD was 
$9,730, or $730 on a property selling 
for $100,000.

If the property were a homestead 
or owned by a senior citizen, the 
school tax would be less because of 
various exemptions. Open-space 
land that qualified would be valued 
on its productivity value rather than 
market value.

Revenue lost from exemptions 
totaled $679 million, which was $125 
million more than that exempted the 
previous year. To balance school 
budgets, the revenue loss from ex­
emptions was imposed upon other 
taxpayers in the school district.

Preparing school budgets for next 
year, the report noted, will be dif­
ficult. Not only did the Special Ses­
sion of the Legislature provide 
substantial additional funds, but 
also changed the m ethod for 
allocating aid to different districts. 
School officials also must begin im­
plementing a variety of new educa­
tional programs including new cur­
riculum standards.

POSTMASTER'S POINTERS

What is certified mail?

This service provides proof of 
delivery and requires the addressee 
or agent sign for the article. Proof of 
mailing is given to the mailer at the 
time of posting.

How can the mailer obtain proof of 
delivery? How much does it cost?

The cost of certified mail is 75 cents 
plus the postage. Proof of delivery is 
obtained by purchasing a return 
receipt for 60 cents.

What may be certified?

Only items of no intrinsic value such 
as letters, files, records, etc..., that 
are sent Priority First Class Mail 
may be sent by certified mail.

Does the certified fee plus the return 
receipt fee plus the postage f total of 
$1.55 for a one ounce letter) provide 
any insurance?

This is the great misconception 
about certified mail. No insurance 
coverage is provided against loss or 
damage for this service. For 
valuables and irreplaceable items, 
you should use insured or registered 
mail.

is there any provision to guarantee 
that only the addressee receives the 
certified letter?

Normally anyone at the place of 
delivery or any customer presenting 
the notice of attempted delivery to 
the post office can receive the cer­
tified article. An additional fee of 
$l-00 will restrict the delivery to only 
the addressee. Proof of identifica­
tion will be required of the addressee 
if not known by the postal employee.

What items are mostly mailed cer­
tified mail?

The largest user of certified is the 
business which notifies it’s customer 
of an insufficient cheek. Postal 
patrons use certified mail any time 
proof of mailing or proof of delivery 
is required.

As of tale, quite a  few folks liave 
asked when the history hook will he 
out, About a  month ago, I announc­
ed that t te  publisher fd t t e  could 
have the took out before Christmas. 
Publishing a book is a long process, 
especially when it is being bound in 
two volumes of 1200 pages total, as 
ours is. The book is taking about 
twice as long as we first thought 
because it is over twice as large as 
we expected, oven with alot of 
editing. Most of you have teen very 
patient, and I think you will be very 
glad that we took time to do it right. 
You can still order a set of these 
books for $57.75, local or $61.09, mail­
ed (Coleman County Historical Com­
mission, PO Box 958, Coleman, TX 
76834). Contrary to popular belief, 
this is a very inexpensive price for 
this size and type of book. It will be 
out of print soon after it comes out. 
Most books that we have seen lately 
of this type, have been about $40 for 
about 560 pages, and none are as 
concise as ours, and few even have 
indexes! At any rate, if the 
publisher does not have any pro­
blems, the book should be out before 
this year is over.

MAWS IN 
CUSTODY

Attorney General Jim Mattox has 
announced that his office received 
reports of 139 deaths during the first 
nine months of a new law that re­
quires officials to report deaths of 
persons in custody of law enforce­
ment officers and of persons in jail 
or prison.

‘That is about one reported death 
every other day,’ Mattox said. ‘We 
are finding that jails and prisons are 
very dangerous places.’

Mattox noted that while the '

legislature mandated that law en­
forcement officials report ail deaths 
of persons in custody to Mattox’s of­
fice, no funds were appropriated in 
investigate aoeh deaths.

‘While die majority of custodial 
deaths probably could not have been 
prevented,' he said, ‘there have been 
a few situations where w<: needed 
further investigation to determine 
that fact. With our limited resources 
in this area, that has been quite 
difficult.'

Failure to report a custodial death 
is a C lass B m isd em e an o r, 
punishable by up to six months in 
jail and or up to a $1,000 fine.

The Texas Department of Correc­
tions reported 66 custodial deaths 
between September 1,1984, when the 
law took effect, arid June 1, 1984. 
While 42 of the deaths were reported 
as natural causes, nine were 
suicides, eight were homocides, 
three were accidental and two were 
unknown causes. Also, TDC proper­
ly reported two deaths by execution, 
James David Autry and Ronald 
Clark O’Bryan.

Forty-one persons died in county 
jails, and 22 died in city jails. Ten 
other persons died while in the 
custody of law enforcement officers.

In the county jails, 17 persons died 
of natural causes, 18 by suicide, 
three by homocide, one accidentally 
and two by unknown causes.

In the city jails, six died of natural 
causes, li by suicide, four by 
homocide and one accidentally.

Of persons who died while in 
custody of officers, one was natural 
causes and one was a suicide. Eight 
persons were killed while in custody.

Of the 23 homocides reported, iO 
were committed by other inmates 
and 13 by peace officers.

Of the suicides, 36 were by hang­
ing, two by gun shots and one by 
stabbing. Twenty of the 39 suicides

Were committed by persons between 
20 and 29 years of age am) 11 by per­
sons 30 (o 39 years of age. There 
Were two suicides hy persons under 
20 years old and three each hy per­
sons 41) to 49 or;d 50 to 59.

Aicohol-rcintcd charges had been 
filed against l! of the 33 persons who 
look their own iives.

Of the 60 persons who died of 
natural causes, 42 were heart at­
tacks and similar diseases.

Only five of the custodial deaths 
were women prisoners. Two uf the 
suicides were by women, one who 
shot herself while in custody of of­
ficers and one who hanged herself in 
jail.

The racial break-down of the 139 
total custodial deaths is 76 white, 33 
black, 22 Hispanic, one Indian, one 
Oriental and six other.
