i t  Prayer For Rain i t

Let It Come 
Down, O Lord!!

As a dues-paying member of the Congregational Church, the writer is 
entitled, under its creed, to address his maker, directly in prayer, without 
the intervention of prelate, saint, paraon or priest, in any place, on any 
subject, at any time, and in our own language.

So here goes: 0  Lord, in Thy mercy, grant us a rain, and by that we don’t 
mean a shower. We want to go out in our car in the early evening and watch 
the lightning go ripping across the southwestern sky in hot blue forks as 
the fat clouds roll in on us from Chase County. We want to hurry home to 
close the house with the first fat drops the size of marbles on a suddenly 
rising wind, chasing us and plunking on the hood of our car. We want to 
scramble all over the house just as the first sheets descend, frantically 
slamming down the windows, while the drops thunder on the tin roof of the 
porch and the lightning blasts illuminate the waving treetops.

O Lord of Hosts, we want to look out of the windows and watch the 
regiments of fat, close-packed raindrops march diagonally down in sheets, 
until we can’t see the outlines of the street light on the corner and it looks 
like a great pale luminous ball through the driving drops. We want to hear, 
about a minute after the first rushrthe gurgle in the tin gutters under the 
eaves, and, in 25 seconds more, the sputter of the downspout and the hollow 
churning of the water in the cistern.

God of Israel, Isaac and Jacob, let it come down so hard, let the drops 
dance so high that the outlines of streets and sidewalks seem covered with a 
six-inch fog of splattering drops. Then let it just keep up for a while, and 
then begin to taper off, and then turn right 'round and get a lot worse, 
swishing, pounding, splattering, pouring, drenching, the thunder coming- 
“Crackity-BAM! Bab-bam-bumble-bumble-bumble” and the lightning flash­
ing so fast and furious you can’t tell which flash goes with which peal of 
thunder.

So that all the women will get scared and climb on top of the feather beds 
and scream at you not to get too close to the windows. So that in between 
lightning flashes you can see the dirty yellow gutter water rippling across 
the street, instead of along its sides.

And Then, o Jealous God, repeat the whole act about three times, and in 
the middle of the second time, we wili get out the old tin wash pan and climb 
the^attic stairs to put it under that tiny leak in the roof which usually you 
can't even notice in an ordinary rain. And after a couple of hours, kind of 
taper it down, 0  Lord, to a good, steady rain - not a drizzle - but a 
business-like one, that keeps up until just about dawn and then spits a few 
drops occasionally during the morning from a gray sky.

0  Shepherd of a Chosen People, when we walk to work that morning, let 
us see pink, thin-nosed angleworms that have crawled out of the grass and 
drowned in the sidewalk puddles, and big pools of standing water in every 
yard, with just the tips of the fresh green grass breaking the surface. Let it 
knock all the buds off the elm trees, so that streets and sidewalks are 
covered with a brown snow, except where the running water has gathered 
it into thick scum over the pools around the choked drains.

Then let everyone begin wondering what the rivers are doing, and when 
we go down to the bridge, make us drive through about two inches of dirty 
yellow water running over the pavement, and when we get on it, let us 
watch a pig and two Buff Orpington hens and half a woodshed float by, 
about three feet under our shoe soles, and Lord, let the farmers holler their 
heads off about how it will be too wet, now, to get their corn in early 
enough.

Thou Art My Shepherd, I shall not want if Thou deadest me into green 
pastures and beside the still waters, while the little pasture ponds stand full 
to the brinks of their cement dams.

0  God of Battles and Lord of Many Mansions, if you don't want it to rain in 
Kansas, all right. And if you do, all right. But we are weak in faith and pray 
for a sign such as you gave to Aaron to confound Pharoah’s magicians and 
scocercrs. Take this business of weather prediction out of the hand of a lot 
of incompetent Washington Bureacrats and make it Thy special pro­
vince. They’re playing horse with us, Lord. They promise a rain and all we 
get is a mangy little thin-flanked shower that you could hang your hat on its 
hip bones. *

Kansas is indeed the Promised Land, 0  Lord, and if it gets a break it will 
flow with milk and honey. But we can't live much longer on promises. So in 
Thine own way and in Thine own time, make up Thy mind, 0  Lord, and we 
will bow before Thy judgment, and praise Thine everlasting name. Amen.

Editor's Nose: The above "Prayer for Rain'- first appeared in the Emporia 
(Kan.) Gazette back in 1935. It was re-printed recently in the ‘Brady and 
Goldthwaite newspapers. We thought it would be of considerable interest 
to Coleman County readers.

According to reports, the prayer has gotten remarkable results. In 1935, 
a 3-inch rain broke the drought in Emporia the next day after the prayer 
was printed. Then when it was re-printed in 1970 a light sprinkle began 
falling even while it was being set in type.

In 1976 the Prayer was sent to England to break a severe drought. The 
report came back as follows: "It's been raining cats nnd dogs ever since W. 
L. White’s Prayer for Rain reached England . . .  a drizzle, the first in a 
couple of months, started as the prayer was making its way through the 
post office.

Police
An attem pted burglary was 

reported to the Santa Anna Police 
Dept. Chief Russ Ellis said the inci­
dent apparently occurred about the 
first of the month at a residence on 
Avenue B, but was not reported right 
away.

Mr. Ellis answered three separate 
requests of welfare checks. Two 
cases were on elderly citizens who 
had not been in contact with 
relatives and one on a lady visiting 
here who stayed several days longer 
than expected by her relatives.

Mr. Ellis assisted the state patrol 
on a two vehicle accident early Fri­
day evening on US 67 and 84 east of 
town by the Ranger Park Inn. There 
were no injuries in that mishap.

Late Sunday evening, Mr. Ellis 
said he was contacted by a woman 
from Abilene, who had struck and 
killed a deer several miles south of 
Santa Anna on US 283. She had load­
ed the deer in the damaged pickup 
truck and drove it into town. Mr. 
EUlis said the accident was in­
vestigated by trooper, Jay Moses, 
and the deer turned over to a state 
fish and game officer.

There was one small grass fire 
last week just east of town along the 
railroad right of way. Mr. Ellis said 
it was apparently started by a pass­
ing train. The Santa Anna Volunteer 
Fire Dept, extinguished the blaze 
with no damage reported.

About 400,000 pounds of concrete 
fell on the back half of her car. Her 
only injuries were a buinp on the 
head and several scratches. Her on­
ly comment was ‘God saved her and 
pulled me out’.

One of the pillars supporting the 
bridge over Loop 820 fell about noon 
on Wednesday, July 11, 1984. The 
pillar was hit by a runaway trailer 
that had broken loose.

A highway engineer said the im­
pact of the trailer caused a ‘domino 
effect’. This caused stress on the 
bridge. Stress and overwork of the 
roadway caused the bridge to fall.

It was interesting to hear the 
engineer say it was the impact, and 
not the design that caused the bridge 
to fall!

Quilt
The quilt block described is one of 

48 that fomi n States Patchwork 
Quilt. (This was before Hawaii and 
Alaska became states.) The pattern 
was originally printed in a 1934 Ft. 
Worth Star Telegram. With increas­
ed interest in this activity in our 
area, one block of the quilt pattern 
will be found in tire paper weekly.

QUILT FOR ALABAMA 
The Colton Boll

Most of the State quilts arc in piec­
ed blocks, but this Southern symbol 
in applique will tc-mpt the needle- 
workers who like this form of hand­
work. Very light pink buds with a 
tint darker for the more open 
blossom fit with green onto a snowy 
white block cut 14 inches square. Ar­
ranged as shown in the sketch about 
114 inches in from the sides and only 
14 inch from the ends of the blocks, 
your repeat wilt make a sort of 
stripe effect, 5 blocks wide by 6 
blocks long. This center of 50 appli­
que blocks, finishing about 70 x 84, 
should be bordered with a white 
scallop out cut 6 inches or deeper, 
which would bring the quilt size up to 
82 x 96.

Line with the pale pink and bias 
with green. The quilting could be a 
narrow cable or vine on the vertical 
strips where blocks join, small 
checking all over except this and the 
appliques, with a feather or other 
fancy design on the scallop border. 
For the top allow six yards of white, 
1-3 yards each of rose and pink and 
2V4 yards of green.

Each design is complete in itself 
for an entire coverlet. They are not 
to be a group of 48 patterns that fit 
together in anyway. Each quilt 
maker will want to clip each pattern 
as it is published and file for 
reference, for lending or later use.
